ing arrested him;'physicians werS'ipres 
ent to observe him; arid, he wis taken 
to the office of the Surrogate; anffcom 
mitted to the State Hospital, the pap­
ers stating that notice was dispensed 
with as being for the best interests. 
Then he sued out a writ of habeas cor­
pus, and it was brought on before Jus­
tice VanKirk at Malone, and while he 
could-see no traces of insanity in 
Father Klauder, in deference to the 
testimony of experts he returned him 
to the asylum for a few weeks until 
the opening of the term of court at 
Canton,-and then .Father Klauder was 
discharged, and brought this, action. 
His fight for his liberty cost him al­
most j l 4 0 p . This was the story de­
tailed, by. the plaintiff upon.the stand, 
and much o f the correspondence be­
tween him and the Bishops was put in 
evidence. Very few objections were 
interposed 'by the defense. 

Thursday morning attorney Dennis 
B, 'Lucey took up the cross-examina­
tion of Father Klauder, and drew from 
him the fact that for nearly twenty 
ye l t s he was" a member_o£ a religious 
order, from which he finally withdrew

not be kept down; he was bringing up

—-hazards, so when he attempted to 
speak in the Cathedral at the time of 
the Synod,- he was promptly arrested, 
examined by physicians in attendance 
and wjiitin-g, and sent to the State Hos-
pital for the Insane, from which he was 
released upon a writ of habeas corpus. 

For i the defense it was urged-that 
the spiritual relation that the "Bishop; 
sustained to the plaintiff was that of a' 
father rp his son; and as the plaintiff 

- had-no-Velaiives in this part of the 
country, his'.duty was all the stronger 
and-every thing that was done was done 
in the best of faith, and with the idea 
that it was for the best interests of the 
plaintiff. 

The direct examination of Father 
Klauder consumed the balance of Tues 
day and all of .Wednesday. It seems 
that when he first came to the Dio­
cese he served at Ogdensburg in a sub 
ordinate capacity, .and that from there 
h e was sent to Clintonville, a small 
parish Just set off. That there h e had 
trouble with some of his parishioners, 

' a n d an order was made transferring 
him to Hopkirrton. He did not like 
this , and never removed there, though 

. going whenever his duties called him, 
retaining his residence at Keeseville. 
Then he was sent to Faust; and there 
t h e trouble "became more acute. Ther.e 
•was no church or parsonage there, and 
h e made plans and specifications and 
built both, at an expense of about 
$15,000, less than t en of which was 
unpaid at the .time he left. Factional 
troubles' arosef and complaint was 
made to the Bishop t>y his parishion­
ers , and he in turn complained to the 
Bishop of them, and after much cor­
respondence, an order was made trans 
ferrlmg the plaintiff to Colton. This 
order--the -plaintiff refused to obey, 
taking the position that it was an In­
ferior position and intended as a pun­
ishment, and that charges having been 
made against him, those charges must 
be heard before he could be punished, 
and accordingly the proposed, transfer 
was illegal. So he stayed on at Faust; 
the priest appointed to succeed him 
arrived; while retaining the keys to 
the church, the plaintiff adnjltted him 
for the purpose of saying mass; in a 

1 few, days the new priest denounced 
Aim Jn the church itself in the pres­

e n c e of. the congregation. A little 
Jater/st i l i , two constables -prevented 

- h im by force from entering the church 
and pushed him down the' steps. They 
were promptly arrested and convicted 
of assault and fined. Then Father 
KlauderJocJced the parsonage and went 

/- 'u,pon"h1s vacation; almost ^mediately. 
the new priest bfoke open the parson­
age with an axe and fook possession. 
He and those assisting him In the act 
were arrested for burglary and held 

,' for the Grand Jury; Father Klauder 
- x was unable to get his possessions from 

the parsonage until he procured a 
search warrant and an officer; but 

- about this time peace overtures were 
made, and persuaded by his brother an; 
arrangement was' entered Into with the 
defendant Conrov bv which the plain­
tiff agreed to relinquish his claims at 
Faus tand to go to»Westpnrt, which he 
did; that factional trpuibles arose there, 

lt the defendant Bishops siding with the 
malcontent; at the Synod of 1907 
Father Klauder had in advance prepar­
ed a pamphlet and mailed It to the 
Bishop and priests requesting that the 
Synod take up certain matters, which 
It does not seem to have done; .mean-

