The pure food SnteF1 'of the uni­
verse is Westfield, Mass., and ,there_are 
few places on the map that have ever 
done, so much real work for the good 
of all as has that small city. A few 
years ago a couple of school girls had 
a modest evening spread one evening 
and a stomach ache the next morning. 
Their teacher Prof. L. B. Allyn of the 
Normal School advised . them to ana­
lyze a portion of the food which had 
distressed them and they did. Then 

...the pupils began to analyze other food, 
andsome of the results were so start­
ling that the people then began to sit 
•up and take notice. These- amateur 
investigators found that a great quan­
tity of the food Vvhich human being are 
prone to introduce into their systems 
was not only adulterated and -worthless 
but that some of it was actually pois­
onous. Professor' Allyn was the wiz­
ard and the guiding, genius of the en­
terprise, and the plan grew 'until to­
day the- Wewlield Board of Health has 
a world-wide'reputation and its opin­
ion is sought by everybody who is in­
terested in_ the pure food .question. 
This Jsoard of health has dissected* an­
alyzed and investigated most 'of thj2 
well known brands of food stuffs now 
upon the market and has not been de­
terred from branding all that which 
has been found to be bad. So wide­
spread has been the interest in1 this 
matter of pure food and so great has 
been the demand for information that 
the board of-health has issued'a little 
book containing a list of the, foods 
which their analysis has shown to be 
high grade, pure and honest. The 
Westfield Book of Pure Foods, as it is 
called, is certainly one of the most val-
auble publications of the day,- and 
will be sent to anyone who will'write 
to the Board of Health and send ten 
cents. Every housewife ought to have 
a copy and consult it carefully when 
ordering food for her table. • ' 

Gov. Cox of Ohio hat an idea con­
cerning the employment of convicts 
which is of as great importance as Col. 
Scott's idea that-conviets should be 
employed in road building. Gov. Cox 
recommends the employment of pris­
oners on state farms to raise food .pro­
ducts for state institutions, and be-
•lieves-that the privilege of working-out 
of doors should be earned by good be­
havior. This is a splendid idea which 
probably could, be successfully carried 
o'uf. Gov. Cox seems to feeHhat it is 
repugnant to the better instinct to 
make a profit for the state from con­
vict labor, but this is a degree of maud­
lin sentimentality that probably would 
find few sympathizers. Just why the 
law-abiding people of the state should 
be taxed to support the law breakers, 
or just why the convicts should not 
be compelled to pay for the expense 
their vlciousness has imposed upon 
the state, are questions which have 
long-been unanswered.

Representative Fitzgerald of New 
York presided over the exercises and 
recognized Representative Fairchild of 
Oneonta, who paid tribut to the mem­
ory of the former well known Northern 
New York citizen. 

"Congressman Malby and I," said 
Mr. Fairchild, "came to Congress at the 
same time. I began to recognize his abil 
ity his earnestness and his fairness and 
his kindly, generous nature—a nature 
slow to think ill, and tempered always 
with a mantle of charity broad enough 
for all humanity. At the Chicago con­
vention, where we were fellow dele­
gates, I saw him frequently. I con­
gratulated him upon his apparent re­
covery from a long illness in Washing­
ton and I looked forward with great 
pleasure to seeing him here again this 
winter. But if was willed otherwise. 
The grim reaper beckoned our friend 
in the very height of his usefulness 
and he was called away, and when he 
went, sorrow' came, not only to his 
wife and to hij family, but to all who 
knew his bigness of soul and-- heart 
and mirtd. 

"New York mourns the loss of a cit-
ze'n whom it (honored in state and in 
national life. Congressman Malby's 
memory will be cherished not only by 
friends and-associates at the .National 
Capital, .hut by all who knew him and 
particularly bv the people of his home 
city and home county, whom he loved 
better than all the world besides."

"James Gayley, First Vice President 
of the United States Steel Corporation 
from l 'mi to 19u9, received the Per-
kin Gold Medal last night at a meeting 
of •the Society of Chemical Industry at 
Rumford Hall, in the Chemists' CJub 
Building, 50 East 41st St. The medal 
was awarded by the Perkin Gold Medal 
Committee of the Associated Chemical 
and Electrochemical Societies of Am­
erica. 

"Mr. Gayley is the seventh recipient 
of the medal, which was created to hon 
or Sir William Henry Perkin, the found' 
er of coal tar chemistry which revMu-" 
tiohized the dye and drug industries. 

"The achievement for which the 
medal was awarded to Mr. Gayley was 
his invention of the dry air blast for 
the manufacture of iron, on which he 
took out 15 patents from Oct. 23rd, 
1894 to Sept. 5, 1911. His results in 
this direction alone mean a reduction 
of at Ie*jt $1 a ton in the cost of pro­
ducing pig iron,'besides making it pos­
sible for the iron master to produce in 
all weathers a produ 1 of uniform qual^ 
ity. When one remembers that there 
were produced in the United States 
during the past-year 29,000,000 tons |\ 
of pig iron it wfll be seen that Mr. Gay 
ley's invenfipn of the dry air blast 
means a saving to the American people 
of $29,000,000 per annum." ' f
