Charles J. Purdy, proprietor of the 
New Harbor Inn,a t Henderson, has 
brought an action against the Standard 
Oil Co. to recover $1250 for an alleg­
ed breach of contract.

.ment with the Rockefeller interests to 
furnish him 25,000 gallons of gasoline 
at 12 cents per gallon. The company 
he alleges, broke the contract ' and 
charged him 17 cents, so he sued for 
*he overcharge. Th's Standard Oil C o 
ha? .answered the complaint, denying 
the existence of such a contr'act. 

The report of the treasurer of the 
St. I^vrence County Fair'at the an­
nual meeting held in Canton recently 
•showed that in spite of the rain, which 
spoiled all four days of the fair last 
fall, the deficit from the fair was only 
$<>45.oo. For reducingjthe deficit the 
officers contributed their salaries. John 
Bird is president and Dean. Cook vice-
president of the society for the ensu­
ing year. 

It is seldom that the Oswegatchie 
river is as high at this time of year as 
it is at present.

The sound'of his 
drum, however, carries no certain as­
surance. On the nfght when Peking 
was looted you would not have known 
from him that anything, was wrong. 
Iii the Intervals of the rifle fire the 
siiunil "f his drum ruse undismayed, 
signaling in superb nonchalance the 
exciting hours. 

The fact is that he is not on duty to 
catch thieves or even to scare them off. 
as are some of the Japanese watchmen. 
His function is nobler. The sound of 
liis drum frightens away the spirits of 
evil, without whose presence no1 self 
respecting thief can hope to pull of a
