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A TRIP THROUGH THE SOUTH. 

HEALTH LAWS NEEDED. 

Present Laws Are Obsolete and Should 
Be Revised. 

The State is spending a vast amount 
of 'money on its Public Service Com­
missions, its insane hospitals, it pris­
ons, its roads and its canals, but very 
little on its health. Fads and reforms, | 
no nu t t e r haw i«*ane or destructive 
they.'may be, are sure to attract the at­
tention of the people, but when it 
comes to considering that most Im­
portant of all subjects, bodily health, 
it seems difficult to excite, much inter­
est. 

, The health laws of New York State 
are~>"obsolete" and should be revised 
thoroughly, In the opinion of Alec H. j 

Seymour, secretary of the State Board 
Department. 

"A thorough and effective revision 
of the laws as affecting the powers and 
functions of the local health officers 
and local health boards, and the State 
Department of Health should be made" 
said Mr. Seymour. "Clear and definite 
authority, should be given to health of­
ficials lo meet conditions. 

"We liave for some time advised a 
plan of dividing the state into districts 
with alocal man in charge of each dis­
trict," continued Mr. Seymour. "I 
believe that this plan is feasible, and 
that the time has come when we should 
attempt to carry it ou t . . . The officer 
should be appointed by the State De­
partment of Health, should be a man 
thoroughly versed in sanitary science 
and an expert ' in communicable diseas­
es, and should possess tact, energy and 
ability. He should be paid a sufficient 
compensation so that, he can spend his 
entire time in the work and it should, 
b'e his .duty to supervise health condi­
tions in his district, bring the work of 
local health officers up to a proper stan 
dard, and, at all times, stand at the 
right arm of the health officer to aid 
and assist him. 

"A provision in regard to the com­
pensation of health officers, I believe, 
should have most careful consideration 
Amendments to the insanity law placed 
upon health officers the duty of caring 
for insane patients pending commit­
ment, and amendments to the law, last 
year, placed upon the health officer the 
duty of making physical examinations 
of children before they are given em­
ployment certificates. Many of the lo­
cal boards of health apparently are un­
aware of the value of the services of 
fhe health officer to the "community, 
and'If they will not pay prbper com­
pensation we must find a means to com 
pel them to do so."

Editors Courier and Freeman: - - — 
1 My wife and 1 left Winthrop, N. Y., 

January 6th and arrived here, on Jan. 
ir>, stopping at Buffalo, Cleveland, Chi 
cago, St. Louis, Little Rock and Pales­
tine, Texas, travelling only in the dav 
time and averaging about 300 miles a 
day. 

San Antonio is over 2000 miles from 
Winthrop via Chicago. My object in 
coming here was to get acquainted 
with my brother, whom I had.not seen 
for. over .30 years and to make a trip 
through the South, as we intend jo go 
east to Jacksonville, Florida, and- rtorth 
to Richmond,; Washington, Philadelphia 
New York and home. 

.Our route lay through the dairy Sec­
tions of -norihern ..and central New 
York, through t<he fruit belt' of ;New 
York to Pennsylvania'line. The grape 
belt from Buffalo to -Cleveland cannot 
'be beaten in the United States and 
•cannot be appreciated until seen. 
From Cleveland to Chicago through 
Ohio, Southern Michigan and Indiana 
there is a mixed farming or dairying 
grain and fruit and. from Chicago to 
St. Louis we pass through the great 
corn belt, of Illinois. If there Is any 
poor land in Illinois I have never yet 
found it. When you leave St. Louis 
on the St. Louis and Iron Mountain R. 
R. you enter that great swampy stretch 
of land that lies on almost a water lev­
el for several hundred miles.- They 
have had a rainfall of about 10 inches 
of water recently and a greater part is 
covered by water' and the new high­
ways recently built are so water soak­
ed or completely under water that the 
roads are almost impassible. Oak and 
pine is .the principal timber there and 
I never saw such ; a reckless waste bf" 
good wood that would make ties, posts 
and wood, for it seemed as if they wan­
ted only the best of tlje logs and- the 
rest df it was of no account. Small 
villages with a saw mill, store and a 
few sinall houses with a small clearing 
or nearly none at all, could be se'en 
occasionally. The houses were set 
high from the ground on posts and in 
many places the. water was up to the 
floors and it looked as if a boat would 
have to be used to get to the houses. 

