....Brasher buds a rose' What are the 
ice men going to do for icJ? , About 
a vear ago a pot hole was cut out of a 
'solid rock'in the town of Russell, N. 
Y„ and taken to New York and placed 
beside the entrance to the 'American 
Museum of Natural History. The rock 
containing the pot hole weighed sev­
eral tons and has been viewed by thou-
sandds of visitors with great interest. 
The technical period from which this 
rock is supposed to have come is call­
ed the sub-glacial, when Northern New-
York had a decidedly more arctic ap-

' pearance than has prevailed this win­
ter. This pot hole ' is supposed to be 
30,000 years old. I have no record 
of it, as it was made before 1 com-
me.nced my diary. -Recently some ur­
chins who were at play thought it 
would be a fine place to hide and one 
of them got into it. "The hole is four 
feet deep''and fitted him so snugly he 
cbuld not get out. His companions 
fled, but he was rescued by a police­
man who was attracted by his yells. 
Several of these pot holes were found 
at Higley Falls where the big dam and 
power house is built. 

Friday—This is the last day of Jan­
uary and the weather is phenomenal, 
54 in the shade and seems quite hot in-
the sun. I have seen many days in 
September that .Wtre not' So warm and 
pleasant. The weather prophets have 
always held that the last three days of 
the" month form a forecast for the wea­
ther for the next month. If this be. 
true, February will be a month of mild 
temperatures. The sun has shown 
on each of the last three days and this 
forenoon was very brilliant. In the 
afternoon it rained "and is growing 
colder. At half past 3 o'clock this 
afternoon the tire alarm sounded but 
it was only for a' chimney burning out 
on Depot street and no damage was 
done farther than Chief Leahy got his 
bright blue uniform all spattered with 
mud and water. Bill Barker had a sick 
horse on his hands t)_e other day and 
called in Doc Livermore, our horse doc 
tor. to see what ailed hint. The Doc 
said he had the grubs and mixed up a 
dose and gave him and waited to see 
what effect the medicine would have. 
The horse died in a half hour. Bill 

.says it was' Doc's medicine that killed 
•it. Doc charged Bill a quarter, but 
Bill refused to pay it and says if Doc 
pesters him anymore for that quarter 

he will have him arrested for malprac­
tice. 

Saturday—The weather Is cold to­
day and the wind is very sharp, hover­
ing around zero this afternoon. Very 
few people came to to.wn, probably ow­
ing to the cold wind: The lumbermen 
-are discouraged. They are unable to 
haul logs for the lack of snow. Mil­
lions .of-feet of logs are skidded, but 
they cannot be drawn to the lakes and' 
rivers. ' The streams are without a 
log. The situation is a serious one t.o 
the lumbering interests off-Northern 
New York. . Back of Harrisville there 
are over 3,ooo,6oo feet of logs on the 
skids. Near1 the little hamlet of Fitz­
gerald there are over 1,000,000 feet 
that cannot be moved." The Newton 
Falls Lumber Co. have over 6,000,000 
feet on the skids. This company has 
about 100 teams at its camps and sev­
eral hundred men doing nothing ex­
cept to await cold weather and snow. 
The A. Sherman Lumber Co. of Pots­
dam is in the same predicament. The 
men .assembled in the fall are .being 
held in the camps, for if they should 
go out it would be hard, to get them 
back again. There is not-a log in the 
Racket and Grass. Lumbering is on 
its last legs in the Adirondacks. S. L. 
Clark & Son are closing up their bus­
iness at Parishville. No papers to­
night and we won't get them until Sun­
day noon. 

Sunday—This is the day the bear 
and the wopdehuck are supposed to 
come out to take an observation of the 
weather. The bear, can see his shad­
ow all right, so according to t radi t ion 
we are in for a six'weeks pull,of cold 
weather. There has not been many 
days this winter that the bear did not 
come out and woodchucks have fre­
quently been seen- lying at the mouth 
of their holes sunning themselves. Per­
haps they will take a six weeks nap. 
now. A Deacon of one of our church­
es went to shave recently and by mis­
take got hold of his corn razor 'instead 
of' his face razor, IT "pulled so that 
the Deacon could be' heard several 
houses 'distant u'sing language which 
does not become' a' pillar of an ortho­
dox church. The Deacon says if he 

.had to use a razor like that to shave 
with he would let his whiskers grow 
•forever. One of our firemen while 
pulling on his rubber boots at the 
time of the last fire, pulled' so hard 
that the pull-strap gave way and he 
went over backwards and struck. his 
head against the stove, but the stove 
was riot injured. Only slightly dislo-. 
cated. He says it is an awful good 
stove and well put together. • For fur­
ther particulars ask Chief Coleman. 
The weather is cold today and the wind 
is fierce.

Adams which occurred April 13, 1SS0 
and cared for the^ mother in her declin 
ing health and years; Miss Florence 
Adams, who has been an invalid from 
her birth: Miss Carrie Adams, now 
Mrs. Charles'Gibson, and a son Willard 
or "Willie", who died about two years 
after the father's death, at about nine 
years of age. 

For years Mrs. Adams has been verv 
frail but she never gave up the cjre-af 
her invalid daughter, to whom" she was 
a constant companion, until she could 
no longer minister to her wants tow­
ards the last- of December.

PUBLIC HEALTH NOTICE. 

At a recent meeting of the Board of 
Health by resolution unanimously ad­
opted the following communicable dis­
eases occurrikg in the village are re­
quired to be reported to the Health 
Officer: Tetanus, whooping cough, 
yellow fever, anthrax, cancer,, bubonic 
plague and anterior,, poliomylitis. The 
sanitary regulations under this section" 
are as follows: Every physician who 
may be called to attend a" case of in­
fectious' or contagious disease occur­
ring in this village, as soon as he dis­
covers the nature thereof, shall -make, 
a written report specifying the name 
and residence of the patient, the na­
ture of the disease and any other facts 
relatittg thereto, which he may deem 
important to public health and, affix 
the date and sign his name thereto, 
and deliver the same forthwith to the 
health officer of said village or -leave 
the same at the office of said health 
officer with some person of suitable' 
age and discretion. The diseased thus 
to be reported are Asiatic cholera,.dys 
entery, typhus and typhoid fevev 
smallpox, scarlet fever, measles, diph­
theria, and membranous croup, pul­
monary or larvgeal tuberculosis, cere­
brospinal meningitis, ophthalmia fep-
natorum, tetanus, whooping cr.ugh, 
yellow fever, anthrax, cancer, bubonic 
plague, anterior poliomyelitis, hydro­
phobia, leprosy, pellagra, pneumonia. 
A penalty of fifty dollars is hereby im­
posed for each violation or non com­
pliance with this regulation.
