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•FATHER KLAUDER CASE RUNS ALL; 

. THROUGH WEEK. 

Grand Jury Hand, in * Bunch of 

Indictments. 

Friday, January 24, Father' Klauder 
resumed the stand, and he only left it 
at live in the afternoon, having-been 
upon it since; Tuesday afternoon. He 
testified that ithough he agreed to go 
to Westport, 'jhat he was dissatisfted 
with what had happened at Faust, and 
that after he got to Westport he called 
upon the Bishop to.reimbu.rs.thim for 

, the damage he had suffered, which he 
' said w-as loss of salary, loss on his 

•household goods, damage to his repu­
tation, 'etc. He said that had 'his re­
quests been granted his work "The 
Undoing .of a Priest", would not have 
been published. He told Mr. Lucey 
that when he sent out his printed state 
ment as to matters that he desired tab 

~eh up at the Synod of 19)0 he had no 
idea that any attention would be paid 
to it, but he made the demand for jus­
tice nevertheless. He stated that at 
the Synod of 1907 he walked down the 

— aisle toward the Bishop and tried to*''he.se witnesses had seen the interview 
say .something to him and the Bishop 
suspended, him. :H"<r did. not think he 
had made such a distu barice that many 

"priests refused to attend ; the Synod of 
1910 when they knew that he might 
be' present. Detailing what happened 
at_the_X9-ia.-S.ynod. he said he took his 
seat in front, and not far from the ta­
ble where the Bishop presided. That 
before the regular business of . the 
Synod began'he goto up and went ar­
ound to a side door and into the pulpit, 
and faced the Synod; his audience con­
sisted of about t o o priests-and. two 
doctors; he tried to speak; but there 
was uproar,, and he rang a little bell, 
and when there was silence so he could 
be heard, he asked the Bishop why he 
suspended him; the Bishop had been 
laughing; the Bishop denied- that he 
was suspended, and he asked himjf he 
dared to lie so near the altar. Then 
soon after Father Conroy came and 
said he must come down and he did 
and was arrested and taken to the of­
fice of t'h'e Surrogate, where he told his 
experiences at the suggestion of Mr. 
Spratt, though he refused under the 
advice, previously given, of counsel, 

„ to answer the-, questions of the .physi­
cians; at that time he did not know 
that they were .physicians. He had 
anticipated, that there would be trouble 
when he left Westport and he brought. 
the bell from there. He admitted he 
had never seen a priest ring a bell in 
the pulpit at any previous Synods, but 
said, it never had been necessary in 
order to have silence. At a previous 
Synod he-had seen a priest speak and 
refuse to stop when the Bishop order­
ed him to sit down, and had seen the 
Bishop leave the Synod in dudgeon. 
Further , inquiry established the fact 
that Father Klauder had been tried at 
Malorie on a charge of assaulting a" 
parishioner in th.e church at Faust, 
and that the verdict of tfje jury had 
been in his favor. 'He admitted that 
one of his complaints had been that 
other priests married and.baptized his 
people against his will, and then he 
admitted that about a year ago he had 
married at Malon^-a couple from Faust 
and when Mr. Lucey asked him how he 
reconciled this with his previous state­
ments h - stated that he was still leg­
ally pastor at Faust, and they were his 
people. . 

Two of his former Clintonville par­
ishioners, Messrs.- Fine and La Moun­
tain, foHowed Father Klauder upon the 
stand, and their evidence was brief. 
They both said he had done good work 
there; some trouble had arisen over 
his appointment, of an organist, but it 
had died away before he left. Both of 
them said that they knew that he was 
active in an effort to- remove Father 
Ambrose the Keeseville priest; one 
Slid that the, trouble between the two 
was over tfie question-of whether Fr. 
Klaude.r was art assistant or had an in­
dependent charge,. . .One said that the 
successor of Father Klauder stated that 
he led an immoral life, and visited the 
houses of ill fame. Mr. Moore an­
nounced that he expected to show that 
the priest Father Ambrose was crazy, 
and was sent to an asylum from which-
he did not get out again. 

Friday afternoon the Grand Ju ry re­
ported that its business was complet­
ed, and it Was excused with the thanks 
of the Court. Just before tea time 
a number of arraignments were made, 
the defendants all pleading not 'guilty 
and all cases going to County Court. 

Dana M. Tower 'of Brasher pleaded 
not guilty to an indictment charging 
burglary in the third degree and petit 
larceny said to have been co'mmltted 
at Brasher last September. He stated 
that he would procure counsel. 

