The past montlj was unusually warm 
the average tempera'tu're being 26.8 de 
-gsX£s, which is 10.5 deg. abo.ve nor­
mal, 22.0 deg. .above Jan. 1912, and 
the highest January mean on record 
since the opening'of the local office of 
the Weather Bureau here. The high­
est temperature was 54 deg, on1 the 
.list, and the lowest 11 deg. below ze­
ro on the 9th, making the absolute 
mouthy range 65 deg. The greatest 
daily range was 43 deg. on the 12th, 
and" the least daily range 7 deg. on the 
16th. There were, 3 days with the 
lowest temperature above freezing and 
9 days with the highest temperature 
below freezing. -

The precipitation was abundant, the 
total from ram'and melted snow being 
4.93 .inches, which 1.77 inches above 
normal, and 2.34 in. above Jan. 1912. 
Of this ' total 2.73 in. was from rain, 
and only1 2.20 in. from.melted snow. 
The total snowfall depth for .the month 
was 16.3 in. The greates) amount'of 
snow on the ground at one time was 
S.S in. i'ii the Sth. There was'no good 
sleighing during the month. The 
greatest depth of snowfall in 24 hours 
was 6.3 in. on the 7-Sth. The -great­
est amount of precipitation in 24 hrs. 
was 1.1S inches on the 3rd-4th. 

.The prevailing winds were from the 
southwest, and the average velocity 
was 13.5 miles - per hour, 0.9 miles 
above normal. The highest velocity' 
for any 5 mjnute- period was at rate of 
50 miles per hour from the east on 
the 3rd. The average relative humidi­
ty at S a. m. was 84 per cent which is 
2 per cent below normal. The sun­
shine for the month was 33 per cent of 
the total possible, which is 1 per cent 
below normal. There were 4 clear 
days dufing-rffe'irifirfth, S fa'ftly cloudy 
and 19 cloudy. There were 17 with 
a measurable amount of precipitation 
and 10 with a measurable_amount of 
snow. Sleet occurred on the 6, 20 and 
2'3rd: A thunderstorm occurred on 
the 3rd. The barometer reading at S, 
p. m. of the 3rd, 2S.20 inches, reduc­
ed to sea level, was the lowest on rec­
ord at this station. The Grasse river 
was not frpzenv solid at anytime, dur­
ing the1 entire month.
