T h e S e n s i b l e - V i e w s of t h e State Pr i son 
Super intendent . . 
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camp several miie-svfrom the prison 
while at work on the road and but one 
escaped. 

The prison, population of the state 
increased from -4267 in.1911 to 4516 
in 1912, and /the superintendent re­
ports that "the) general increase in the 
price of nearly all commodities has 
compelled generally increased expendi­
tures for the- year in spite of careful 
supervision and economy." 

Superintendent'.Scott recommends 
the reconstruction of Sing Sing prison 
at an • estimated-cost of Si,300,000. A 
new hospital at Clinton prison for con­
victs having tuberculosis is recommen~ 
ded. the transfer of tubercular prison­
ers from other prisons to Dannemora 
having brought about a decrease in the 
death 'rate from that disease of from 
2021.6 in lSQ 1 to 160.9 in 1912. 

To complete the new Great .Meadow 
prison at' Comstoek, Supej-jnt.endent 
Scott-estimates S300..000 more will be 
required. "The site of this prison," 
says the" report, "occupies a farm of 
about 1100 acres of good tillable land 
and soil. Good .beginnings have been 
made in the agricultural work." 

Another new institution, the - state 
farm for women at Valatie, needs SS00-
000 to complete'if for the accom'moda 
tion of 5oojnmates, says the report. 
At present two cottages are being con­
structed. 

The neti-earnings of the prison in­
dustries for the year were Si92,286.-
an increase over the previous year of 
S55,'335. 

The state is spending an immense 
amount of money in housing and car­
ing for its criminals, and there is no 
good or valid reason why they should 
do some of the state's worfe ~ Wherer 
ever it is possible, to employ convicts 
in road building it s,hould be done.

"I believe from m y experiment in 
building roads in the vicinity of Clinton 
prison," says Colonel Scott, "that 
public SBntUflBBt- would support the 
movement and stand for sonie escapes 
that would necessarily take place, and 
that quite extensive numbers of men 
in the state prisons could be employed 
in camps under light guard upon the 
public roads." 

Under an appropriation by the'Legis-
lature 25 men from Clinton prison 
were employed Ust year In road con­
struction between Plattsburg and Dan­
nemora where the prison is located.
