Hou.ewive. Leaguei Are Accomplish­
ing a Good Work. 

Dr. Caroline Cook Coffin, state chair 
man of the Housewives' League of Am­
erica, believes it is up to' the women 
to enforce honesty and keep down the 
prices, and takes the l a t ed rop in the 
price of -eggs as a.case in* point.. 

Before this coming year is out Dr. 
Coffin declares that the local league 
will have a branch in every district of 
San Francisco ..composed of the house­
wives of the district who will force 
tradesmen to come up to the standard 
demanded by their league; Cleanliness,' 
full measure, and no violation of the 

ure food laws. 
"Do you realize," said Dr. Coffin, 

" t ta t 400,000 women in this country 
m-spend ing from 75 to 95 per cent of 
thS money earned in America? They 
are\ spending it in this business of 
housekeeping that has always been 
theiAs. ^Ahd yet SS out of 100 wom­
en do not know anything about their 
business, simply because they have nev 
en appjied- busine*s--methcid'S""to""h"6use-
keep.in 

"It 's \ the oldest profession on! ear'h 
yet we are -still for the most part un 
trained. \ A pretty girl marries and 
goes into\a serious business as lightly 
as-She goes io a party, ignorant of the 
rudiments of her new trade, unable (o 
direct a servant- because she kriovs 
nothing herself. The average woman 
cannot tell you why she put salt in the 
potatoes; sheys absolutely ignorant of 
the simplest fond chemistry. 
. "By means of this league actual re­
sults have been\ accomplished in . the 
east in the lowering cjf the price,of 
food as well as of interesting women 
in simple food chemistry. The House 
wives' Leaglie in View York in d ine 
days brought downUhe price of butter 
from 50 cents to 32\cents. ' They cor­
nered the egg markVt- in Philadeirhia 
and forced the price Mown. V'lien irt_| 
Portland potatoes were thrown away 
rather than depreciat.e_.lhe marke-, the 
league bought them b>\ the ton and 
auctioned th.'m off, breaking the mar­
ket. 

"Most women d o not\ realize the 
great trading hoaxes. As' individuals 
they hate to 'kick,' They do not real­
ize that every spool of thread they buy 
is falsely labeled as to the amount it 
contains; that lace sold by the 12-yard 
piece is always short of the. 12 yards. 
Perhaps these things d o not come 
home to you and me. But to the toil­
ing woman who sews for a living these 
little- things count up in a year. She 
is being robbed. We think that the 
Housewives' League of America can 
prevent these things. 

"When women order meat they 
should get what they pay for. ,Do not 
leave the trimmings. The butcher re­
sells them t o somepoorer woman, and 
it is you who are morally responsible 
because you 'didn't like to say any­
thing.' You-.live-tacitly agreed that 
the butcher should be, paid twice—by 
you and by poor Mrs. Smith. 

•The Holisewives' League propose 
to Indorse the weights and measures 
act. We believe that as soon as the 
women know what the Housewives' 
League stands for "our .organization, 
though it is a scant year old, will be 
the most useful in the country. It 
touches the vital spot of all of u s — 
our pocketbooks. In. short, I believe 
It is up to us women to create a new 
standard of business - ethics for our 
tradesmen."

Studies of the wa­
ter supply of farms, both in Canada 
and in the United States, show tha ' GO 
per cent of the wells are polluted wi.h 

.house and barnyard drainage. The 
milk supplied, .while, fresh,, too often 

-has •its"'Source'in a tuberculous cow, 
and is produced under insanitary con­
ditions. Disposal of human and ani­
mal waste products is commonlv prim­
itive, and these products are, as a rule, 
exposed to files in a manner'that makes 
easy the transfer of_bacteiLv to, the 
house and to the food of its occupants. 
Sleeping with closed windows Is com­
mon, and house air In the country Is 
often worse than house air In the city. 
Cellars are d*amp and Improperly drain­
ed. The, common drinking cup or 
dinner Is a regular Institution, and so 
Is the roller- towel. Hot water is very 
scarce, and consequently the dlsh-

• washing process suffers. As a conse-
j quence of these things, even In the 

"country there Is an,abundance of Infec­
tious diseases 

T O ROB YOU OF YOURS. 

Is What the Progressive Party Is

and the workmen want increased wag-1 — ^ — 

They Have a Duty "of Immense Impor-
la tance To Perform. 

The intellectual, authority, as well 
as the social leader, in rural districts 
is, or should be, the country school 
teacher. No element of society is in 
a position to wield greater influence 
than teachers in matters which pertain 
to social welfare. The movement to­
ward better conditions of life has been 
carried to such a point that it I m p e n ­
etrated the educational' systems in our 
cities,, and is rapidly gaining an impor­
tant place in public school work. Be­
ginning with personal hygiene and med 
icai inspection,' public health work in 
city schools will soon reach a point 
where the art of clean living will be 
taught; a child will learn the va-hie of 
self care in the matter of contracting 
infectious diseases. In rural schools, 
however, the movement has not gath­
ered such headway. The teaching- of 
physiology in ' the village school may 
satisfy the curiosity, of children as to 
their internal organs, but it does not 
in any way protect them against bo-' 
vine tuberculosis, from contaminated 
milk, or against typhoid from impure 
water. The rising generation has a 
right to be instructed in the firsj prin­
ciples of sanitary science. This knowl 
edge is even more important than th'e 
knowledge of physiology. 

It might seem a't first thought that 
the subject of public health is too dif­
ficult to be taught in the district school 
but there is no subject that lends it­
self so-readily to popular interest and 
to the interest of children. Such a 
simple, matter as washing the hands 
may be made a matter of the 'greatest 
interest when studied with reference 
to bacteria. A demonstration of bac­
teria by the use of glass plates and sim­
ple culture media is extremely simple, 
and it arouses the greatest interest in 
youthful minds. The .microscope is 
always an instrument which excites 
curiosity and it can be used "to illus­
trate many sanitary lessons. Person­
al ..cleanliness, purity of-food and of 
drinks, thi nature of disease, and the 
methods of transference are all things

If only 
one-half of tfiese deaths and cases ot 
sickness can be eliminated, it means 
that an immense field of useful work 
lies at the hand of the country schoo: 
teacher who will become a public 
health educator, and will instruct the 
children and the mothers and fathers 
Iibw to prevent the transference of the. 
poisonous bacteria from those who- car 
ry-them to those who do not. 

HEALTH EDUCATION. 

The State Should Prevent Contagion 

of Disease in Children. 

Questions of health and vitality are 
questions which concern the individu­
al a teyery point. He can reach neitn-
er the measure of his own possible sue 
cess nor the acme of usefulness in so­
ciety if hindered by disease1 or handi­
capped by a defective or enfeebled 
body. The health and vigor of each 
individual included in a social group 
directly or ' indirectly, affect all. 

The children must go to school; the 
laws compel the parents to send them. 
'But how will you guard the child who 
comes from the clean home arid teach 
the child from the careless home unless 
the school authorities know the con­
ditions? Even to 'maintain the digni-
t-y-of- our public schools, to say noth­
ing,of the benefit to the, children and 
society, it is incumbent on us to make 
these schools both a 'worthy and safe 
place for children to associate with 
each other, to learn self respect, love 
of justice, fair play, and those funda­
mental laws pf health which are so of­
ten neglected:
