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HAPPENINGS OF A WEEK. 

Review of a Week Commencing on 
Feby. 3 and Ending Feby. 9, 

1913, by J. L^ Brawn. 
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Monday—It is said that-last January 
was the. warmest. January we have had 
in 40 years. The average tempera* 
ture- was a little above 26 degrees, 
which is ten degrees above normal. 
The highest, temperature was 54 and 
the lowest 11, making the absolute 
range 65 degrees. We may get all of 
the cold weather we shall want yet. 
February came in with a regular old-
fashioned blizzard and the federal pre­
diction-is" that a cold wave is on , its 
way. Today is cloudy and the wind 
seems cold although the thermometer 
registers only 26 above zero. Ordina­
rily we would not call this very cold 
weather. ' George W. Sisson died at 
about one o'clock this afternoon. He 
was born at Glens Falls,'Dec. 19, 1S2S 
Came to Potsdam in 1S67, purchased 
an interest in the Pomeroy & Pierson-
sawmill, enlarged the mill and improv­
ed its equipment and extended the 
business. Later he became the ' sole 
owner of the mill. Later he entered 
en>to partnership with A. Sherman and 
the A. Sherman Lumber Company was 
formed: Mr. Sherman died ' in, 1SS4 
and his grandsons Will. R. a n d j r e d A-
Weed succeeded him in The partner­
ship. Later M;r., Sisson. acquired all of 
the Weed interest. In addition to the 
large, mills here The A. Sherman Lum­
ber Co. own and operate a large steam, 
mill' at Tupper Lake,.- The combined 
output of the two mills is 25,000,000 
feet of lumber annually. They also 
have a large lumber interest in New 
Brunswick. The Sisson .family are 
practically the, owners of the Racquette 
River Paper Company. This compa­
ny represents a very large investment 
and the mill has a capacity of 70 tons 
of finished paper each day. 

Tuesday—This" morning is bright" 
and clear with the mercury 12 above 
zero. We haw-had so little cold wea­
ther this winter that we- are inclined 
to call this cold. . If we only had good 
sleighing we would call this good win­
ter weather. I love the winter with 
her snow, as down the world she teet­
ers, No flies to swat, no lawns to. mow, 
No battles with the skeeters. A man 
can sit and close his eyes and dream 
without a "sorehead;-' Serenely know­
ing that the flies won't gnaw his nose 
or forehead. Oh. Winter, I could 
sing your praise in odes too long for 
printing, I'd not curtail by one your 
days; Keep i,up your merry winting, 
Pile'up your clouds.until the skies as.-
sume a dark complexion; Storm, 
rave and howl, and freeze the flies too 
dead for resurrection. One of our 
new recruits was on duty the other 
day when the Colonel came along all 
brilliant with his rows of brass but­
tons. The raw recruit .failed to salute 
him. "Are you on duty here,", asked 
the Colonel, with a show of anger. "I 
guess so," said the recruit. "They 
sent me out here anyway." "Do you 
remember your orders?" asked the 
Colonel. ' "Well I guess 1 do," said 
the recruit. "Don't you know that 
you are .to salute your officers? I am 
the Colonel." "What, you the Colon-, 
el? I didn't know it. I "thought you 
was Jim Leahy," the Chief of Police." 

Wednesday—Eight degree s above 
zero this morning but the weather is 
pleasant. We call this good winter 
weather. I received a letter from Mr.._ 
Sumner Howard . recently. "He is"" 
spending the winter at Miami, Florida. 
He writes that-'oranges are 12 cents s 
dozen and grape fruit 25 cents. He 
spent Christmas planting cucunfbers, 
watermelons and corn and they were 
all up in 'six days, He tells some big 
fish stories, and if I djd not know his 
reputation for truth "and veracity ! 
.would not dare to repeat them. He 
saw two sharks brought in. The lar­
gest measured 11 feet and weighed 
SOO pounds. Some of the fishing 
boats bring in 3 5,000 pounds of' fi'sh. 
These fish _are_pjtcked in ice and sent 
all over the country? -Last June there 
was a fish caught that took 4S hours 
to kill. It was 4 5 feet in length and 
weighed 1-5 tons. Five barrels oT e m ­
balming fluid was used ' to preserve it 
until they could take" the hide off. It 
is now mounted fnd on exhibition at 
25 cents admittance and the owners 
are making money. Don't teH any 
more, this time, Sumner. 1 prefer to 
take it in instajlmants. This is Ash 
Wednesday, the beginning of 'Lent. 
Lent comes earlier than usual th'i'S year 
The commencement of Lent is deter­
mined by the moon. 

.Thursday—A cold wind this morn­
ing with the mercury only 8 above 
zero. If we only had sleighing people-
could do business. The ice men be­
gin to take"courage. The ice is form 
ing along the shore but the channe| 
does not freeze over yet. ' The anchor 
ice raises the deuce with the electric 
lights every night. It runs into the 
wheelpits and shuts off the power. 
The day has 'been inclement. ' The 
wind is fierce and the streets are filled 
with dust. .Two men ,§kated from 
Prescott over to Ogdensbiirg this af­
ternoon. It was a daring performance 
While they had no mishaps the ice was 
exceedingly thin and they could fe»l 
it bend under them as they flew over 
it. Fortunately it held them and they 
skillfully avoided all open places and 
air holes. Some boys delight in such 
hazardous performances. February is. 
the shortest month in the year, but 
when it is rough it is long enough. It 
is the month when our landlords get 
the best of us. They get three days 
out of us for nothing. We have this 
consolation: We have two full holi­
days in February. Washington and Lin­
coln's birthdays. Last/year Washing­
ton's ^birthday was the most inclement 
day of the season. It was the even­
ing of the Business Men's Banquet at 
the Arlington and many will remember 
what a night -that was. The trains 
were blocked, and the speakers .could, 
not' get here t 

Friday—Six above zero" this morn-
,-ing and the sky is' clear. The weath­

er has been cold ever since Febru.irv 
came in. Soon after six o'clock this 
evening the fire alarm sounded good 
and loud. The fire was in Horace 
Sanford's house on Market street! The 
damage was trifling. C. G. Rogers 
lias just returned from a trip to Maine. 

