These 
instruments of protection are crude 
and cumbersome^ bu t -very necessary, 
arid until mankind reaches a stage in 
his slow and plodding progress where 
complete, sanity is the rule rather than 
the exception, such methods will prob­
ably continue to prevail. , At least for 
the present it is highly necessary "that 
the entire conservative portion of the 
populace shall finally unite for its own 

| protection and maintain the safeguards 
that have been erected for its preser­
vation if permanent and irreparable 
injury is to be averted. 

TOPICS OF THE DAY. 

People are usually pretty slow to 
wake up to the things that are really 
worth while; their attention generally 
being occupied with some foolish or 
inconsequent political question. But 
in the matter of protecting the birds 
there is really a considerable evidence 
that public sentiment is finally stirred 
up. Sorne of our most valuable birds 
have almost entirely disappeared but 
there are others that can be saved if 
the people win go about I t ; The loss­
es and damage^o forests and crops by 

• reason of the disappearance of insect 
eating birds are so^large as to be al­
most beyond computation. The birds 
are practically our only defense ag­
ainst the ravages of the insect world. 
Yet we have sat around for years al­
lowing hunters, boys, .cats and other 
public nuisances to slaughter, ' birds 
without let or hindrance. Such,, folly 
is almost incomprehensible and speaks 
little for the foresight "of the human 
race. The hunters ought to b,e Jailed> 
the boys licked and the cats kijled. 
whenever they are discovered confmit-
ting the crime of killing 3 bird. A 

• young robin eats its own weight in 
insects every day, yet every worthless 
cat 'is allowed to kill its own weight 
in robins every season. Some of the 
hunters who kill birds are ignorant of 
the wrong they are committing and . 
need a little education on the subject. J 
But most cf these bird killers are sim­
ply wanton and..vicious in their desire 
to slaughter something, and harsher 
measures are necessary in their cases. 
An awakened public sentiment, a vigi­
lance that knows neither charitable­
ness noi" friendship.and a rrgid enforce­
ment of the laws will„do something 
towards saving the remnants of bird 
life th i t are left to us. 

The woman suffrage question has 
, received a~. temporary quietus in this 

State, the Legislature having passed 
the proposedwamendment t o the con­
stitution granting women- the right to 
ro te . This amendment will be again 
acted upon by the Legislature in 1915, 
and, if it then passes, will hi submit­
ted to the people at the following gen­
eral election. .Then if. the people ad-
Opt it the rampant suffragettes will be 
bu t of *~Job. It is something o{ i 
question whether the suffragettes are 
really, very anxious to Se« the final 
success of this measure,-because suc­
cess means oblivion for them.| During 
the deb-ate in the Legislature upon'this 
subject several members called atten­
tion to the fact that while the-women 
were for equal rights they did not say 
anything about .repealing the many dis­
criminatory laws now on the^ statute 
books in favor of women. A long list 
of laws favoring womeh were cited, 
among them those providing that while 
a married man cannot sell property 
without consent of his wife, she can 
sell any property of hers at any time; 
an4 he has no equity in it; while a 
husband sued for divorce is forced to 
payi alimony> even when his wife re-
mgrries, a man is never given alimony 
byilhis divorced wife, no matter h'">w 
ricjj she may be; \vhen a wife sues' for 
divorce her husband pays her""attorn­
ey's fees. The,penal statutes discrim­
inating in favor of women are too nu­
merous to mention. 

If there is any prospect that the 
woman suffrage amendment will ulti­
mately succeed the Legislature should 
commence at once 'to repeal all the 
laws which favor women over men. 

Every age and generation has been 
afflicted with a class, of -beings who 
want to do strange, abnormal, reck­
less and foolish things, and who never 
seem to care what the consequences 
of their heedless acts may be either to 
themselves or- to others. Such peo­
ple are not to be confused with those 
adventurous, courageous and indomit­
able .souls-who discover new. wrorlds, 
bteze new trails or uncover new 
thoughts, neither-are their actions the 
result of the impelling force of genius. 
They are simply twisted individuals 
who, if they reach a certain stage- of 
their malady are locked up in jails or 
asylums, but who as a rule are permit­
ted to annoy humanity during the en­
tire period of their existence. To be 
strictly in Record with the teachings 
of relions we should be concerned en­
ough with this class to attempt to pro­
tect them from either injuring them-
selves.,or- damaging others. There are 
"so many of them extant, however, that 
our- duty seems to be fairly well'per'-
formdd'if 'we are fortunate enough to 
be aisle- to protect ourselves, leaving 
the reckless ones to stew in their own 
Juice. And after all if doesn't matter 

