OF MR. MEACHAM. 

Stolen Calf Is Found By Constable 
Newell. 

The death of Mr. Charles 0. Meach-
' am "which occurred at the home on the 

Hopkinton road Thursday Feby.' 6th 
was a great shock to the family and kr 
the whole community. Mr. Meacham 
was quite a young man and in the very 
prime of life. .He had been in .usual 
good health until within a very few 
days. For ailjout a week he had been 
slightly ill with a cold as he supposed 
Ibut more probably it was an attack of 
grip. Tuesday' p. m. Dr. Wells was 
called and he1 advised his going to bed 
and caring for himself as he was real-

, ly quite ill. This.,was the first anyone 
outside the family redlly knew of his 
illness. That night congestion of 
both lungs,developed and In spite of 
loving care and medical skill he grew 
rapidly worse through Wednesday and 
•passed away in the early morning 
hours following. Charles-'-O., son of 
Charles E. and Alzina Sheldon Meach­
am, was born in Hopkinfon Nov. S, 
1864, where his life has been spent. 
He was a farmer by occupation, being 
employed in his younger days 'by 
some of the best farmers in town, am­
ong them the late D. F. Henderson, 
Mr. Jason Brush, and later by Iris son 
Chas. H. Brush, who pays this tribute 
to his memory: "During the six years 

, ..he worked at our place I never saw 
Slim ruffled or excite', in the least He 
was always ready to do every known 
duty or perform any necessary labor 
with the utmost cheerfulness." On 
Nov 23,, 1887, he was united in marri­
age with Miss Kitty, only daughter of 
•Mr. and Mrs. David F. 'Henderson. 
Their married life has been one of joy 

• and happiness seldom witnessed One 
daughter, Miss Mildred was born to 
•them Dec. 2, 1899, and the filial love 
and affection that has existed between 
daughter and father has been . very 
marked indeed. Some nine years ago 
the 'family purchased the Joseph H. 
Brush place since known as "Wood-
lawn Farm" Mr. Meacham had long 
been a close student of agriculture and 
has here had an opportunityito apply 
that knowledge until he (became rec­
ognized as one of the best farmers in 
town.'- Quiet reserved and unassum­
ing he still had a mind of his own but 
such was his quiet way that no one 

-.was ever offended and everybody liked 
him as few men are liked. , His friends 
were only limited by the people who 
knew him. He was a valued member 
of Nieholville Grange which was per­
haps the only organization to which 
lie belonged as he was very much of a 
home man and enjoyed his pleasant 

. • home better than any other place. The 
funeral was held at the residence Sun­
day afternoon where a very large num­
ber came together to pay final respec 
to .one they all esteemed as 'friend an'd 
brother. Rev. P. D: • Mackintosh of 
Hopkinton' conducted the service and 
spoke words of'hope and consolation 
basing his remarks upon the words of 
St. Paul found in II Timothy 4:7: "He 
hath.fnjight the good fight, etc." To 
the wife and daughter also to Airs.
