"This neighbor of mine known en-
to compel each citizen to come in, and 
think like everybody else. This ten­
dency 'has always been' resisted by the 
courts of Justice, and only now in the 
one 'hundred and twenty-fourth year 
of the existence of the Republic has 
there been any serious attempt 'to kill 
individual life by making the indiyid-

• ual a subject of the people, not one of 
the people. 

"Tyranny over the Individual' by 
the people is no whit less destructive 
of him than tyranny by a sovereign. 
In the United States the 'cit izen has 
rights that no man in the world pos­
sesses elsewhere .to' my knowledjK. 
And now it is proposed that the ilrai* 
vidual welfare shall be merged in the 
general welfare by the practical des­
truction of the guarantees of the con­
stitution. Many who love liberty have 
already been reduced by the prevail­
ing social and political habits to men­
tal atrophy, unable to cope with the 
devitalizing influence. 

"The human mind from the begin­
ning of t ime has worked in circles. 
The same problems must be confront­
ed over and over again, from genera­
tion t o generation, from century to 
century. But there is one eternal 
truth which is not new and which ev­
ery human being and every collection 
of human beings should forever re­
member—The right of individual lib­
erty which does not trespass upon the 
individual liberty of another. That-
eternal truth is now politically assailed. 
I t - rests upon* those men who under­
stand, to warn, t a j a t t l e , to convince, 
If they .can, and prevent reaction, into 
past error, which invariably wears the 
cloak of progress. This I believe to 
be the present and future mission of 
the menvbers_pf .the Republican party 
In America.

Health and Scientific F«rmin» Will 
Take Care of Future. 

THE TIDE IS TURNING. 

Sign, of Awakening Are Viiible in the 
Rural Life. 

Electricity, scientific agriculture and 
a new aristocracy of health are" the 
three factors which are to make the 
America of tomorrow a greater coun­
try than America has ever been and a 
greater country than has ever existed, 
according to the reasoning of Dr. New­
ell DWigWt Hillis. • ' 

Dr. Hillis' subject -was ."America of 
Today and Tomorrow,"' and reasoning 
on the hypothesis that at least half-as 
much ' progress must be made in the 
next 2So years' as has been made i.i 
last two and a half centuries, he' arf'v-
ed at the conclusion.that while the 
race would be,smaller, production of 
commodities ftfould be easier anrl larg­
er by the improved methods; me,i and 
women will have a higher mentality 
and stronger hud'es. and living will be 
on a mere perfect scale than at., the 
present time. 

Speaking nf the exhaustion of the 
natural resources, Dr. Hillis sa'd that 
by transforming the coal in C;nada 
and Alaska Into power, enough force 
would be gained to run the United 
States for 25,000 years". 

"An era of scientific farnvng Is o<m-
In-g in," said Dr. Hill's, "and it fs llv-s 
that Is going- to support i.oori.noo.-
000 people In t h e n a r s to come. We 
are to have a system of schools that 
teach boys-and girls about the things 
nearest to them.- For many years wo 
have been 'under the delusion that cul­
ture 'consisted iu •leaching the names 
of things. I insist that it is belter to 
have .three ideas about one thing than 
to have three names for that same 
thing. There are many persons who 
can talk In four languages, only they 
have nothing to say." 

"What.-sort of, people are these fu­
ture Inhabitants- of America to be? At 
present one-fourth of the population 

• are on the,gain ,i»> physical'and rifental 
strength and the other three-fourths 
«re going down. The best will sur­
vive, will stand the test, and add their 
portion to the world's' progress and 
strength, and their descendants will 
form that aristocracy of [health of 
those who observe the laws- of life, 
who resist the temptations and strain 
of the present age." 

In an address before the State As­
sociation of District Superintendents 
of Schools, Harlan H. Horner, Chief of 
the Examinations Division of the State 
Education Department, said that "an 
unparalleled opportunity for real edu­
cational service in this State lies-before 
this body of District Superintendents." 

-Mr. Horner said there "was abun­
dance of evidence on every hand that 
the decadent period of our agricultu­
ral jproduetivi-ty is.past. Then'he con­
tinued: ': 

"The vaiue of our farm lands has 
very materially increased"iH the last 
10 years. Farmers' .boys are begin­
ning to think about tilling the soil as 
well as about hustling "off to the fac­
tory or the store in the city. Aband­
oned -farms are one 'by one being tak­
en- up. Grandsons of the men who 
left New York 75 years ago to make 
new homes on the prairies-of the 
West, are-coming'back to take up here 
and there the v neglected homesteads 
of their great grandfathers. Country 
life in .New York State has seen i ts ' 
worst. The tide is slowly ;but unmis­
takably turning. We are gradually ex 
perlemcing a sort of second awakening 
t o ' t h e inherent, productivity of our 
soil, when it is' given half a chance for 
its life, to our varied agricultural re­
sources, and to our proximity to the 
greatest market in the world. Wher­
ever one goes nowadays in this state 
he sees signs of this awakening. Old 
stone walls are being straightened up, 
new foundations are feeing put under 
substantia! old 'buildings, orchards that 
have been long forgotten are being 
cleaned and pruned and young trees 
are being planted in the vacant spaces. 
Paint is even being frequently used at 
the expense of the property owners 
rather than through the graciousness 
of patent medicine companies. <~ 

"A very unique opportunity lies in 
the~open road .before th i s body of dis­
trict superintendents for the uplifting 
and fortifying of^payirig centers of in­
spiration and".helpfulness in the rural 
communities of this State."

