Tuesday, 'February n t h , was a dull 
day in County Court. The defense in 
the Sergei case elected to go to the 
jury without swearing any witnesses 
and the jury was apparently impressed 
by that fact for it desired very much 
to disagree, twice coming in for that 
purpose but each time being sent back 
by the Court.

Alfred Blair and Clarence Allous of 
Ogdensburg entered a plea of guilty 
to 'burglary in the third degree and 
petit larceny and in the case 6* each 
sentence was suspended during good 
Ibehavior. R. S. Waterman represent­
ed each of them. 

Wednesday Charles Livingston, Jr., 
Indicted jointly with Alexander' Ben­
nett for 'burglary in the third degree, 
•petit larceny and criminally receiving 
stolen property was. permitted to en­
ter the plea of guilty to the last count 
and sentence1 was suspended during 
his good behavior. M. J. Donavin is 
his attorney. 

iFrank L. Balmat of Hermon entered 
a plea of guilty to an indictment charg­
ing him with-a violation of the Liquor 
Tax Lawxand not guilty to another sim 
ilar indictment. A thirty day sen­
tence in jail was imposed and suspend 
«d and a fine of $200 imposed and 
paid. G. T. Chaney was his attorney. 

Angelo Alto who had pleaded guilty 
t o tarrying a) concealed weapon at 
Potsdam and has been in jail some 
time was given fifty days more in that 
institution. Chas. A. Murphy repre­
sented him. 

.William Ousharrr, sf Gouverneur, 
tinder indictment for burglary—in the 
third degree and grand larceny in the 
se-cond, was paroled until the next 
term of court in the custody of his 
counsel, Howard 'R. Sturtevant. The 
People were unable to try him this 
term 'on account of failure to find all 
the witnesses. . . 

John Dusharm of Gouverneur, a 
younger 'brother of William who had 
pleaded guilty to tmrghry in the 3rd 
degree and grand hj«;ceny in the sec-
.ond, was sentenced to the Elmira Re­
formatory and sentence suspended 
during good behavior. ••George H. 
Bowers was his attorney. 

Eva VanSant of Gouverneur, who 
on Monday had pleaded guilty to as­
sault in the second degree was bro't 
up for sentence and she insisted that 
the affair was all an accident, where­
upon the. Court ordered a plea of not 
guilty substituted for the one she had 
previously entered and that the case. 

"be set down for trial. 
A civil action entitled John Creigh-

ton v. Lester Rickett consumed' the 
balance .of the day. The plaintiff ran 
a meat market at Heuvefton where the 
defendant was proprietor of the Van-
Heuvel House and for some three 
years the defendant ibought meat .of 
the plaintiff. . The only account kept 
by the plaintiff seems to havejjeen on 
pieces of brown paper which 'bore no 
dates. He testified that the defendant 
asked him to keep it on slips and he 
accordingly did and from time to time 
the defendant made payments and took 
up the corresponding slip. That- he 
did not take up slips amounting to 
#199.78 for which sum he was sued 
and in the court below the plaintiff 
succeeded to the extent of $168.78 
and the defendant appealed. The 
claim of the defendant was that he had 
paid all except for four weeks which 
amounted t o fifty dollars and he said 
he hat) never seen most pf the slips 
now presented by the plaintiff until he 
was sued in Justice Cour t . The jury 
after a short absence found a verdict 
for plaintiff in the sum of $168.78, 
and Interest from May 12th, last. R. 
S. Waterman represented the plaintiff 
and H. J. Donavin the defendant.

Indictment, not less than one year and 
tour months or more than* two years 
and six months in Dannemnra upon 
another, which was suspended during 
good .behavior, and sentence was sus­
pended on the other two Indictments. 
H. J. Donavin represented Bruno, and 
K. S". Waterman Bentley. 

t o i l s ' Rowley, burglary third de­
cree and grand larceny second, was 
sentenced to the Elmira Reformatory, 
which sentence was suspended during 
•his good behavior. Geo. H. Bowers 
.•(•presented "him. 

Henry_KeIly, grand larceny second 
degree committed at Gouverneur was 
given ohe year and six months-- at 
Dannemora, He has twice before 
been in State's Prison. Leon G. Cra-
ry represented him. 

Frank Conde and Thomas Duffy, 
burglary third degree and petit larce­
ny committed at Massena were sent to 
t h e Elmira Reformatory. Joseph F. 
Brown represented them. 

Roy Wolfe and Charles Castle of 
Potsdam,-who had pleaded ((ullty to 
three Indictments oharglng burglary 
In the third degree and larceny, were 
sent , to, the Elmira Reformatory upon 
one Indictment, and sentence was sus­
pended on the other two. Chas. A. 
Murphy wax their attorney. 

Dana M. Tower of'Brasher, burglary 
third 'degree and petit larceny was sen 

fenced to the Elmira'Reformatory'and 
sentence was suspended during .good 
'behavior. 

Alexander Bennett of Ogdensburg, 
whose past ' record bristles with con­
victions and who had pleaded guilty 
to burglary, third degree, petit larce-j 
ny and-criminally receiving stolen prop 
erty got one year and eight months 
at Dannemora. Leon' G. Crary was 
his attorney.! 

Eva VanSant of Gouverneur was. 
placed on trial for .assault in the sec­
ond degree having planted a bullet 
from a revolver in the hip of her hus-
'band some time ago during a quarrel 
between them at a time when they 
were both considerably the worse for 
liquor. Steven VanSant the husband 
w h o , h a s become fully reconciled to 
her, told about being shot but thinks 
it was an accident. Some doubt was 
cast worn that theory by the testimo­
ny of a witness who heard the defend 
ant saV shortly after the shooting that 
Steven/had got what was .coming to 
hinf f)ir some time. The (defendant 
took the stand in her own behalf and 
denied What' she intended to hurt her 
husband but said that she did not sup­
pose tMe weapon was loaded and that 
she pointed it at him to scare him. 
She admitted on cross examination 
that under the name of May Bray for 
eight years before her marriage she 
had been an inmate of a disorderly 
house in Wat'ertown. The evidence 
was short but the jury had considera­
ble trouble in agreeing, finally about 
11 o'clock Thursday night finding the 
defendant, guilty, but recommending 
her to the mercy of the Court. 

.Friday morning the Cour.t....imiposed 
a fine'of g250 on Mrs. VanSant which 
'she promptly paid. 'He also gave her 
not less than a year or more than a 
year and six months at Auburn prison 
and suspended this portion during her 
good ..behavior.
