We have allow­
ed the scum of the earth to enter our 
ports and populate our states, and we 
are rapidly, allowing liberty to. .deteri­
orate into license." Our best citizens 
are becoming innoculated with "the 

-.virus et iunrest . They seem to want 
to upset every existing condition; to 
destroy the institutions I that have tak­
en us years to build up, and to follow 
the leadership'of any wild demagogue 
•who has a plausible line o f t a l l . The 
people are. like a reckless crowd- of 
joy riders in an automobile, and, care­
less as to whether the chauffeur is 
drunken,, incompetent or vicious, they 
urge him to go faster, heedless of the 
safety of others and thoughtless as 
to the tragedy at the end of the ride. 
Is there sanity enough left in this 
country to come to our rescue before 
it is too late, or must we see our 'bus­
iness destroyed, our citizens pauper­
ized, our. courts overthrown, and, our 
Republic annihilated?

In 
the country there is far greater safety, 
far greater comfort- and far greater 
opportunities and if girls could realize 
that back of the glare and glamour of 
the cities is a darkness black, sinister 
and menacing, th.ey would imi t a t e 
long before leaving the safety of the 
country.

This Madero cared lit­
tle about the people or about princi­
ples, but he was ambitious for self 
glorification and power. He succeed­
ed in overthrowing the stable govern­
ment of Diaz and, marching into Mexi-
to City, the capital of the nation, he 
proclaimed himself the ruler. And 
what" was the result! For two years 
that benighted and unfortunate court 
t r y T a s ' b e e n a- hell upon earth. It 

. Iras had no'govermnent, . no laws, no 
peace, no security either, of life. Or 
property. Millions of dollars of prop­
erty have been dest.oyed and thou­
sands of lives have been lost during 
Madero's reign. The country has 
been .in a condition of anarchy, bldod-
shed, arid chaos so terrible that the 
press has* been unable to print the ac­
tual tale of carnage.»_rapine and tor­
ture that the unhappy victims have 
suffered. Its condition ' has been 
equal to the darkest pages in the dark­
est history of the dark ages and the 
end is not in sight y e t Many of its 
cities and towns have been destroyed 
by fire, and today its beautiful capital 
city is in ruins from the guns of the 
warring factions, while all industry, 
all progress, all prosperity, all peace 
and content have vanished utterly. 
Stable government "has given way t o 
government by the mob, and chaos is 
the result. In the days of Diaz-Mexi­
co had the government best suited to 
Us people. Today in the United States 
we have the kind of government best 
suited to our people. Do we want 
another Madero in America! 

The idea of th.ift and t h e accumu­
lation of property is one of the strong­
est ideas that can be inculcated in the' 
human mind., Almost everybody can 
save something if he will, and no mat­
te r how small the amount may be, if 
persisted in the total .savings will prove 
of great benefit some'time. The pos­
sibility of saving small amounts has 
been -greatly augmented by the govern 
ment in its postal savings bank plan 
which has proved a wonderfully suc­
cessful experiment. The latest re­
ports show that there ana, now over 
$35,000,000 on deposit in this man­
ner, and as no appreciable amount of 
money has been withdrawn from sav­
ings banks, it is evident that this vast 

. amount comes largely from people 
who did not heretofore have any meth­
od of saving_small sums. The people 
who are saving their money in this 
manner will perhaps have a little care 
about how they vote to overthrow t h e l 
system of government in which their 
money is invested. And beyond this 
it makes for economy and thrift.

A boy tliat 
is taught to save his money will rarely 
be a bad man or a failures the man who

In i Lincoln Day speech .Senator 
Juhn C. Spooner voiced the alarm that 
intelligent men "everywhere are feeling 
nnwadays upon the apparent success 
of the demagogues.

a great deal. It may be that this de ­
feat will benefit us this "time. It may 
be that through it we will come to 
recognize again the principle of organ-' 
ized government. One of the charac­
teristics of the 'Republican party is 
that it has shown in the last-50 years 
an ability to get together and organize 
and carry into effect the great prin­
ciples for which it stands.

HIRED MEN ARE HUMAN. 

Inconsiderate Treatment' Cause of the 
Scarcity oJF Labor in Many Cases. 

The followin-g i's taken from the cur­
rent issue of Farm and Fireside: 

"One day this winter, as I sat by a 
fire, the thermometer outside almost 
at zero and the wind Wowing, I saw 
pass my home the hired man of one 
of my neighbors, with a wagon, going 
to town for a load of coal. 

"This neighbor of mine knows en­
ough farm lore to be a good farmer, 
and' Is not a lazy makeshift by any 
means, tout at times he is a Very poor 
manager. He lost enough time last 
fall, after seeding, to haul an abund­
ance of 'Coal for 'his winter use, but, 
instead, was doing something else; of 
little importance. He 'was now pay­
ing for some weight in his coal in the 
form of snow and ice, to say nothing 
of enforcing an unnecessary-hardship' 
on his hired help, and team. . 

''He has difficulty in keeping good 
hired help, although he pays good wa­
ges. He has n o ' m o r e sympathy for 
his hired man than for one of his cat­
tle. 

"To a certain extent, .b,lre.d...m,en. in­
form each other of such facts, and this 
makes it difficult for him to hire at all, 
except at wages above the average. 
He cannot hire at any price good rflen 
who know him, and he is forced to 
take the 'leavings,' or men of doubt­
ful character and reputation. His help 
has often become dissatisfied in the 
midst of a busy season and quit the 
job when hours count most."
