POTSDAM BOY IS SHO'T. .

Norwood Physlcxan Mistakes Hun For
Burglar.

Frederick Barnhnrt, a Potsdam boy
22 years old, was shot and probably
fatitly wounded by Dr. J. "W. Kissane
of Norwoed early Friday morning

Young Barnhart had been employed
at the Racquette River Faper Cos
mill. He Teft there “Iate
night; thinly clad and valked to Nor-
wood, Hé stayed around the station
awhile and when it closed a little after
twelve ‘he went out leaving his over-
coat there. After wandering around
awhile he found a rear door unlocked
in Dr. Kissane's house and went in to
get warm,

Dr. Kissane was aroused by
barking of his dog and heard someone
down stalrs. Going onto an upper
veranda he aroused Mr. C. F. Vance,
who -lived in an adjoining apartment,
and secured a revolver, Going down

the house, and looking through the
window he saw some one inside, whe-e.
upon ‘he fired, the bullet going thro’
Barnharft’s arm. Barnhart then went
out onto the back veranda and Dr.
Kissane fired two more shots, one go-
ing through his thigh and one thro’
his groin, when his ldenh‘ty was dw-
covered.

Dr. Kissane immediately nohf‘ed
Chief Leahy, who with Dr. Thatcher
drove to Norwood at once.

Meanwhile Mr. Barnhart had been
carried to the "Whitney House and two
of the bullets removed. On the ar-
rival of Dr. Thatcher he was taken to
the Ogdensburg City Hospital where
