A city plan exhibition now occupies 
several l a rge rooms in the Free Public 
Library building of Newark, N. J. The 
rooms were made ready, the nrtk'les 
classified and hung and about 200 la­
bels printed on a hand press by assist­
ants ,iff the library. This exhibition 
contains no pictures or drawings of 
civic centers, plazas, parks, water 
fronts or. other beauty spots for New­
ark or-any other city. The city plan 
commission, which. supplied most of 
the material, confined Itself to the 
study of sUch homely facts as may 
help them tp reach wise answers to 
the question, "How shall we make 
Newark a more efllcient city?" 

Several departments of the city gov­
ernment at the library's suggestion 
have contributed to the exhibit and 
sent material to illustrate their own 
work and to show how closely their 
several activities are allied to the plan 
of making a more efllcient city. 

Tf a public library may extend its 
activities, beyond the .field of book pur­
chase, book storing and book distribu­
tion,- then it becomes at once an Insti­
tution particularly well fitted to co-op­
erate with any or all of the depart­
ments of Us city. 

In the last ten years the modern 
American free public library has prov­
ed, not in one city only, but in a score, 
and not in one town only, but In huu-< 
dreds, a much more valuable institu­
tion than even those responsible for Its 
development anticipated. Time and 
again it has happened that a communi­
ty, stirred a little by a few enthus,iasts,_ 
has rather languidly voted to take \fpou" 
itself the burden of maintaining a pub-

lie library. Then it has added to i ts li­
brary equipment a librarian of enthusi­
asm, skill and knowledge. And then, 
in "u few years, the town discovered 
that it acquired a vigorous and power­
ful agency for the promotion of general 
welfare. 

The library's administration Is usu­
ally without any partisan feeling what­
ever. I t concerns itself with govern­
ment and city improvements, health, 
water supply, schools and scores of 
other ' things, because i t makes i t Its 
business to gather on these subjects 
the latest and • best information the 
world can offer. On a l l . these topics, 
as well aa on literature, hStory, sci­
ence, philosophy and the fine arts, it 
furnishes information in books, jour­
nals and pamphlets through schools, po­
lice and fire stations, churches, stores, 
the pay envelopes of workmen In fac­
tories and many other agencies. 

The general public almost always 
thinks of Its library in terms of litera­
ture and rarely In terms of commerce 
and industry. But the time Is rapidly 
approaching when' the ftubllc library o f 
a great city, while not losing in effec­
tiveness in the academic field, will 
take over to itself, either directly or 
througfrgfllclent co-operation, much of 
Vie work now done by municipal li­
braries and by special libraries like 
those of banks, factories, Insurance 
companies, charity organization stii-Ie-
tics, municipal research bureaus, e t c 

Useful as public libraries now arc, 
they have scarcely begun to nccupy the 
vast utilitarian field which awaits 
them. Iir the fields of mechanics, phys­
ics, chemistry, manufacture, transpor­
tation, commerce and ninny other top­
ics it is each day more difficult for the 
great incorporated industry, with all 
Its experts, to keep so well informed of 
the world's advance as to u n k e no cost­
ly error*. How great' will be the sav­
ing when the public library brings 
close to thewe who daily need-it all that 
the world.learns each day! , .
