T h e question of 
changing the inauguration to a later 
date has recent ly been agitated but it 
is probably best to have it just as it is.

THE WORLD'S TELEPHONES. 
Europe Makes a Poor Showing Com­

pared With This Country. 

It has been roughly es t imated that of 
the lo.iiuo.ooo te lephones In the world 
7,0ni),nil[). Or 71) per cent of the w h o l e 
number, a r e . i n America, 2,(J00,O(X) ,In 
Europe, with the remainder scattered 
over tin; earth's surface. 

Tlie reason why Europe presents so 
poor n comparison in this respect w i t h 
America i s ' sa id io be because four or 
five of the most civi l ized and populous 
countries are extraordinari ly backward 
in telephonic .development . Prance , 
Austrln, Hungary, Be lg ium, the N e t h ­
erlands aiid Italy, i n ' t h e first four of 
which the telephone i s entirely In t h e 
hands of the government , may be in­
stanced. In the whole of the French 
republic, it Is est imated, there are. f e w 
more than 200,000-.stations,..and_in_A.us^. 
trla and Hungary combined there are 
actually f e w e r phones than in Chicago. 

Ancient c i t ies of universal renown, 
prosperous and thr iv ing places of from 
4«),0W to 500,000 inhabitants , in m a n y 
cases centers of great commercial im­
portance, such jis Lyons, Marseilles.-
Naples, Antwerp nnd Prague, are fu'r 
behind American t o w n s wi th iiO.OOO to 
100.000 people, such a s Peoriti. St. Jo­
seph. Dayton and Norfolk, towns that 
Europeans in many cases have never 
ti"!ird of. whi l e Vienna, with a popula­
tion somewhere near 2,000,000, has not' 
so miiu,y„,.stations as San Francisco, 
with one-fourth that many inhabitants . 
If the countries of central and w e s t e r n 
Europe were a s wel l provided telephou-
leally as Great Britain and G e n n a n y , 
to sny . nothing of Scandinavian coun­
tries, the old world's phone s tat i s t ics 
would compare far more favorably w i th 
those of the n e w . — N e w York Tribune.
