But the people heeded the . yellow 
press and ripped this terrible trust up 
the back. As a result everybody who 
was in any way connected with 'the 
concerns' that maile up the Standard 
Oil Co. are- getting richer every min­
ute, and the rest of us—the intelli­
gent and progressive people—are. pay­
ing the bill. _ If those who use kero­
sene -and'gasoline can . get any satis­
faction out of the idea that the Stand-

'a rd OH Co. was smashed they are cer­
tainly welcome to it. A man who us­
es gasoline and who has hard work to 
pay the h'igh'^price that commodity is 
now bringing, recently wrote t o a well 
known publication protesting and in­
quiring as to the cause of the increas.-
ed cost. The editor clearly and very 
briefly summed up the case as follows: 

"Your letter in itself contains an 
explanation of one of the chief causes 
of the rise in the price of gasoline. 
The oil trust was dissolved; dissolving 
a trust means breaking it up into a 
great number of small concerns, each 
of which must have its full comple­
ment of officers, directors and accoun­
tants, and, what is more, a complete-
distributing and .selling organization. 
In addition, each concern must have 
its own tanks and supply stations and 
its own teams. There is no difficulty 
In proving that It would cost far more 
to run thirty small companies, each 
with its separate equipment, than one 
big"company, where ma-ny of the offi­
cers of the small companies will be en­
tirely dispensed with, -where- the plant 
holdings,,, and real estate are centraliz­
ed and reduced in value, and most of 
ill, where distribution can be effected 
economically. No wonder that the 
price of 'gas' has been raised. It costs 
more for the oil companies to make it. 
to deliver it, to keep track of sales 
and accounts; ,it costs more for the 
real estate that they hold; it '-costs 
more to distribute J t_ to their stations; 
in every operation there has been "an 
increase, due to the dissolution of the 
trust. Of course, the stockholders in 
the trust are not losing money; they 
would be fools if they did. We be­
lieve these companies are now making 
their good profit; there is no reason 
why they should not. The increase 
in price- has been borne by the con­
sumer, as it always has been and al-

. One of the articles of food which is 
frequently impure, adulterated and de­
leterious to health is that common 
table article—vinegar. Much of it is 
concocted of any old thing and is ab­
out as good for the human system as 

' sulphuric acid.or-wood alcohol. The 
State and national authoritie's are al­
ways busy hunting down the manufac­
turers of this spurious vinegar and' 
frequently are' successful in catching1 

them. Two, Vinegar manufacturers of 
Oswego pleaded guilty/'recently, in the 
United States Dist ict Court, -to viola­
tion of the pure food and drugs act. 
It is alleged ,that'~on Jujne 29, 1911, 
they shipped ninety-two barrels of 
vinegar, labelled pure cider, vinegar, 
which government inspectors 'found 
was adulterated.- The State depart­
ment has been watching Oswego for 
some time and it is to be hoped that 
the fake vinegar business in that city 
can be 'broken up." Of course the 
people who buy this vinegar are. at 
fault, because it is possible to find 6ut 
which brands of vinegar are pure, and 
it is possible also to avoid trading with 
a grocer or dealer who sells the im­
pure brands. - The Westfield book of 
•pure foods, shows some of the good 
brands of vinegar and all dealers in 
pure foods will guarantee the brands 
they sell. If you,are in doubt about 
your vinegar perhaps you could get 
it analyzed at one of the schools. 

"The. New York World says that he 
(Uncle Joe Cannon) is the 'greatest 
of all living Republicans,' and calls at­
tention to the fact that in England 
'such a man could not be retired while 
his party con-trolled'a single constitu­
ency.1 Perhaps, so far as "Uncle J o e " 
is concerned, it is Just as well that the 
English custom does not prevail here, 
for in congress he would ever be a 
stumbling block in the way of progres­
sive legislation and reform."—Albany 
Knickerbocker-Press.

"The statement that Collector Loeb 
of the port of New York will resign 
promptly on March 4 is only one am­
ong many instances which remind us 
business wants able men, but the Gov-
ernmen't does not. We understand 
Mr. Loeb has made an exceptionally 
good record as collector of the port of 
New York, if he had made an excep­
tionally good record for the steel trust 
or a railroad or bank the employer 
would naturally be anxious to retain 
his services. To that end it would 
make him every reasonable assurance 
of 'permanent tenure, higher position 
and better pay—without inquiring to 
what political party or church he be­
longed. As an employe of the United 
States Government he might have 
made a record that astonished the 
world, but the employer would have 
no use for him after March 4—no in­
ducement of permanent tenure, higher 
position and better pay to offer him. 
It is the sheerest nonsense to' talk 
about government efficient)' and econ­
omy so long as the government turns 
every able man in its employ out-of-
doors. Efficiency and economy are 
products of able men, not of any sets 
of rules. A railroad-that had nothing 
to'offer for ability except a little pass­
ing glory an<i a stepping stone to,some 
other employment would find a quar­
ter of its revenues wasted—just as the 
government does."—Saturday Evening 
Post. 

This great publication, which might 
be of immense benefit to human" prog­
ress because of its stupendous circu­
lation, tells the truth some-times, but 
rarely practices what it preaches. The 
Post complains because..the govern-
'ment- fails to recognize efficiency and 
ability, 'but it constantly aids, abets 
and encourages the people in turning 
out of office every elective- official who 
is in any way valuable in the adminis­
tration of public affairs. If there is; 
an instance-on record 'where, this has 
not been t he . case we have failed to 
observe it in the columns of the Post.
