farsighted Development Work­
ers Save the Old Ones. 

THE CASE OF MADISON, N. J. 

Improvement of the Green Hil l Road a 
8plendid Example of Substantial 
Work—Well Made and Well Shaded 
Roads and Sninpalks, 

In contrast with the showy, super­
ficial type of Bevelojinfeiit contrived 
for Immediate property exploitation, 
.with little regard for permanency, it is 
gratifying to note a good example of 
practical, substantia], unobtrusive prop-
«rty development such as the new resi­
dential street that has just been com­
pleted a t Madison, N. J. 

This section, secluded, yet near the 
center of the town, is an attractive 
piece of natural woodland on a slop­
ing hillside, with many line old oak 
trees. The preservation of these dig­
nitaries of the forest has been perhaps 
the most delightful feature in the mak­
ing of Green Hill road and is success­
fully Illustrated In the view here pre­
sented. Herein lie suggestions for 
other places which may be in danger 

.of carelessly sacrificing one of their 
chief assets—the beauty of forest trees. 

This t rac t was opened a few years 
• t o by putt ing through a winding road 
to connect with transverse streets 
above and below, but lighting, paved 
•Idewalks, etc., were not at first pro-
Tided. The road-as recently Improved 
is twenty-four feet from curb to curb, 
an ample width for all purposes. It 
Jives sufflelent room for any ordinary 
vehicles to turn in and fur a carriage 
to stand on each side-of the street, 
with space between for the passage of 
other vehicles. This Is an excellent il­
lustration of adapting the street tu Its 
uses. Needless construction mid main-
tenant e costs, are saved, a n d , t h e In­
creased depth "f the adjacent property 
Improves lis appearance and \ tdds to 
Its value. A ciHi'Tele curb anil gutter 
on each side of the street throughout 
Its entire length of 1HI0 feet hike care 
of storm water and prevent damage

from washouts. The sidewalks, too, 
• re of concrete and are four nnd one-

half feet wide. 
The electric wires for lighting the 

street, to which house connections can 
be made as needed, a re all under­
ground. This insures the protection 
of the street trees from any disfigure­
ment .far injury to growth that might 
have been caused by overhead wiring. 
The lighting standards are ornamental 
iron posts, each , bearing one large 
globe. All water and light connec­
tions and sewer laterals have been 
laid in the property, so that as devel­
opment progresses there will be no 
necessity for digging up the street .or 
undermining t h e walks a n d the plant­
ing. 

There is a three foot grass strip be­
tween the sidewalk and the curb. 
Here trees have been planted forty 
feet apart. The pin oak was selected 
for this purpose as being in harmony 
with the forest growth on the property. 
• The planting of the tre^s was done 

with great thoroughness and care. 
The tree sites were -excavated to the 
full width of the border space and to 
a length of six feet and a depth of 
three feet. All poor earth was remov­
ed, and the boles were filled with good 
top soil. YTith/sucha preparation there 
Is bound, to be a vigorous,, healthy 
growth, within a comparatively short 
time. _~"~ 

On one side of the new street there 
is an interesting instance of saving a 
large tree e"ven when. l t Interferes lu 
some, degree with the development A 
red oak of magnificent proportions 
came within the sidewalk lines at a 
point where t h e grading had involved 
a cut of about three f ee t The tree 
was saved by slightly narrowing, the 
»Idew'i»lk and turning i t out to the 
edge of the curb and then carefully 
building up a mound of soil and sod 
around the roots. 

This. is conservation tha t pays, not 
only commercially in increasing prop­
erty values, bu t ip developing appre­
ciation of one of nature 's greatest 
gifts. This forest tree, preserved for 
a long life, will, speak to every one 
who treads the path around it of the 
dignity and reverence with which. It 
has been treated.—American City.

