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POTSDAM WATER WORKS. 

Superintendent 's Report, Year Ending 
February 28, 1913 . 

Won. Board of Water Commissioners, 
of the Village of Potsdam; N. Y. 

Gentlemen: 1 'hereby submit, . the 
following report of the work tnat lias 
been carried on -during the year 1912. 

At the regular meeting held April 
first, 1912, it was decided to relay the 
pipe on several of the streets in place 
of the cement pipe which had become 
very poor. Also to obviate the dig­
ging up of the streets after the State 
Road had been completed. 

As most of the service pipes had 
•been in use many years, and had be­
come badly tilled, it was .thought best 
to have them relayed at. the same time, 
which in most places it was done, and 
no charges were made 'while the ditch 
was open. 

The work began.on Elm Street at 
Market Street May 14th, 1912.' The 
first three weeks the weather was 
ra.iny and very bad, which delayed the 
work somewhat on the start. During 
the timjj of the relaying the pipe on 
Elm Street, only one family was with­
ou t .water service over .night, and one 
hydrant out of commission a day and 
one night. 

The position of three hydrants was 
changed, and there are two more that 
should be moved' out to the curb line. 
Four new gates .were placed, along the 
line at intervals suitable^fcir our work. 

At Park .Street we found that 6 inch 
C. I. pipe had been laid some years 
ago, which was a very pleasant sur­
prise. Had it been kn6wn at the 
time, it would have saved a few dol­
lars. 

The work on Elm Street was finish­
e d July 9th. The'pipe was laid on 
Union Street the week ending June 15 
1912; total cost S21S.0S. .Two 4 in. 
gates 'were placed on this line, one at 
each end. , 

The pipe was laid, on Park Street 
week ending July 10th, 1912. The 
expense was a little more on Park St. 
than on Union, on account of having to 
dig for the main on Elm Street, and 
cu t the main and put in a "T". Two 
4 in. 'gates were placed on this line, 
one at each.end. Total feet 43S. To­
tal cost S230.5S. 

The laying of pipe on Park and 
Union Streets was laid at times when. 
we were out of 6 in. pipe. This was 
done so as not to lay up the-work, al­
so added a little to the expense ac­
count of moving back and forth. 

The total_ number of feet laid on 
Elm Street was 2875; total cost $2,-
038.56, not including oil and the 
sharpening of tools,.-which would add 
about one cent per foot. 

Began work on Main Street July 10. 
1912, at Market Street with 6 in pipe, 
extending across .pierjepont Avenue. 
Connections were made with Union 
and Park Streets with the new- main-
on Elm and Main Streets, which gives 
us four circuits from Elm to Main' St. 
One new hydrant was installed on 
Main Street at Division Street; two hy­
drants were moved out to tihe curb 
line; two 6 in. gates were installed at 
intervals bet,ween Market Street and 
Pierrepont Avenue. The total' feet of 
pipe on Main Street to Pierrepont Ave. 
1309; cost $971.66. 

During the time of laying the pipe 
on Main Street, it was decided by the 
Board of Water Commissioners to re­
lay the pipe on Pierrepont Avenue to 
Bay Street wjth 6 in. C. I. pipe, in the 
place of 4 in. One new hydrant was 
placed at Hamilton Street; three 6 in. 
gates were installed from Main Street 
to Bay Street; total feet of 6 in. pipe 
on Pierrepont Avenue was S52 feet. 
The balance of the Avenue was laid 
with 4 in, pipe. Two 4 in. gates were 
placed from B*ay Street to the end of 
the pipe. Total feet of 4 in. pipe 744; ' 
total feet on Pierrepont Avenue 1596; 
cost $1141.09. 

At the'time of finishing the work on 
Pierrepont Avenue, the Board of Wat­
er Commissioners decided to lay a two 
inch main on Carbino Street, a distance 
of -300 feet, we having on hand at that 
time enough 2 inch pipe that was .tak­
en up on Waverly Street in the fall of 
1 9 H , the said pipe being in good con­
dition. • Total expense, $86.14. 

We began work on Cottage Street 
August 28th . '1912, and laid 450 feet 

' to connect with Leroy Street. One 
new'hydrant was installed on Cottage 
Street near Leroy Street. Total cost 
$248.73. 

We began to lay pipe on Leroy St. 
September 2nd, 1912. Connections 
were made 46o..feet-sou-t-hfrom-Srove 
Street with 6'in. main already laid, ex­
tending south to Garden Street, con­
necting with Garden and Cottage Sts.; 
distance 1000 'feet. Two 6 in. gates 
were installed on this line; one 4 in. 
gate installed on Leroy Street at Gar­
den ; total cost $686.84. 

. Began work on Pine Street on the 
road leading to Hewittville, September 
26th, 1912. Two new hydrants were 
installed on this line- in suitable places 
to afford the best protection to build­
ings. Total length of pipe 1752 feet. 
Total cost $840.04. 

