awakening demand for better 'health 
among the people, and one of the first 
steps in the pure food campaign is to 
get pure milk. We all use milk, and 
we are just beginning to acquire a lit­
tle 'real knowledge on the subject. 
Milk is the source of life'and health 
when pure, and the cause of disease 
and death when impure. Unfortu-
nately the greed, carelessnes and oth­
er disagreeable attributes of erring 
mortals have in the past given us an 
almost steady stream of- unclean milk 
and we a're just beginning to find it 
out. Milk seems to be a natural 
breeding place for bacteria and dis--
ease germs; and owing to the lax meth­
ods heretofore used by many milk pro­
ducers it has been served to the con­
sumers not only full of germs but full 
of dirt, adulterations and sometimes 
preservatives. All of these foreign 
substances in milk are now known to 
be dangerous to health and strong 
measures are being taken all over the 
country to purify the milk supply. 
The time will come soon when the 
man who sells impure or unclean milk 
will be most summarily dealt with by 
an enraged community. The intelli-, 
gent and conscientious milk producers 
and dealers are already working 'hard 
to eliminate the difficulties attendant 
upon the production of absolutely 
p'ure milk but there are yet many farms 

-.led .dairies where the conditions are 
about as bad as 'can well be imagined. 
It is now up to the public, who should 
realize the danger to health from bad 
milk, to encourage the clean farmer-
and assist him in every way to get a 
fair price for his pure product. The 
milk from the unclean farmer should 
not be bought at any piice. 

TOPICS OF THE DAY. 

The people -having decided against 
» continuation of the splendidly pros­
perous and progressive administration 
of public affairs which the Republican 
party has for many years given to this 
favored nation, the-government of the 
United States has been turned oyer to 
the experimenters under the leadership 
of President Wilson. Yesterday when 
that great statesman, patriot and sane 
American citizen, William H. Taft, -re­
linquished t h e high office of President 
of the United States, he had the proud 

. satisfaction of .knowing that the house 
he was vacating was left in good and 
perfect order so far as any act of his 
could make it. The country is at the 
apex of its long era of .progress; its 
citizens are •enjoying a condition of 
peace, prosperity and personal liberty 
hitherto unknown among the races of 
mankind; and we are all living upon a1 

higher plane of progress than human­
ity has every before attained. It is 
true that there are ominous signs and 
portents visible upon the horizon ow­
ing to the wicked machinations of 
demagogues, anarchists and yellow 
journals.' But they would have been 
Impotent to harm this nation had Pres­
ident Taft and his party been allowed 
to remain in p'ower. It is too late 
now, however, to consider that phase 
of the situation and the "nation must 
look to President Wilson arid his ad­
ministration .for a continuance of the 
safety and comfort which their prede­
cessors had so valiantly maintained. 
That the situation might have been in­
finitely worse is a self- evident truth, 
and for our deliverance from immedi­
ate retrogression and chaos we may 
well give profound thanks. President 
Wilson's utterances before his inaugu­
ration were not calculated to imbue 
the nation with any profound confi­
dence in his- ability to maintain our 
national stability but there is always 
the hope that his bark may prove to 
have been worse than his bite, and that 
as President of the United States he 
will bend his unflinching endeavor t o 
the task of upbuilding this Republic. 

. If his wisdpm and ability are equal to 
the great task he will find the sane, 
intelligent,- patriotic citizenship of this 
country aiding-and encouraging him 
at every step. He is now our Presi­
dent and the people owe him allegi­
ance and support. May he prove 
equal to the occasion. 

Gov. Sulzer mixes up his good ideas 
with his bad one, .hit or miss, and it 
will' not be Safe to judge- hiiii until- the 
returns are all in. One of his most 
pernicious.ideas,is that ' the death pen­
alty should be abolished, and he gives 
two reasons_th.erefor, one of them 
foolish and the other fallacious. He 
says that he has always had a horror 
of executions evgr since he was a boy 
and that the death penalty is not a de­
terment to murder. The Governor's 
personal feelings may d o credit to his 
sentimentality, but the. protection of 
society is paramount to even a Gover­
nor's feelings. And unfortunately, 
perhaps, for our boasted stage of civ­
ilization and advancement, it is almost 
universally conceded that the presence 
of the penalty of death upon our stat­
ute books in cases of murder, is all 
that makes our lives even approxi­
mately safe. It may well be'admitted 
that the death penalty does not entire­
ly prevent murder, .by any means, but 
were it abolished entirely human life 
would be* about the cheapest thing 
known to man. By injecting -a IttHe 
of the fear of God into the hearts of 
the depraved, society is able to main­
tain, itself against the crime of murder. 
As the New York Press.well says: 

"After centuries of effort to set up 
a powerful determent against the-wan­
ton taking of one man's life by another 
civilization as a whole has found that 
there is no better way than to enforce 
the biblical law of an eye for an eye 
and a tooth for a tooth. " Mr. Sulzer 
cannot perform his duty to the people 
of New York in espect of this ques­
tion by consulting his personal feelings 
'however agonizing they may be to 
him." 

