"stopped to-think, they might, never go 
on. 

"And they.ought to-stop to think. 
"Did you ever, in an unguarded mo­

ment, let your tongue slip and say 
something concerning an acquaintance 
that you would give a small world to 
take back, tell an incident perfectly 
true, but entirely.discreditable in the 
telling? And- have you spent hours 
and hours wishing it back, ashamed and 
fearful that it might at last reach 
home? Maybe it never _does reach 
home, the victim's h o m e " - "but you 
know that whatever else the toll," you 
harmed yourself.' 

"The mere fear that it will reach 
home shows what an unworthy thitig 
it is.
