If a person 
is dissatisfied with his' work, or the 
wages he/ is getting he may have a 
perfect right to quiit, but he has no 
right to t ry to prevent others from 
•working. Labor organizations may be 
a good thing if properly managed. 

Tuesday—Down about zero this

This is the day Woodrow Wilson is to 
be Inaugurated. If the weather is as 
•cold In Washington as it is here, "he 
will not need a colored boy to fan him. 
Four years ago when President Taft

son will have the good wishes "and the 

• support of everyone. The. day. of nar­
row partisanship, when it was the hope 
that a political opponent would fail,

i s good government, no matter where 
it .comes from. Mr. Wilson is a gen­
tleman and a scholar, one who has 
theorized much upon government, and 
•everyone will wish him a successful 

. administration. Our evening papers 
v contain a full report of the inaugura­

tion. Everything passed off pleasant­
ly and the weather was favorable. Some-
of our leading democrats imagine that 
they notice a change in the atmosphere 
already. They say that it seems pur­
er, and that they can breathe more 
freely.