< t ime Father Kiauder had published » 
"book "The Undoing of a P/lest", which 

set forth Ms troubles with the Bishop 
. and did not please that functionary; 

some time before the Sy)hod opened he 
went to see the Bishop/ who innounc-

admitting that he was scandalized by 
the conduct of some of its members. 
He soon after went to Ogdensburg; he 
denied that he had ever beaten a cham 
bermaid there, or accused her of at­
tempting to poison ' him, and denied 
the making of many statements from 
the "puTpit clothed -In intemperate lan­
guage, while at Ogdensburg. . He ad­
mitted that while at Clintonville he, had 
displayed some activity in an attempv 
to remove the priest at Keeseville, a 
better paying; point, and to appoint 
him in his stead, which movement was 
not successfaVand also that he_gave 
information which resulted'in the pros 
ecution-of one of his parishioners for 
a violation of„the excise law; that com­
plaints were made to the Bishop about 
him and that he was advised by that 
functionary t o use .more temperate 
language. He also admitted that at 
Faust a,faction was formed against, 
him, and made complaints to the Bish­
op about him, and he in turn complain 
ed to both the Bishop and Apostolic 
Delegate, .That he also comphined to 
the Bishop against neighboring'priests 
whom he complained were officiating 
at weddings and ibaptisms of members 
of his flock. A letter to the Bishop 
from him was read In which he com­
plained very much 'about the course 
the Bishop was pursuing In the con­
troversy, and said it was driving him 
crazy and unless the Bishop qhanged 
his course he, Father Klauder, would 
not answer for the results. Also that 
he should have nothing 'but pity for 
the Bishop if that, officer should at­
tempt to either remove of discipline 
him as theretofore. A lettj-r to Fath­
er Devlin just before his book appear­
ed was also put In evidence In which 
letter he suggested to Father Devlin 
that he warn the Bishop that if the' 
book was printed it would do neither 
the church o r the bishops of the dio­
cese any good, as he proposed to show 
the scruff that was running the Dio­
cese. Many letters from Father Klau­
der to the Bishop were introduced by 
the defense, and also a lot. of canon 
law'was read, and an effort made to 
have Father Klauder admit that it ap­
plied to Jhe faci i - taJUt «*»«, and that 
the Bishop had »••>« v-.,««,i«?ly rfjjnt 
and he wrong in their controversy, but 
this he would not admit. .

In Appointing Commission to Investi­
gate Health Department — Radical 
Changes Proposed. 
Albiilij. Jan. 28.-One of Governor 

Sulzcr's Brut ottieinl nets was tile ap­
pointment of n commission of elKtit 
perso. s to Investigate health condi­
tions In the state with a view to rcc-
ommemliiij; changes in the public 
VnLtK law and . m.tbods by which 
prevalent epidemics of certain dis­
eases In some parts of the state may 
be prevented.-r 

The governor stated that he thought 
many of the deaths which occurred in 
this state in 1011 could ha~e been pre­
vented. 

His reason for taking the 1011 fig­
ures, he said, was that the 1912 fig­
ures were not.available.

JUDGE FERRIS FAVORS HOSPITAL. 

President of St. U w . C o . Tuberculosis 
Committee Believes Growing 

Sentiment Favors Hospital. 

County Judge C. S. Ferris, Presi­
dent of the St. Lawrence County Tu­
berculosis Committee, in an interview 
expressed the belief that the growing 
sentiment in the county in favor of a 
tuberculosis hospital would result in 
such, an institution being erected in 
the county before long. 

"The tuberculosis 'situation in St. 
Lawrence County," 'said.' Judge Ferris, 
"mu'St be dealt with some time and the 
sooner we provide hospital care for 
those afflicted with the disease, " the 
soonef may we expect to be freed 
from its ravages. 

' 'The report of the County visiting 
nurse shows conditions that while no 
worse than in other sections of the 
state are convincing evidence that some 
steps should be taken to care for the 
sufferers from the disease."