A few cotton fields in southern Mis­
souri was the first I had Ikver seen. 
There were more in Arkansas and in 
Texas the greatest cotton growing 
state in the Union it was a sight. There 
were a- few places in Arkansas where 
it seemed that they got ready before 
they planted the cotton but in more 
places they could not wait but plowed 
the land among the trees' and girdled 
the trees so they would die and appar­
ently got quite a crop. This was al.so 
the case'in planting corn, as large fields 
oc corn the same' as cotton were 
raised on large fields where there was 
open living as well as dead trees that 
were girdled. I Relieve the reason for 
girdling the t re Is was there were no 
sprouts around the girdled trees while 
the trees cut down the winter before 
the stumps were covered with sprouts. 

Cotton gins of large and small ca­
pacity were built in' sections where 
cotton Is raised where the seed Is tak­
en from the boll and the cotton press-
into bales of aibout 500 pounds and 
after the cotton is in- 'bales they are 
put out on the ground without any 
roof and the bales would cover over 
more than in acre ibesides the sedd 
bring a good price as the oil enters in­

to oleomargarine and is. really the cot­
ton producer's dairy. Cotton is plant 
ed Ln.-rows about 36 inches apart and 
is hilled in rows very high. It costs 
from 75c. to Si.,00 per 100 pounds for 
picking. In many fields they were 
picking the. second picking. Cotton 
is picked by hand into a long sack six 
to eight feet long which, .they. d rag , 
along on the ground. 

The mistletoe (bough) is first seen 
in Missouri and grows more plenty 
down here. I have -picked- it here J n 
this city as most of the trees have it 
among the' branches and it is still 
green but the berries are gone, as they 
are at -their best about f^'fgt-jitias. 

I h i ^ u° k n i ° e ' S° *"'r" ^ e n th^ ui"!f ,eaves affl dead on the tree "that 
produces, it. Mistletoe is a parasite 
and its sowing is affected by the bird 
wiping its beak to which the seeds ad­
here against the tree on which it has 
alighted and grows on almost any kind 
of a tree. The cactus or prickly pear 
grows wild in the fields and woods and 
in bunches as high as seven, feet and 
as far across. Some peach'orchards 
are so full that you can hardly see the , 
trees. The first plant we Saw looked 
beautiful, but it was soon called a big 
nuisance. The palni, looked fine at 
the first sight bui-when it is seen fill­
ing fields, it- detracts. from its beauty. 
' T h e trees that grow in the Trinity 

River Valley are covered with a fine 
grey moss which, hangs down -several 

, feet from the limbs and is a beautiful 
! sight; this moss is used for filling mat­

tresses and upholstering. 
The State Capitol of Texas, at Aus-

I tin, which cost the State one million 
acres of land, is needless to say very 
fine. At Malino, Tex., they were 
planting their early tomatoes .as they 
ship the first car of tomatoes to mar­
ket. Mercury is at from 70 .to 80, 
cattle and horses are out to pasture 
and have seen nice 'gardens, young 
chickens. • Stock is Kept' in buildings 
with a roof but generally no sides. 
Children are barefooted and men in 
shirt sleeves. Wages are low,, owing 
to the large majority of labor being 
Mexicans or Negroes. This is a good 

"place to winter.

. THE LENGTH-CF LIFE. 

Dr. Wiley is right in his contention 
that people die too young. Human " 
life should be prolonged, and it can be 
by higher education on matters of hy­
giene. The average' .expectation of 
life in the United States is only about 
44 years. It should be much higher, 
and probably will be hereaftert for peo­
ple "are learning mor-e and more con­
cerning the* prevention of disease. 

As a matter of fact, tlje most valua­
ble study in our schools is hygiene. If 
•the young folks are taught the value of 
food and moderate exercise they will 
grow up. strong and possess a knowl* 
edge of how to take care of their bod­
ies. There is too . much ignorance 
among young and old concerning the 
proper care of the health. How few 
there are who know even how to eat— 
that is, to consume only "those things 
which will agree with and upbuild the 
system and create a sufficient supply 
of vitality with which to ward off dis­
ease. 

A child with' a large head and an 
emaciated body should' be kept from-
difficult mental tasks and be put thro' 
a course of hygienic instruction and 
training that would conserve his ener­
gies. 

The sooner more attention is paid 
in all our institutions of learning (to hy­
giene and kindred topics the better it., 
will be for the the students. None but 
the strong and healthy can enjoy life 
or engage successfully in its battles.— 
Brooklyn Globe. I