Roy Wolfe and Charles Castle are 
two Potsdam boys who pleaded not 
guilty to no less than three Indictments 
All charged burglary In the third de­
gree and in addition two charged petit 
larcenv and the other grand ..larceny. 
All three indictments cover transac-

1 tlons at Potsdam In December, 1912. 
Charles A. Murphy is their attorney. 

Angelo Alto of Potsdam is charged 
w,ith carrying concealed weapon and 
Charles A. Murphy was assigned to 
defend him. 

iDominick Sergi was indicted for as­
sault in the second degree, charged to 
have been committed at M.i'ssena on 
the 1.1th of last October. Harry M. 
Ingrain is his attorney., 

Louis Rowley and John Dusharm are 
Cartilage buys—arid are charged with 
burglary in the third degree and grand 
larceny in the second, committed at 
Dekalb last November. Geo. 'H. Bow­
ers was assigned to defend them. 

Thomas Duffy and Frank Conde are 
charged with burglary in the third de­
gree and petit lar,ceny, said to have 
occurred at Massena, in November last 
Joseph 'F. Brown was assigned to de­
fend. . . . 

JoseplrvST.-trrr:r!r~\vas twice indicted--
for violations of the liquor tax law In 
selling by the bottle at Rossle last 
October. ' Leon G. Crary was assign­
ed to defend him. , 

Henry Kelly is indicted for grand 
larceny In the second degree,, charged 
to have been committed at Gouyef-
neur in November last. Leon G. Cra­

ry. was assigiied to defend.hlm. 
Frederick Bentley and Joseph Bruno 

w.ere four times indicted for breaking 
and' entering cars at O.gdensburg and 

.taking articles. Each indictment alleg 
;ed burglary in the third degree and 
criminally receiving stolen property, 
and two also alleged grand larceny in 
the second degree, and two petit lar­
ceny. Robert S. Waterman represent 
one defendant and H. J. Donavin the 
other. 

Charles Livingstone and Alexander 
Bennett are jointly charged with burg­
lary In the third degree, petit larceny 
and criminally receiving stolen prop­
erty. H. J. Donavin'represented one 
of the men and Leon G. Crary was as-
sign.fl to defend the other. 

At the close of these arraignments, 
an adjournment was taken until Mon­
day afternoon at half past one, in Or­
der- that the jurors might partlcip'afe 
in the local caucuses. 
. .Monday afternoon the Klauder trial 

•was resumed, and most of the witness-
?s._vj_re members of his Westport and 
Faust- congregations. Those at West-
port testified that there 'were stories 
in circulation that he had stolen the 
money of the Faust parish, and that 
there was trouble over the finances, 
the treasurer- refusing to let Father 
Klauder countersign the checks, and 
that when the Bishop made Father Kla'u 
der Treasurer, the displaced treasurer 
swore .he would get him • removed; 

between the Bishop and the .plaintiff 
at Port. Henry.,., and heard the Bishop 
say that he would have nothing more 
to do with him until he knelt and beg­
ged his forgiveness; that he had insult­
ed him, and he refused to see the 
Board of Trustees. That the Bis-hop 
also said something about suspension, 
though they were not certain what. 
There was a good deal of trouble, and 
half or so of the pewholders signed a 
petition for Father Klauder's removal. 

Two or three Faust parishioners 
were of a delegation who went to Og-
densburg to protest against the t rans­
fer of Father Klauder to Colton and 
they saw Father_ Conroy, then Vicar 
General and Acting Bishop, and he said 
the Bishop had made the slate and he 
could not change it; that the transfer 
•was not on account of charges but for-
administrative reasons; it was also told 
Father Conroy that the priest who was 
named to succeed Father Klauder, had 
given rise to unsavory stories over his 
relations with "his housekeeper! They 
also told the story" of Father Klauder 
being kept out of the Faust church by 
iforce and the conviction of those who 
.kept him out, and of his departure, 
-_t._-.nK the parsonage locked and in 
the care -of Mr. Desmond, one of his 
trustees; how a little later his atten­
tion was called to thefact that entrance 
had been secured; how he got pos­
session and nailed,up the door and the 
windows, .and caused the arrest of 
the new priest and some of his assist­
ants, and they were held for the grand 
jury, and then an agreement was made 
that matters should stand as. Uiey were 
until Father Klauder could ,be -commu­
nicated with, and how shortly after 
the new priest smashed in the door 
with an. axe and took possession which 