.He travelled all through the ice region' 
and he says they-have no more ice .in 
the state of Maine 'than there is in Nor 
thern New York, The large, ice hous­
es with a capacity of hundreds of tons 

are all empty. George S. Fell is fill-
ing-his cooler today with ice from the 
Clarkson Bay. It is a foot thick, but 
it is not clear blue ice such as we usu­
ally get. It will do for a meat cooler, 
but is hardly fit for family use. My 
nephew Chas. T. Chandler of San Die­
go, California, write me that the .print­
ed reports of the recent freeze are not 

.exaggerated. .It could have been 
worse but it is bad enough. The fruit 
that was not gathered is nearly a total 
loss. . The trees are not damaged ex­
cept some recently planted. The loss 
to the state will be many millions of 
dollars. Some of the ranchers will 
be hurt, but most of the groves are 
owned by people who are able to stand 
it. The loss of one year's crop will 
not cripple them. This cold spell 
was a freak of nature, the like of which 
has not been known for forty years, 
and it may never occur again. It is 
snowing this evening and I wish we 
might g£t sleighing. 

Saturday—Snowed a couple of inch­
es last night and this morning is warm­
er. Some people are always trying to 
do something to make themselves rid­
iculous. The latest effort'is_to make 
a law to prevent the employment of 
any but a trained and registered nurse. 
The services.of a trained professional 
nurse are $25 per week, so only the 
rich can afford them. There are' thou­
sands of good praciMdt nurses, suffi­
cient for the common almen.ts of man­
kind who would be deprived of such 
service. The privilege of caring for 
a sick neighbor or going out for hire 
.to care for the sick, is as old as hu­
manity. Isn't there some way of kill­
ing off these fool-legislators-who are 
constantly trying to make laws that 
the common people cannot observe? 
There is reason in all things, but there 
is no reason in such a'law as they now 
propose. Winter exercise is as good 
as' any summer sport. Shoveling the 
sidewalk is no hdrder work than play­

i n g golf.and gives one as good exer­
cise in a far more bracing atmosphere. 
Yet we do not observe many golf play­
ers and baseball players doing it. Per­
haps it 1s too useful and inexpensive 
to suit. Many people seem to-have 
an' abhorence of doing anything useful. 

Sunday—A bright, clear morning, 
•with the temperature just at zero at 
six o'clock. The day has been cold-
but it is beautiful. This weather will 
make ice and the harvest will com­
mence in the morning. There has 
been a blizzard raging south of us for 
the last two, days. The papers say 
the worst they have experienced for 
many years. The p'apers generally' 
make it full as ibad as it is. At Water-
town the snow is two o r three feet in 
depth and Richland is 'birrreiJyDut of 
sight. There has been no blizzard 
here and we have no more than two 
or three inches of snow. The- circus 
at Watertown has proven a ibad invest* * 
ment for the Elks.. They stand a 
chance to lose several hundred dollars. 
The shpw was good and gave perfect 
satisfaction, but people will not turn 
out in a 'blinding snow storm even to 
see a circus. Snow and a fierce wind 
is not an aid to a winter circus" any­
more than a hard shower is an aid to 
a circus in the summer. 1 remember 
the awful shower the time the Mighty 
Haag show was here last summer. 
Mrs. Brannigan says she would like to 
give the man who predicted a mild 
winter a good swift kick up the base 
of his spine. She says her chilblains"' 
already begin'to burn and she is in for 
trouble. •

BUI Now Pending in Congress Should 
Be Passed. 

The McLean bill, extending federal 
protection to all American migratory 
birds, has passed the1 senate without a 
dissenting vote and undoubtedly will 
be favorably acted upon by the house 
at this session. There seems to' be 
absolutely no opposition to this meas^ 
ure, for which John Burroughs, Ernest 
Thompson Seton, Gifford Pinchot, Dr. 
W. T. Hornaday, the Audubon Socie­
ties and practically all of the country's 
most prominent lovers of wild life, 
have.united in a persistent endeavor 
for immediate action. In spite of the 
rush in the house to complete the 
work of this session it is now gener­
ally conceded that this bill will not be 
overlooked. The public sentiment 
for it is strong and the' need for it is 
great. In urgirig passage-of the meas.-
ure Gilford Pinchot says: 

"No question as to the constitution­
ality of a law extending federal protec­
tion to migratory 'birds can be success­
fully raised in. the opinion of far better 
lawyers than I am. The provisions of' 
the constitution under which congress 
controls interstate commerce and .reg­
ulates the nation's rivers and harbors 
are ample to cover the protection of 
our migratory birds. We must get 
immediate action in ih i s matter. -The 
state- laws afford no real protection 
and never can, for the birds move from 
state to state, and their protection in 
one-state often encourages their slaugh 
iter in another. Already some of out 
most valuable, birds have entirely dis-. 
appeareaT Forests and crops suffer 
heavily because of the marked decrease 
of insect-eating birds. The loss to 
the country at large from the devasta­
t ions of harmful" insects can hardly be 
estimated. It probably runs info the 
•billions annually. Against it the birds 
are our only effective defense. Our 
forests.and our' farms need their p ro­
tection Fadly. A young robin eats 
more than its own weight in insects 
every day. Tha t gives some idea of 
what the countless thousands of our 
birds accomplish for us." 

Every member of Congress from this 
state should be urged to support this 
bill. '-