j That the children of today make the 
men of tomorrow is a fact that for 
many ages seems to have been over­
looked. Now,' however, educators 
and lawmakers are giving to the subr 
ject of building up*1he children an 
amount of attention which is bound to 
produce results. Sound minds in 
sound bodies is the fundamental prin­
ciple fox \v_hich. all are working, and' 
neither laws nor educational methods 
are of any permanent benefit unless 
the?e primary characteristics are 
achieved. The problems -involved in 
the -science of eugenics are still too 
complicated and involved to .be worked 
out successfully, but the- problems in­
volved in bringing up the child after 
he" is here are much nearer solution. 
Laws are- being framed all over the 
country to prohibit child labor, 
because the industrial exploitation of 
children is generally abused and there­
fore most harmful to the development 
of the child. In this State a commis­
sion of which Senator Robert F. Wag­
ner is chairman, has spent several 

^months investigating conditions in fac­
tories and manufacturing plants. They 
found some very bad conditions and 
Senatof Wagner became keenly inter­
ested ifKthe problem. He has Intro­
duced several bills to ameliorate the 
conditions -tinder which' women are 
working, and \ to abolish certain kinds 
of child labor altogether. 

' "The most precious th ing in the 
State is our childhood,'-' Senator Wag­
ner saidr' "We must preserve it, for 
through our children we must build 
u-p the .state. If I can prevent the ex­
ploitation of children 1 will, be satisfi­
ed with my legislative career." 

With the passage of these'laws will 
come other laws to more carefully 
safeguard the health of children "and 
to prevent t h e continuance of those 
physical imperfections now almost uni­
versal which result in the upgrowth of 
a defective physical machine. Aft,er 
these will come a change in education­
al methods which will develop the 
mind, the character and the ambition 
of "the child along lines which will 
raise the man t o a higher plane of 
thought, development and efficiency 
than that he now occupies. These 
are the things that are worth while 
and which-constitute the tnre progress 
pf the hu,man race. 

_ Gov. Sulzer, in _a_six thousand wm 
message to the Legislature last week 
on the alleged evils and errors of th2 
stock exchange, made at lffast two-
recommendations which are worthy of 
very careful considi"ri.'.on._ .He said; 1 
- "Great care should be taken, there- ' 
fore, in the consideration and enact- I 
ment of just laws which, if wisely ' 
drawn, will protect the inves'ting pub­
lic, promote publicity, safeguard the 

'.rights of the people, restore confidence 
and facilitate our Jbusiness prosperity; 
but which, if inconsiderately enacted, 
may result in a serious disorganization 
of general business." 

"Let us go slow and not act hastily. 
Ill-considered , legislation in regard to 
the purchase and sale of stocks and 
bonds might result in.serious harm to 
^he financial supremacy of the state, 
have a tendency to drive capital away 
froin New York, and might disorgan­
ize the large operations of jegjjimate 
business now centered in this state, 
to the detriment of its citizens and the 
commonwealth generally."

U. S. Senator Ramsdell of Louisiana 
addressed the alumni of Union College 
last week on a topic which intelligent 
men ought to discuss all over the 
country. • -f 

' T h e r e is too much hysteria in Am­
erica," declared Senator Ramsdell. 
"The press and too many public men 
are appealing to the animal nature of 
the people. It is time that college 
men came to the front to .put down 
the spirit of dissatisfaction that tho"e 
loud sounding but meaningless exp'e.s-
sions of demagosefy have stirred up. 
I have confidence in this nation, and 1 
don' t believe there is another ijation 
in the world .whose laws look after the 
interests of the poor man and the ap-
italist 'as. well as those of our own Uni­
ted States. Too many college mer 
are easy-going and do not come, to the 
front in. molding public op'nion." 

If the educated, men, the college 
men, of this country do not come to a 
sense' of their responsibility in th.s 
matter there is little hope for the coun­
try. The throngs who come throug'i 
Castle Garden are always ready to 
heed the appeals of the demagogues 
and to loin in the hysteria. Thus fa; 
the college, men have shown no intel­
ligent appreciation of the condition-, 
that are confronting this nation. 

so much if the warring tongs In' Chi­
natown- shoot each other up occasional 
ly, so long as none of their bulrefs hit 
a white man. Our hearts don' t seem 
to Meed much in sympathy if a dftink-
en chauffeur or a speed maniac hitting 
the high places on his Joy' ride,-breaks 
only his own neck. If rival black-
hand gangs feel like puncturing each 
other once in a while with a dirk or 
stiletto, there is no real fault to be 
found so long as they confine their 
e-xhiiberance to their own kind. And 
in the-public affairs that perplex and 
concern us we would fee! no particu­
lar grievance if the anarchists, the 
socialists and the radicals would, inflict 
their wild and destructive tendencies 
only upon their .own ' breed, The 
trouble always is, however, that these 
dangerous elements are never content 
.wljh rocking their own boat o r scut­
tling their own craft; they always want 
tn sink the rest of the world with 
them. Sane, responsible,! intelligent 
humanity is forced tp constant and 
Strenuous effort in the attempt to pre­
vent, overcome or repair the injuries 
that Hie half baked, ones so constantly 