ADULTERATIONS IN MILK. 

Formaldehyde" is a product of wood 
alcohol and is one of the most danger­
ous preservatives known. It is- a 

-substance used by the undertaker *in 
his work, -and by the dishonest milk 
dealer in his. It is one of the most 
.-poisonous preservatives arid its use 
cannot be too strongly condemned. 
The following is a simple method to 
detect its presence in milk: 

Place four tablespoonfuls of the sus­
pected' milk in a teacup and add an 
equal amount of hydrochloric acid, 
together with a drop of ferric chloride. 
Set the teacup in a dish of boiling wa­
ter and stir for a minute, with a splin­
ter of wood or a glass rod to break up 
the curd. At the end of five minutes 
pure milk remains practically uncol-
ored or is slightly yellow, while milk 
containing formaldehyde will be of a 
lavender or purple hue.

The club of kings In exile does not 
exist yet, but Its organization may 
soon become desirable if France con­
tinues to dispossess little African rul­
ers as she has been doing. For presi­
dent and vice president of the club 
Abdul Aziz and Mulal Hafld, former 
rulers of Morocco, are clearly indicat­
ed, for both nre extremely wealthy. 
The' former is negotiating at ^present"' 
for the sale of Ills personal possessions 
In Morocco, valued at several millions. 
.Mulai Hafld, his successor, receives 
from., the ministry of foreign affairs an 
annual Indemnity of 375.0U0 francs. 

After them the most popu.lar sov­
ereign in exile Is Runavalo, ex-queen 
of Madagascar. When the monarchy 
was abolished-In her Island Ranavalo 
was sent to Algiers.- where she dwells 
iu a ""^picturesque Moorish palace, draw­
ing ah allowance of 250,000 francs a 
year. 

Then conjes Behnnzin, jr . . son of the 
former king of Dahomey. He soon 
squandered the money he received on 
the death of his father, and bis pic­

tu resque career has supplied Pa'rislan. 
vaudeville with many a 'funny sketch. 
He became successively a waiter, a 
peddler, a carriage man aud now' he-
is a liveried messenger for a MomV 
marte restaurant. 

Snllna Mneliiiubn, ex-queen of MoheU, 
draws an annuity of 3.C00 francs. She 
recently married a retired policeman 
and is spending idyllic years on a' farm 
in the department of Cote d'Qr. 

Not far from Ranavalo's palace in Al­
geria lives Han N^ghl, ex-klng of An 
nam, whose title of nobility goes 4.00Q 
•years-back. In 18S7 he took up arms, 
against France and was deported to 
Africa. He receives 80.000 francs a 
year. 

The sultan of Grand Comora-. persoa-
ally wealthy, has submitted to ' exile, 
but; has never accepted a penny from 
his victorious enemies. The ex-sultnn 
of the Tuaregs. the highwaymen of 
the Sahara desert, is drawing 25,000 
francs a year from the administration 
of the colonies. 

Some less important kinglets wbose 
capture was relatively easy are receiv­
ing more modest, sometimes ridicu-
lousj-y niodest. indemnities for the loss 
of their possessions.—New York Sun. 

FREED THREE, BIG TURTLES. 
A Japanese Tribute of Regret For the 

' Late Emperor. ' 
In connection with the funeral of 

the late emperor of Japan a strange 
ceremony was ' performed. A Japa­
nese correspondent- writes^ 

"Following the custom of carrying 
birds in large cages at Buddhist, fu­
nerals, ,to lie liberated over the graves, 
the Tokyo city and the Tokyo branch 
of the Red Cross society joined togeth­
er in a ceremony of freeing three large 
tortoises as a mark of regret a t the 
death of Emperor MeijI. -

"The 'shell of the largest specimen 
>was three feet five inches long, and 
upon the shell were engraved the 
characters: 'We humbly beg leave to 
show our deepest regret at the death 
of our Meiji Tenno.

"On the back of another tortoise 
was signed the name of- the president 
of the Tokyo branch of the Red Cross 
society. At first i t was planned to in­
lay the characters on the back of the 
tortoises in gold, but, fearing that 
they might be captured again for the 
sake of the gold, the characters were 
done in black lhequer. On the even­
ing of Sept X3, J u s t a s the gun gave 
the signal for t h e ' starting of the im­
perial-funeral, officials who had been 
waiting in" a boat off Ogasawara is-
lafid gave the tortoises their freedom. 

"All three of the creatures appeared 
to be dellghted~fo be once more at 
large in the ocean and put their beads 
out.of the water, as much as to say 
'Thank you,' and then disappeared 
from sight."—Chicago News.