Some years ago John 
Itochc, an Irish Member, gave a beau­
tiful picture In words of the natural 
advantages of a roadway that he nam­
ed as Woodford harbor and assured' 
the house that Its shelter was unsur­
passed and tha t If It were pruiferly 
dredged the whole British fleet could 
safely ride at anchor within its taunt 
l ines. , He threatened to divide the 
house unless satisfactory assurance 
were given tha t something would be 
done for this neglected harbor. The 
head of the admiralty promised to-glve 
the matter his Immediate and personal 
attention. The, next morning all Ire­
land was In n" roar of lnughtcr, for 
Woodford Is even farther from the sea 
than Manorhamllton. j t r . Roche, It 
seomR, is the owner of a duck pond, 
and the natives now call this sheet of 
water Woodford harbor.—Exchange.

Out of 148 Supervisors Elected Ih 

Seven Counties Progressives Have 
Only One. 

Albany, March 4 . -The elections for 
supervisors and town officers which 
were held in seven counties—of the | mad-
state during February gave the first 
opportunity for observation a s to the 
permanency of the Progressive party 
in the s ta te nf New York, and the net 
resuW of these elections is exceedingly 
encouraging to Republicans. Their 
control in these counties remains un­
shaken. The Progressive movement 
senilis to have collapsed, and where 
it made separate nominations the 
vote wasal 'most negligible, and-fusion-
wlth the Democratic party has not 
been successful in preventing the elec­
tion of Republican candidates.

Annual Report of Association. 

In these days of numerous "isms" 
in religion, thought and politics, with 
our citizens split into Democrats, Re­
publicans, yes—Progressives, and oth­
ers, it is refreshing to know that so 
many'representative business men of 
our little community can gather about 
the banquet table with such a general 
spirit of friendliness and cordiality. 
We have our own.opinions as to 'how. 
our national and state governments 
should be administered and some of us 
believe in one policy and some in an­
other, but we are united' along one 
line of ambition and that is to make 
for the' betterment of the public wel­
fare of our village and the improve­
ment of business conditions in our 
midst, realizing that with an improve­
ment of business conditions must nec­
essarily follow a corresponding im­
provement in our individual and social 
relations. 

Our newspapers cry ou„t to us from 
tneir pages^ strange tales of the "evils 
of big business," of that far-reaching 
octopus known as the "money trust," 
and of the great graft on ithe part of 
public officials and authorities, but, 
while we read these tales, to us they 
are for the most, part mere abstract 
propositions. >Ji i t have here in Pots­
dam a less involved subject for 'our 
thought anrf consideration, a definite 
and concrete proposition, and that is, 
How are we going to go about it to 
better-things right here at home, to 
make this a better village in which we 
live, and to help ourselves and our 
friends in our every-day life? That 
is, o r ou-ght to be, the guiding thought 
in the affairs of the Business • Men's 
Association. 

We hear the question every now 
and then, "Well, what has the Business 
Men's Association done anyway?" To 
one who doesn't give much thought 
to things that question might, for the 
moment be thought difficult to answer. 
But, one who wants to be fair, one 
who wants to think, in five minutes 
can think of.enough .accomplishments 
to make the questioner a s o r r y spec­
tacle indeed. The simple fact that in 
a village tire-size of Potsdam there 
.could be gathered together at dinner, 
without particular urging on the part 
of anyone, an assemblage the size of 
this party tonight, speaks volumes for 
w'hat the Business Men's Association 
has already done. 'The day when one 

[..-merchant stands back of his counter 
watching iliis competitor across the 
way and using base arguments to in­
fluence trade from the other store to 
'his own is rapidly passing. There is 
more a spirit of live and let live. Each 
does the hest he can to sell all of the 

goods he can but he's'willing the oth­
er fellow should get^his s'hare of the 
business if he uses fair and honorable 
methods. Each can now meet the 
other at social gatherings, in friendly 
discourse and sit side by side at din­
ner, as is evidenced here tonight. The 
disappearance of much of these petty 
and childish jealousies can be traced 
directly to the influence of a common 
organization, where all meet together 
and discuss business and public ques­
tions- from their individual viewpoints, 
in other words, the Business Men's As­
sociation. 