Began work cm Market Street at 
Cherry Street, October 14th, 1912. 
The distance to Washington Street 
1300 feet. Owing to the bad weather, 
it was decided to stop at Washington 

, Street. Four hydrants were moved 
out to the curb line; connections were 
made,at Larnard, Walnut, Cottage and 
Washington Streets. Total cost $995.-

1 would recommend that- the pipe 
be relaid on Pierrepont Avenue west 
on Bay "Street to meet 'the wooden main 
as this section has given -us a great 
deal of trouble. Also on Pleasant St. 
from Waverly to Leroy, as this is- ' a 
very poor piece of cement pipe, and 
finish Market >Slreet as soon as Condi-' 
tions well permit. I would like tn 
replace two nr three old hydrants with 
new ones. ^Ve have on hand at .pres­
ent five new hydrant; a]so 7no_;feet of

The repairs on the water pumps 
have not been finished on account of 
so much trouble with anchor ice. I 
am packing them at the present writ­
ing. 

We have had in the year 1912, 18 
breaks, eight of them within eight con­

secutive days. The expense of labor 
on breaks $84.05. 

On the 38th day of November, 1912, 
steam was raised on account of anchor 
ice, and has been kept ready at all 
times since that date. There was. one-
week in December that we did n.v 
have to use any 'steam. The month 
of January there were one o r two 
nights in a week that ' we would not 
have to use any steam. In the month 
of February, there were 9 nights with 
ice all the time, which made it neces­
sary to keep two men all night. The 
16th of February was the tirst night 

g during the1 

e most s c w e 
winter for anchor ice on record. 

The need of a ne.w steam pump has 
been thoroughly demonstrated during 
this winter, so 1 think 1 need not say 
any more on this question. 

•I will close my report by thanking 
the Board of Water Commissioners for 
their hearty support and co-operation 
in the work that lias been carried on 
during the year of f i l ^ ' i ^ c h inade 
it very pleasant to do the'worl; .vliich 
at times was very d.isagreeable to wat­
er users as well i:s\rOurselves.

Editors G u u r i c a.,d Freeman: 
I will write,of,Texas, and San Anto­

nio, as both the State and City are very 
interesting to.me. The State of Texas' 
contains one-ninth of the area of the. 
United State,, or 2o2,2'Ki square miles,' 
or 167,825,600 acres of land. Its 
length i-s 745 miles and breadth 82i 
miles, with 4 00 miles of coast and the 
Kio Grand river has l5oo miles of riv­
er banks which is the southwest line 
between United States and Mixico. 
The cotton crop of Texas for the year 
1"12 as already reported, is 4,750,uoo 
bales of 5oo pounds each, or 1,187,5oo 
tons, or 5'),375 carloads of 20 tons 
each, or over louo trainloads of 5" 
cafs each. The farms are usually very 
large in acreage and run into ranches 
of thousands and ten thousands acres 
each and what 1 passed through was 
almost on a level. 

This state has done very little • in 
dairying but more in herding.cattle on 
the plains. -The price o f - l and_runs 
very high and especially land that wa­
ter can be obtained for irrigation, yet 
a short distance outside of San Anto­
nio a large per cent of the land is cov­
ered with me,squite brush and is not 
cleared. Artesian wells furnish the 
city.with water which can be obtained 
by drilling 1600 feet, while the sulphur 
water or hot wells are 2ouu feet deep. 

I visited many bath houses at the 
.sulphur wells and there are many that 
are used for irrigation. These wells 
have a rock pressure which makes the 
water flow, constantly and in- streams 
that till'a 6-to S inch pipe'.'- The tem­
perature, runs from. 105 to U S de­
crees farenheit which makes the wa­
ter very Hot. Near San Antonio there 
is a well that flows through an open 
ditch and for one-half a mile from the 
well the steam rises from the ditch qn 
a cold mornin-g so that 1 saw it for a 
long-distance. One strange thing ab-, 
out these wells is that the composition 
of the water is not the same, as some 
of the water is crystal .white and other 
is very dark and almost black. You. 
can smell the sulphur in the air for a 
mile or more,, especially when the wa­
ter is run in an open ditch for irrigat­
ing purposes. 

The cactus, or prickly pear, grows 
wild everywhere and in abundance and 
the farmers cut it and haul it in load; 
and feed it to cattle that relish it but' 
it must be prepared first by burning 
the thorns off in a fire so that the cat­
tle can eat it. I believe that if the 
cactus would-be run through an ensi­
lage cutter and put in a silo that the 
heat of the ensilage would soften the 
thorns so that the stock could eat it. 
There is cactus enough growing with­
in five miles of the city hall to pro­
duce enough milk for the city" besides 
getting rid of such a nuisance. 

The farmers sow their oats in De­
cember and the crop is from 6 to 10 
inches high now and many pasture the 
crop all winter then take the stock off 
and harvest the crop at their usual 
time. Three crops of sugar cane,; 
three crops of garden tru.ck and two 
cro'ps of potatoes are raised a y.ear 
an î you can sow and harvest most any 
time'in the .year that is where you can 
irrigate, as very little rain falls only in 
the winter. 