PRESIDENT AND EX-PRESIDENT. 

One by one our public men are be­
ginning to realize that there are things 
in„ existence of at least as much im­
portance as the foolish political ques­
tions to which we devote so ' much 
t i m e ' a n d energy. ,Gov.-Sulzer gives 
symptoms of an awakening to the real 
duties of mankind in his recent mes­
sage t o the Legislature on the matter 
of conserving the public health. He 
said: 

"One of the first duties of the state 
Is t o protect life- and promote the 
health of its citizens. There i s , " n o 
more important subject of public ad­
ministration than public health. The 
state comes very close home to the in­
dividual when it saves him from sick­
ness and even from death. This it 
can do, does do, and should continue 
to do in a much larger degree. 

"There is no well co-ordinated sys­
tem of 'public health administration in 
this state. Each town, , ; v i l l aM, ,and 
city, except cities of the 'second class 
and Rochester, has i ts own local board 
of health, which is, to all in tents-and_| 
purposes, a law unto itself. It is 
manifest that, although there are 1400 
towns, villages and cities in* the state, 
there are not 1400 different ways of 
dealing efficiently with each of the de­
tailed problems of disease. A good 
method of controlling an outbreak of 

, smallpox in one community i sgood in 
the others. ' 

"The best ,metho4pof preventing 
the spread 'of the infection of typhoid 

- f e v e r i n one community are the best 
methods -for the state as a whole. A 
system of isolation and quarantine in 
dealing with scarlet fever, which works 
well In one city, will work-well in the 
other cities. A boa rdof health, con­
sisting of, a supervisor, Justice of the 
peace, and other local authorities of a 
town, is not prima facie a qualified 
body to define an adequate method of 
stamping out diphtheria." 

The crusade for pure food is one of 
the most important features of the 

It is now President Wilson. Before 
an immense crowd .in Washington yes­
terday Woodrow Wilson of New Jer­
sey took the oath of office and assum­
ed the responsibilities of the Chief 
Executive of the United States. With 
him, for the first time in sixteen years, 
the Democratic party came into com­
plete national control. 

To the. new administration every 
patriotic citizen extends the hope that 
it may be a successful one, that the 
affairs of this great people may be 
wisely administered, that our material 
prosperity may. be promoted, our 
!place among the nations upheld with 
dignity, and justice, and the constitu­
tion irpon which we were founded and 
grew great may be maintained invio­
late.

His administration has been a record 
of excellent achievements, of construc­
tive legislation, of tranquillzed busi­
ness and consistent and enduring pro­
gress along all the broad lines of 
national development. - Better liked 
now than ever in his history feeling 
no sting in defeat, but rather pro­
foundly grateful for the opportunities 
he has had, he becomes a private citi­
zen with the desire, to quote his own 
words, "to see how in some way or 
other I can in a humbler capaciryye-
pay to the country and to fortune, the 
good things. that have been given me 
by rendering Such service as" may be 
in the general cause of advancing good 
government by instilling in the minds 
of those who are coming on to take 
"their responsible places, the younger 
men, the next generation.1 ' 

"1 am going to build the roads of the 
state honestly and I am going to build 
them well, if I break a leg in doing it. 
I a-m consulting every day with men 
who know something about road build 
ing and if I have mitted anybody who 
knows anything aboiit road building or 
thinks he knows anything about road 
building I want th.at person to come 
forward.

To get effi­
ciency I must have all the help 1 can 
get. Leave it to me to see that I get 
honesty. 1 am going to put the road's 
of New York on as efficient and last­
ing basis as the roads of. France, and 
Germany. That will be the biggest 
monument to my administration, if 1 
can do it."—Gevernor Sulzer. 