-he-afterward maintained. MT. Des-
m<in"d .testified that he was ordered to 

• anSTd'd assist in the arrest of this new 
priest, and was removed from his of­
fice as trustee and excommunicated, 
and not restored for some months, 
i l r , Spratt was trying-to keep all ref­
erence to the book "The Undoing_of..a„ 
Priest", out of the record upon the. 
ground that it was not published at 
the time of the arrest of Father Klaud­
er, and hence could not have milita­
ted 'aglinst him, and Mr. Moore an­
nounced that .while it had not been 
published^ as the term is known, it 
had been printed, and was being kept 
by Father. Klauder under lock and key, 
and_in_jo,me myTterious manner, the 
.Bishop had obtained and read a copy,, 
and had pleaded privilege as to. how it 
came in his possession, and the plain­
tiff had never bee.n able to find out , 
and certain of the evidence of the Bish 
op given at Malone, was read in evi­
dence, in which it appeared that the 
Bishop stated that hJe had- read the 
book, and..others had read it, and that 
he had warned Father Klauder that if 
it was published he would be suspend­
ed ipse facto, and it had been sufficient 
ly published. About half past five in 
the afternoon Mr. Moore began to read 
the book to the Jury, cheerfully an­
nouncing that the reading would con­
sume about an hour and a half.-

Tuesday for'enoon the book "The 
Undoing of a Priest", was read until 
eleven o'clock, when it was finally fin­
ished, and Father Marron of Potsdam 
was called to the stand. He had been-
at several Synods. Himself at the 
one of 1904 had t r i ed to speak about 
a mafler'he was interested in, had been 
twice ordered by the Bishop to sit 
down and had twice declined, and the. 
Bishop had'left the Synod; he had re­
turned and the same thing happened 
over again; in 1907 Father Klauder had 
insisted that the Bishop report as to 
the money passing through his hands," 
which lie refused" to do, saying that he 
reported to Ronje and-Mid not have to 
elsewhere. Father Klauderurged that 
charges were being made'-that the Bish 
op unappropriated fuj-ds,- Md he had 
to defend him; Father Klauder insisted 
on answers to the printed questions 
he had submitted, and the Bishop told 
him to be quiet, and he refused, and 
the Bishop suspended, him, but with­
drew tile-suspension after, intercession 
had been.made by some priests; -at the 
Synod of l 9 t o the Bishop stated that 
Father Klaiider had been in an insane 
asylum before coming to the Diocese 
and Father Klauder denounced the state 
ment as a malicious and danniable.-l.ie; 
it was sought to show that the even­
ing before the Synod the,witness was 
told by other priests that Father Klaud­
er would be sent to the Insane asylum 
if he tried to talk, but the witness, 
could not say that this; statement had 
been made by either Bishop and it was 
excluded. The acflon'of 'Father Klaud 
er in entering the pulpit.and ringing a 
bell, was something that he had never 
seen in it "Synod before. 

The case of the. plaintiff was closed 
Tuesday noon, and a motion for a non­
suit was made, and the. Court said he 
would take ..the testimony for the de ­
fense before passing on it. 

•Bishop Joseph H. Conwy was sworn 
In the afternoon as the first witness 
and) was on the stand at the evening 
adjournment. He said that he had 
told Father Klauder when he was trans 

fe'rred to Mopkinton that a priest was 
like a soldier, and. he should go where 
ordered, .and the fact that there was 
no place for his furniture .or his house 
keeper didn't want to go, cut no fig­
ure; a priest was not supposed to have 
any furniture.. 

Soon after the plaintiff became pas­
tor at .Faust- complaints came in and 

'"cemmittees came three times to ask 
for his removal; one physician wrote 
that he believed that Father Klauder 
was a paranoic and that the lives of 
many people were in danger as long 
as he remained there, and that people 
were carrying revolvers from fear of 
himt-^hat the finances of the parish 
were in bad shape, that he' was too 
strict with his people and that condi­
tions demanded his removal; the mat-