There is no reason why anyone 
should feel any particular grievance 
or alarm over Gov. Sulzer's appoint­
ments to the Public-Service Commis­
sion, , They are fully up to the stand­
ard set by previous Governors' for this 
class of positions. Judge McOall, who 
receives the chairmanship of the Met­
ropolitan Public Service Commission, 
is a- very "able, upright, brainy man, 
and as a Supreme Court Judge his rec­
ord has been exceedingly high.' He 
is a member of Tammany Hall and a 
good, staunch Democrat, untainted by 
any of the fads, follies and foolishness 
of the present day. If good Republi­
cans cannot be placed in these impor­
tant public positions, the State is for­
tunate in getting such men as Judge 
McCall to assume1 the somewhat thank­
less duties. Gov. Sylzer might have, 
done soj much worse in picking; his 
appointees that the State may .well feel 
relieved in the contemplation of the 
fact that he has done so well. He 
might, for instance,- have named some 
man who would have been satisfactory 
to the abhorrent yellow influences rep­
resented by the Hearst "or the Pulitzer 
interests. Mr. Hodson of Buffalo, the 
Governor's appointee on the up-state 
Public' "Service Commission, is ' 'an, in­
telligent and capable man of about the 
same grade of ability as that possessed 
by the other members of this commis­
sion. He also is a good Democrat of 
sane and conservative mental develop­
ment. 

There is considerable sympathy, 
and rjghtly so, with that class of work­
ers in our great cities who are under­
paid or who cannot earn wages enough 
at their chosen occupations to enable 
them to live as well,as they think thev 
ought to live. But it must be remem­
bered that these people rst ick to the 
cities from choice, and not one of them 
could be coaxed, cajoled or coerced 
into moving into the country where 
better conditions and opportunities 
prevail. A shrewd observer of affairs 
writes: 

"Another case in point is that of 
the garment workers' difficulty. The 
men and boys, women and girls- at. 
work in this trade say, perhaps prop­
erly, that .they want more money so as 
to live better and Roosevelt has mad̂ s 
haste to put himself forward before 
the public as the champion' of the op­
pressed people in the .garment work­
ing business. But neither. Roosevelt 
nor any one else see'ms to have devot­
ed any study to the question whethei 
the trouble with the garment business 
may not be that there, is an overpro­
duction, in it, that thousands of people 
prefer to work in this trade, half star­
ved, in the cities than to enjer other 
trades in which they might find more 
remunerative occupation or, better 
still, to go upon farms. The idea is, 
seemingly, that employers . must be 

psubjected to competition in selling 
their products but that the same law 
must be held up when' it.applies to em­

ployees. Does it not occur to think­
ing, people that there are laws of na­
ture \in these matters that must be 
heeded-, and that in the operation of 
these laws alone must be found the 
corrective^.,to such situations as have 
been described?-1 

"The truth has to' be faced, mean­
while, that public sentiment in these 
matters does not seem to undergo »tiy 
enlightenment; and t h e r e j s no doubt 
that it is a realization' of this that has 
caused the -torpor of large, financial .in­
terests in the security markets. Soci­
ety seems almost to be playing the 
part of a highway robber toward busi­
ness men and of putting a pistol to 
their heads with the words 'Stand and 
deliver!' At no time in the history 
of our country have there been mor; 
half crazv measure than those now cur 
rently directed in our state and na­
tional-law making bodies against cor­
porate industry: and the peculiar 
phase of this is that whereas in the 
old Bryan free silver davs this insan'tv 
enhancement of the health of the chil­
dren. 

To become- an effective instrument 
was acute in the r,estern part of the 
C'-'untrv, it now rages most violently in 
the east. ' ' '• 

"There is a' general ;crusade to unset 
everythiog and tear down everything, 
or at least unsettje everything in our 
business arid social life. Nothint^seems 
to be exempt Imm a spirit of destruc­

t ion. There is a.sort of underlying 
and characteristically American confi­
dence that -matters w'll come out all 
right finallv. But before then wha; 
will be the cost to the country in monr 
ey, anxiety ami in belated national 
progress? Just at present there is a 
disposition on the part of thinking 
people toward the conclusion that the 
cost has been hitherto underestimat­
ed."