We have many direct accomplish­
ments lo the credit of,our Association. 
There is not time lo enumerate in de­
tail. Perhaps the greatest single im­
provement in the past year has been 
the actual commencement of work up­
on our railroad 'station facilities. For 
years the demand has been met only 
with promises and this Association and 
its. officers and railroad committee 
must be permitted to take spme of the 
credit for the fact that the Work is no 
longer a dream of the future but some­
thing real and visible. Mor,e work 
w;as done in a quiet way on behalf of 
the Association in this connection than 
has ev<er been generally kno\vn. it 
was one constant hammering for sevr 
eral years past, the subject not being 
permitted to be side-tracked. 'The 
railroad authorities were constan'tly\ re­
minded that there was such a station' 
as Potsdam and that- there was an as­
sociation of business -men who pro­
posed to get what they demanded, .and 
the matter reached the point during 
the late summer where the Directors 
of this Association adopted a resolu­
tion delivering an ultimatum to the. 
railroad before submitting the matter 
to the Public Service Commission. 
Within a few days thereafter the news 
came that a contract for a portion of 
the work had been let and within a 
short time the men were actually at 
work, and instead of the station now 
being still a matter of years distant, 
it seems a matter of months—much, 
I may add "to-the relief and repose of 
the mind of your escretary. 

We have seen our Association initi­
ate the movement for the improvement 
of our village roads, first askin,g for a 
t r ick pavement on Market Street, but 
that meeting defeat, the agitation re­

s u l t e d in the almost immediate splen-
dM_p_ayement lajd in Market Street by 
the Village authorities. When ~Tfie~ 
question of receiving State aid 'came 
up our committee was active and work 
ing with the Village Board of Trustees 
our Association lent all its influence 
to secure the adoption of the propo­
sitions by the taxpayers and the move­
ment was successful. 

Our good Mayor, Dr. Dewey, at the 
time of his election as Village Presi­
dent was Chairman of the Good Roads 
Committee of our Association and his 
work along those lines has been so 
successful that he still holds the job. 
The concrete pavements on Market 
Street which add so much to the mod­
ern appearance of our business sec­
tion, are directly due to the activities 
of one of our special committees. 

t-When the proposition of. a Firemen's 
hall, was first suggested it met with 
hearty endorsement by our members 
and at the voting upon the proposition 
there was no question where the~busi-
ness men stood. 

The Potsdam Fair, it will be remem­
bered, one year ago, was in dire straits 
and it was a serious question as to 
whether it would live or die. As the 
year advanced it seemed as though its 
death-kn'el! had .been sounded: The 
officers of the Society came to the Bus­
iness Men's Association and presented 
a full statement as to the existing con+ 
ditions and finances. The Fair couId\ 
be kept alive and continued hut only 
with the co-operation ot the business 
men of the town. A committee of our 
Association was appointed. The mem­
bers became active, the matter was 
thoroughly, discussed ft meetings, in 
the stores and on the streets. The 
result was that some of thi members 
of this Association were made Direc­
tors and officers of the Fair Society. 
Again the members of the Association 
stood side by side in the fight to main­
tain I h e Fair, contributed liberally, and 
"boosted" instead of "knocking", and 
as a result of all working together, 
Potsdam's Fair is still a living organiza­
tion. One of the best Fairs in North­
ern New. York was held here last fall, 
there were large crowds and good re­
ceipt's and instead of a still greater de­
ficit, the balance sheet showed a large 
profit for the year and much of th.e 

-debt of former years was paid. Under 
the same officers the Fair will be con­
tinued this fall, "and your hearty inter­
est is again solicited to maintain the 
Fair for what it is worth as a business 
asset of Potsdam. 