.Most all the shade trees have a 
length of sewer pipe tun from the sur­

face of the ground to the roots of the 
trees in order to run water ;n to keep 
the trees alive, except those near the 
streams. .Most of the labor is done by 
Mexicans -or negroes as the whites do 
not care to work and the weather is 
either ton hot or cold -for a negro. Ii 
is said of a Texan thai they are so slqw 
(Jiat Jhe_y never catch cold'and what 
Texas and the whole South needs, is 
Northern capital and Northern men 
and methods to make a success, also 
to cut down the large ranches into 
farms of a reasonable size and to be 
operated by the owner instead of an 
overseer and to clear up the land and 
•work it, for it seems too«bad-that laid 
is held at 'such^iu&h prices so near a 
good market,*-and this land grows only 
mesquite brush, cactus and other 
brush covered with thorns and prick­
ers, so that it is impossible to pass 
through them. 

San Antonio is a city of about 10,-
000 people and was founded in 16S9 
by Don Alonzo de Leon, who estab­
lished a Mission. We took an auto 
ride of about twenty-five miles and 
called on five old Missions that were 
.established later .by the Franciscan fa­
thers, whose object was to convert the 
Indians to the Catholic Church, of ed-> 
ucating the settlers, and for defense. 
Most of these are kept open yet are in 
a run down condition but are inter­
esting- to tourists. 

I will write more of the Alamo 
which is called the cradle of Texan 
liberty, for it's "gallant defense and the 
horrible massacre of the heroic defend 
ers. This original building was built 
in 1744 and is built in the form of a 
cross and the main entrance being -at 
the foot of the cross with a room or 
confessional also a room where Monks 
were buried, also another room called 
the Sacristy, all of which are at the 
left of, this entrance and connected 
with the 'ma in church. There is a 
room called the baptistry at the right 
of the entrance but all the above 
rooms lie o'ri ^either"side~and "do-n'oT 

/extend^ into but are connected with the 
church. These walls are built of 
stone and are four-feet thick,—There 
is some, fine carving over and around 
the entrance, but ' the rest of the stone 
work was built more for .strength than 
beauty. I- will pass over the time of 
the building of the Alamo until the 
time of the massacre. At first -the 
Texan settlers' were granted reasona­
ble rights and grants of land, but when 
Santa Anna came in from Mexico he 
became an oppressor and prohibited 
the emmigration of Americans into 
Texas and finally Santa Anna became 
an obsolete dictator and began disarm­
ing the colonists and gave only one 
gun to every five population which was 
not ennu.g.h-t«--pi:14i*'xt—tflj'-mwl-ves ag­
ainst the Indians. The -crisis came 
when they were ordered to giye up 
their only canon. The citizens rallied 
and refused to give up the canon and 
after considerable fighting were driven 
into the Alamo, where 182 brave men 
Under Colonel Travis| made their last 
stand and gave tip their lives for Texas 

after a continuous fight of eleven days 
of bombardment f.om about ,7000 of. 
the Mexicans. 

The entire 1S2 defenders were brut­
ally massacred, mutilated and the bod­
ies-taken just oufs'de the Alamo and 
•were placed.on pi les ,or wood,..then, 
more wood and more bodies, all in one 
high pile and tire was applied until all 
were burned up. 

1 called at the "Alamo about every 
day 1 was in the city and imagined-the 
great struggle that took place inside 
the walls and outside on the , piazza 
Colonel Travis, Colonel 'Bowie of the 
Bowie Knife fame and Davy C.ockeit 
were among those who lost their lives. 
Davy Crockett's body was found at the 
door of the room at the right of the 
entrance in the room called the Bap­
tistry, guarding the women who were 
spared and the dead Mexicans lying in 
heaps all around him, for it is said that 
the 182-Texans killed 16oo Mexicans 
before they were finally massacred. 

1 also imagined I saw the line on the 
floor where Colonel drew his sword, 
in the earth and asked every man that 
would die before he surrendered to 
cross ..that line and all except a man 
named Rose crossed it, who said he 
would try and escape, which he did, 
as they let him down outside the wall 
after dark and it is through him that 
most of this information was obtained. 

Colonel Bowie was lying sick on a 
cot unable to walk and requested the 
men to carry his cot across the line, 
which thev did. The final assault oc^ 
curred on March 6th, ISifi. Santa 
Anna was so ielated over this vict..r\ 
that he worked north where he with 
15u0 well seasoned and well'.equipped 
men met Sam Houston and 783''men ,n 
a reverse condition on Apri l '21, 1836, 
or forty-six days later, when the Tex-
ans with the cry of "Remember .the 
Alamo." charged upon his forces with 
a loss of only six killed and 23 wound­
ed, six mortally, while Santa Anna lost 
630 killed, one. general, two colonels., 
four lieutenant colonels, five captains 
and twelve lieutenants. 200 wounded 
and 730 prisoners. When Santa An­
na, defeated and humiliated, was bro't 
before Sam Houston, was asked how 
he ever expected to subdue a nation 
whose General carried one ear of corn 
in his pocket for one day's ration. 

Many such conflicts have occurred 
in the United States, but I doubt if 
this one can be surpassed for heroism 
and valor and to such true and noble 
men this, present generation owe our 
respect for what they have accompl sh 
ed.