One of the greatest national bene­
fits that can be bestowed upon this 
State is an adequate system of good 
roads. There has been much waste 
of money, much incompetence and 
much poor construction in 'the last 
two years, and if Gov. Sulzer can make 
good in his attempt to better the situ­
ation, his administration will have ac­
complished something-^vorth while. It 
matters very little who is recognized 
as the State leader of Democracy or 
who is the boss of things generally, in 
comparison with matters of"- public 
need'like thiS(one. ' 

I Albany has been passing through a 
campaign for pure jmilk, the vigor of 
which would indicate that there must 
have been grave need for such action. 
Mass meetings have been held and 
prominent men and women have lent 
their voices to the advocacy of a cause 
which should need no argument in its 
favor For none can argue, with show 
of sincerity, but that pure milk is one 
of the essentials to. the preservation 
of public health. The fact that it 
forms so large a percentage o f t h e food 
fqr babies is additional reason for urg­
ing that every safeguard be placed ab­
out those who are not able to protect, 
themselves from impurities. Pure 
milk is a splendid food. Impure milk 
is a fertile breeding place for all sorts 
of bacteria and one of the most dang­
erous mediums for the transmission 
of disease. Hence the necessity for 
rigid inspection and the protection of 
milk from contamination at the source 
of supply. This matter comes close 
to every American home and deserves 
attention not only in Albany but where 
ever milk' is used. For in this case 
eternal vigilance is most emphatically 
the price of safety.—Utica Press . 

Mr. T a f t i s once more a private cit­
izen, but that he will continue to aid 
.and encourage sanity and good citi­
zenship is evident. He will soon take 
up his new duties at Yale as he . has 
announced in a letter to the Yale News 
that it will be his aim in his new po­
sition to instill into the minds of the 
young men who will be students un­
der him proper appreciation of the 
Constitution of the United States, and 
to impress upon them the importance 
of holding it secure from attack. 

"There is need," he says " tha t our 
youn.g men should appreciate the con­
stitution of the. United States under 
which we have enjoyed so many bless­
ings and under which we must work 
out our political, and e.conomic salva­
tion. And this need is. especially keen 
in a day when that instrument is re­

, The mol t significant, ultimate 
good of medical Inspection, I be­
lieve, will arise from the increas­
ed knowledge by the people as a 
whole' concerning the personal 
care of health. Great number* 
of our people are yet in 'gross 
ignorance and auperatition con­
cerning matters of health and dis­
ease. . .Obituaries are printed in 
the newspaper*'of all parts of our 
country, reading much a* follows: 
"I t has pleased an. all-wise and 
divine Providence to take from 
our midst a youth of great prom­
i s e / ' e tc. By reading a little fur­
ther you will see that that divine 
Providence was a case of typhoid 
fever, a disease induced by filth. 
Such.obituaries are not only crim­
inally false, • they are ungodly, 
impious, and wicked. They 
should state, that by reason of 
'Carelessness, ignorance, and filth 
a promising life has been sacri­
ficed, to the great displeasure of 
an all-wise Deity. 

Mr. Chester C. -Piatt, Secretary to 
Governor Sulzer, in a recent speech 
made a few remarks worthy of atten­
tion. He said: 

' "I regret that the word politics has 
two meanings which are so different 
that they are almost opposite. I know 
no greater work that some social ma­
gician might perform than t o rescue 
the word politics from the evil mean­
ing that attaches' to it; a meaning that 
discourages and prevents so many cit­
izens from putting forth the efforts 
they should to promote good govern­
ment. My definition of politics in its 
good sense is" good government. It is 
to be regretted that most- people re­
gard politics as a game with the offices-
as thi( prizes and what is conducive to 
success at the polls and whatever will 
bring the piums, considered as Justifi­
able.

Men 
who are interested in politics in its 
best sense are taking this . • course. 
More and more we are appreciating 
that we are our brother's keeper. In­
dividual enterprise, rectitude, honesty 
and virtue are of course, necessary; 
but no man in this day and age of the 
world is what he ought to be as an in­
dividual unless he has also a deep ap­
preciation of his obligation t o organ­
ized society. What is an injury to one 
is an injury to' all. What is- a d e t r i -
ment to any part of the body politic is 
harmful to all."

FEBRUARY WEATHER REPORT. 

* 
Local Office, U. S. Weather Bureau^ a t 

Canton, N. Y. 

You can't always measure a good 
time by what If cost. 

The month of February, 1913, Was 
cold, and seemed especially cold after' 
the warm weather of January. The 
average temperature was' 13.1 degrees 
4.9 deg. below normal, but 0.8 d*g. 
"above February, 1912. The hignest 
temperature of the month was. 54 deg. 
on the 20th, and .the lowest '17 dfcg.-
below zero on the 10th, making the 
absolute range in temperature 71 d t g . 
Cold waves occurred on .the. 9th, l a t h , 
15th and 24th. 