j ter was considered, and finally it was 
decided that Colton was the most av­
ailable place to send him to; it had a 
better atmosphere, the congregation 
was all English, and it was thought best 
for everyone concerned. Then came 
the r-.us_.-of- -Father-K-i-auder to sur­
render Faust, and having been told that 
•bloodshed might follow, Bishop Conroy 
went there to install the new priest; a 
dejegation protested against the remov­
al of Father Klauder, but were silenced 
by the Bishop pointing out that their 
protest contained statements that they 
did not know were in it, and which 
threatened a withdrawal from church 
service; that everything seemed all 
right when he went away: that soon af­
ter on the advice of counsel he told 
the new priest to enter the ..parsonage 
Then to settle the trouble he went to 
Westport with father Klauder, "who 
said he liked the place and/begged for 
it; had hard work to get Father Hol­
land to consent to exchange it for 
Faust,'"but he finally did for the sake 
of peace and religion; then; Father 
Klauder repudiated the * a.rangement 
and demanded to he reinstated at Faust; 
came to Ogdensburg, had an interview 
with his brother,--pushed a note under 
the Bishop's door demanding reinstate­
ment, pecuniary reimbursement, pub­
lic apologies and other things, and if 
his demands were not acceded to he 
threatened to-use the civil courts. Tha-
from there , Father Klauder went *o 
Watertown and through Father Burns 

- there over the telephone an arrange­
ment was made and he went on to 
Westport> soon after he insisted ag-
gain that he held Faust and must be 
reinstated and his opponents punished; 
•he wrote many letters to that effect 
and petitions for his removal began to 
come in; his conduct in the Synod of 
1907 had impressed Bishop Co.nroy as 
irrational, and after the two Bishops 
had consulted together Bishop Conroy 
soyght-out Dr. Hutchins of the-State 
Hospital..'told him about Father Klaud­
er and showed some of his-pamphlets? 
and Dr.-Hutchins expressed the opin­
ion- that he was a paranoac. 

Before -the evening adjournment 
Georee M. Thomas entered a p l e a u f 
not guilty to seven indictm'ents charg­
ing him with the illegal sale of 'liquor 
at Rnssie last (October. Bail was given 
iii the sum of S 5u0. G. T. Chaney is 
Irs attorney. 

Mary and Nicolo Mararde of Norfolk 
pleaded hot guilty to keeping a disor­
derly hiluse at that place. They gave 
up 53<io in cash in lieu of bail., Geo. 
H. Bowers is their attorney. 

Wednesday morning the cross-exam 
inatioii of Bishop. Conroy was resumed 
and he remained upon the stand until 
the middle of the afternoon. He s_i.1 
.that he kmfw nothing of any stories 
about Father Duval until the la"er 
cursed the people who were repeating 
them, from the altar and he had him 
out of the Diocese within 2t l . j_r# 
thereafter. Believed that undei the 
canon law the Bishop could transfer a 
movable rector against'whom criminal 
charges had been made without a trial. 
Never investigated th« rumors thai 
Father Duval had seduced a 17 year old 
girl, or to see whether the people who 
were constantly complaining about Fr. 
Klauder had personal grievances ag­
ainst him. So far as the rumors about 
immoral conduct on the part of Father 
St. Jacques was' concerned, asked him 
about it and also Father Blanchard; 
made no further inquiries. Not cer­
tain, whether father Klauder three 
times was at National Conventions at 
the expense of the Diocese. Though 
his conduct at the 1907 Synod was ir­
rational, took no steps then to deter­
mine as to his sanity; took none upon 
receipt of the letter that he was ter­
rorizing, his people so that they car­
ried firearms for self protection; only 
acted just before the 1910 Synod; u n ­
derstood that the Bishop did something 
at Port Henry in reference to having 
the question of his sanity determined; 
told Dr. Hutchins that they wanted to 
know whether it \yas' malice or insan­
ity that ailed Father Klauder. The phy­
sicians had no right to be in the Synod 
save by the express consent of the Bish 
op; did not regard Fathe- Marron as a 
lunatic when he persisted in speaking 
in reference to the Diossial tax after 
the Bishop had ordered him to sit down 
The action of Father St. Jacques in 
breaking into the Faust parsonage was 
under his advice; afte, that sent for 
Father Klauder and tried to fix things 
up; it was after they were fixed up, and 
after Father Klauder had stopped .at 
Faust to examine such of his personal 
effects as werel still in the parsonage, 
and had been refused admittance save 
on conditions, that he wrote declaring 
it all off; thought a priest should him­
self maintain his good name; the oath 
taken by a priest at his ordination re­
quires him to in all things, carry out 
the directions of his Bishop; was not 
able to say whether, he talked with 
priests about the arrest of Father Kjau-
der before the Snod meeting. , 