Problems and propositions whi h 
mean much for the welfare of our vil­
lage are constantly arising. They can 
be met and solved by- the harmonious 
action of the men of the community. 
There is no place in a village of this 
size for jealousies and factions where 
matters of public interest are involved. 
If we do'ariyfhing we must stand to­
gether. We have a considerable ac­
tive membership paying 51.00 per 
year in dues. We ought tn have from 
one hundred to one hundred and fifty 
active members with dues of either 
$3.00 or S5.00 per year and then there 
would be a treasury fund to draw up­
on for so many purposes which would, 
in emergency, mean much for the 
quick accomplishment of certain re­
sults. But whether the dues be more 
or remain the "same; the name of ev­
ery person present at this dinner 
should be on the roll Of the Associa­
tion membership and each should be 
interested in attending the meetings 
held throughout the year. 

Your officers spend more .time in 
connection with Association matters 

than you may believe—all they ask in 
return is the encouragement of your 
attendance at the meetings of the As­
sociation and your co-operation 'in the 
matters which the Association under­
takes lo bring about. Let us make 
this next year a record one so far as 
the Business -Men's Association is con­
cerned. It means much to the Village 
as a whole and to all of us as individ­
uals. 

WHY NOT BETTER BABIES? 

In the March Woman's Home Com­
panion appears the first complete 
report of a great campaign—that is 
springing up with astonishing virility 
—a campaign for "Better Babies^" A 
year or two ago a woman in Iowa, Mrs 
Mary T. Watts, conceived the idea 
that in her State the principal enthusi­
asm among the people was for better 
cattle, better corn and better hogs. 
At the county and state fairs there 
were occasional "baby shows," but the 
whole purpose was to pick out and re­
ward babies for their beauty and at­
tractiveness rather than for their 
health and development. In other 
words, the baby was simply a side­
show for entertainment, and not takeiu| 
seriously,, while, in every other exnibit 
science ruled, -and the object was to 
cultivate knowledge of the best ways 
to produce better products. • 

Mrs. Watts saw that Iowa was neg­
lecting her most valuable crop—her 
crop of babies. With the co-opera­
tion .of a physician, Dr. M. V. Clark, 

\she organized a real baby contest. The 
Object was to award prizes to those 
children who made the best physical 
showing. Dr. Clark prepared score-
cards, the principal items of which 
were adapted'from tire? cards used in 
judgin'g cattle and animals of various 
kinds. These cards formed the basis 
of a scientific inqui y calculated to 
reveal the physical and mental effici­
ency of the child examined. 

The results of this first contest were 
appalling. They showed that Iowa 
had better corn and cattle than .babies, 
and awakened public sentiment to a 
wide study of all those matters that 
concern the care of children—diet, 
clothes, baths, and so on. One child 
who had received a low marking in 
the first contest won a prize at the 
second because the mother had car-

i-Ti-ed~ou-t~thg suggestions as to the diet-| 
and care of the child, which she never 
would have heard of had it not been 
for the aroused state of the public 
mind. 

This year 3 5 states have already ar­
ranged to hold scientific baby shows 
in connection with live stock shows 
and state fairs. Women's clubs, news 
papers and physicians are awake, and 
one of the most important world move 
m.ents has begun.

I 
am not making an appeal for more cer 
emony in American life, says Mr. Egan 
as more ceremony ih our life .would 
probably grow from the surface and 
not from the inner consciousness of 
the people; this would .simply mean 
more artificiality. Ceremony in Euro 
pean life is not in any way against sim 
plicity. ft is rather the flower of sim 
plicity. In Denmark, is Sweden, even 
in Norway, where ceremonies are- not 
held, in special favor, it requires * 
great deal of simplicity for-young peo­
ple to kiss their parents on both their 
chee'ks after dinner and to thank them 
for a "good meal."- The careful bow . 
of the young Frenchman or the young 
German to the members of his family 
on special occasions is as much a part 
of his training as what are called 'by us 
his "table manners." 

Since fixed places of rank do not 
exist in our country,, although some 
Americans would be pleased to settle 
the lints indelibly, if it could be done, 
it is hard to find terms of comparison. 
It is even harder for a Continental to 
understand that an ex-President o r an 
ex-ambassador has no official rank. To' 
treat an ex^President as anything less 
than a Serene,"" or perhaps a Royal, 
Highness, seems barbarous.—M. -F.