• The precipitation was deficient, %t-
ing only 1.45 inches; 1.14 in. bejpw 
normal, and 1.25 in. below Febru^y, 
1912. The greatest precipitation in 
24 hours was 0.67 in. on the 22hd. 
There was only a trace of rajn during 
the month; 0.67 in. sleet, and 0.86 in. 
snow. The total depth of snowfall 
for the month was 7.0 in., and the am­
o u n t on the ground at the end of Hie 
month was 2.8 in. The greatest 
depth on the ground at any time -^as' 
3.7 in. on the 16th. During the great 
er part of the month there w'as insuffi­
cient snow for good sleighing. 

The prevailing winds were from the 
west, and the average velocity 14.1 
miles per hour, 1.3 miles above nor­
mal. The highest velocity was at the 
rate' "of '42n iriiles per hour from the 
southwest on the 2nd. The average 
relative humidity at 8 a. m. was 85 
per cent, 1 per cent below normal. 
The sunshine was 5 5 per cent of the 
total possible, 6 per cent above nor­
mal. There were 6 clear days during 
the-month, 12 partly cloudy, 10 clou­
dy, and 15 with a measurable amount 
of precipitation. Sleet occurred -on 
the n t h , 20th and 22nd. The sleet 
storm of the 22nd was rather remark­
able. The sleet, was in the form of 
little Ice,;pellets*, less than i -16 of an 
inch In diameter. It covered the 
ground to a depth of 1.2 inches. On 
the ground .li looked like snow, but 
was much heavier, its density being 5 
or 6 times that of snow.

" Under the provisions of Chapter SI 
of the Laws of 1912, commodities 
must be sold by weight, measure- or 
numerical count. It is deemed wise 
to establish certain regulations at once 
both for the buyers and the producers 
or manufacturers. Any suggestions 
as to changes in the following reguia-i 
tions, which anyone thinks would be 
beneficial to the people of the County, 
are welcomed by the Sealer. 

1. Containers for vegetables, prod­
uce and fruit of standard size: 

(a) A bar-rel shall represent a quan­
tity of 7056 cu. inches. 

A variation of l 1-2 per cent shall 
be allowed above or below. But a 
test of 12 barrels shall not be uniform 
ally'below. 

(b) Other containers shall be the 
bushel or divisions of it. 

All who purchase barrels shall see 
that they comply with the above spec­
ifications. 

-2. Butter. But ter in prints shall be 
marked in te rms of Av. pounds or 
ounces in bold faced letters. Maxi­
mum variation allowable on one print 
to be 3-8 ounces. 

Prints that are^not of the quantity' 
of one or two pounds must be marked 
with letters of at least 3-8 inches in 
height giving weight in terms of ounc­
es. 

Butter in crocks .must be marked 
with the net weight of the butter . War­
ning: Be certain of .the weight of the 
crock. 

3. Commodities in glass bottles or 
jars must be marked in terms of liq­
uid measure or in pounds or ounces, 
1-4 inch in height , Variation allow­
ed'is 2 per cent. 

4. In connection with this law the 
marking on labels with such marks as 
".Not less than," • "Average," "Mini^ 
mum," or that the contents are be­
tween a certain limit will not be per­
missible. 

5. Commodities which appear in the 
state of nature' as a unit may be sold 
by weight, measure o r ' numerical 
count. Eggs and comb honey. 

6. Hams, bacon or cured meat pro­
ducts must be sold by the net weight 
to the consumer, variation 1 1-2 per 
cent. 

7. Dry Goods must be sold by linear 
measure except m p n e r y , notions, or 
neckwear, etc., which may be sold by 
numerical count. The marking on 
these packages shall be at least 1-9 in. 
in height, a variation of 1 per cent will 
be allowed. 

8. Twine and Cordage. Each ball, 
tube o r bale must be marked with the 
net weight' or linear measure, varia­
tion allowed 4 per cent. 

9. - Matches. Boxes containing 
matches must be marked on the out­
side with the number of matches-con­
tained, variation 10 per cent. 

10. Cheese, over five pounds must 
be marked in terms of pounds and 6f 
ounces, actual weight at the time of 
delivery, 

-.-11. Bread must be sold' by weight 
and so marked, variation 4 per cent. 

12. Toilet Paper must be sold by the 
.number of sheets or by net weight, 
variation allowed 4 per cent. 

These are preliminary regulations, 
criticisms or suggestions will be wel­
comed.