Bishop Gabriels was next sworn and 
made an excellent impression; he said 
he was 74, was consecrated Bishop in 
1892 and that Conroy was appointed 
Vicar General in topU.Sever had any 
malice toward Father Klauder, was orjs 
ly sorrowful over the trouble; repeat­
edly advised hint' t o be more gentle 
with his parishioners; examined - the 
complaints made and decided that it 
was best to make a transfer and Colton 
seemed the available place; he consid­
ered It a better, parish, and the trans­
fer was made^for administrative reaT 

sons and not for charges. He detailed 
the doings of Father Klauder in the 
1907 Synod, which Impressed him as 
irrational. He took up and denied in 
detail the charges made against him In 
the'book.- -He testified that he was 
worth only from *15,000 to $18,000, 
and had' given largely to charity and 

was much interested in the establish­
ment of Catholic schools. t 

Upon^cross.examination fee-said that 
Bishop Conroy.did not consult him ab­
out having Father Klauder examined 
for his sanity; he did not have to; there 

i decree which forbids, the VicarGerr 
eral to act in 'serious matters, but he 
did not consider the examination of a. 
priest as to his sanity a serious matter 
While there-is "a decree that says -a 
Bishop is._to-receive the-advtce'"Of'-his 
priests, he holds that he is "not obligevl 
to hear them in- a Synod; he did not 
listen to Father Marron long enoiigh 
in the 1904 Synod to find out what he 
did say; does not recall that in an angry 
manner he told Father Burns it was 
none of his business when he inquired 
as to what was done with some partic­
ular fund;' he explained the various 
sources of income in the Diocese, and 
said that in 19o5 and 1906 a special' 
tax in addition w/s levied; did n'ot 
know that priests talked about its ne­
cessity; books are always open to ev­
eryone who comes in the right way; 
he has written a book for the .guidance 
of his priests which provides that they 
are to countersign'checks for the dis­
bursements of their parishes. 

Dr. Serrante, an eminent ecclesiasti­
cal authority, interprets the canon law-
regarding removals and transfers of 
priests, about as the Bishops did in 
their action concerning Father KlaudeV 

Father Holland of Faust was in We$t 
port just before Father Klauder and 
succeeded him at Faust; was reluctant 
to leave Westpont because he thought 

found4" 
easily 

it was another parish ruined; 
some slight factional troubles, 
settled, at Faust. 

Father Burns of Watertown told how 
Father Klauder came to Watertown 
much excited and said that he had-been 
hypnotized into taking Westport; an 
agreement was made with Bishop Con­
roy over the telephone and afterward 
reduced to writing; the actions of Fr. 
Klauder in the-190-7 Synod impressed" 
him as irrational; he himself at (he 
1904 Synod asked the Vicar General 
if they were a lo.t of school boys. Was 
scandalized by the occurrences at the 
.1907 Synod. 

Father Mahaney, formerly of Colton, 
described the parish and said it paid a 
thousand dollars a yetfr and furnished 
a'horse and man to care for it. 

Dr. Barrett of Faust is a' Catholic 
physician; he heard Father Klauder 
from the pulpit call his parishioners 
jackafses, fools, a,nd other names; he 
heard him say the Bishop hated him 
and that ail the other priests had good 
parishes and he poor ones;' became sat­
isfied he was a paranoiac. The. witness 
admitted that' he had been away for 
treatment for alcoholism and that he 
had told Mr. Moore in substance that 
he would "settle wijili him outside," 
if he referred,Co .he question of drunk.-
enness. 

Other Fawt parishionefs told of the 
names thev were called by Father Klau­
der from the pulpit. .

BILL TO AID FARMERS. 

Senator Roosevelt to License and Bond 
Commission Merchants. 

Senator Franklin D. Roosevelt in­
troduced a bill in the State Senate de­
signed to regulate-the sale of farm pro­
ducts by the licensing and bonding of 
commission merchants, and by pro­
viding for standardizing the quality and 
grades of produce under direction of 
the Commissioner of Agriculture. Mr. 
iRoosevelt said the investigation of 
food costs by a committee headed by 
William Church Osborn showed that 
for every dollar paid by the consumer 
the producer receives forty-five cents 
and the other fifty-five cent is eaten up 
by the middleman or sets of middle­
men. 

Senator Roosevelt's bill has the ap­
proval of almost all the granges of the 
state, as well as the New York State 
Agricultural Society, fruit growers and 
others. He also says sonie commis­
sion men have commended the scheme 
because it would drive out of business 
the "dishonest and irresponsible mid­
dleman."
