It was an elo­
quent and appealing address tinctured 
with the sadness and pathos "with 
which a great soul would witness the 
decadence, of a once proud rac'e. In1 

so far as it depicted-the sincere desire 
Of a somewhat ardent nature to release 
humanity from its bondage of sin and 
ignorace the address was all that could 
be—4esic«L-—As- ~a—r-wkmai exposition 

so-called militant suffragettes in Eng­
land, 'have been heralded and advertis­
ed to an amazing extent in the press 
and otherwise. Hooligans and hood­
lums we have with us always, and this 
class is always ready to take advantage 
of any situ-ation which will allow them 
to give expression to their disorderly 
proclivities. A strike, a lynching, a 
dog fight, any.unusual occurrence or 

•situation, brings to the surface the 
depraved instincts of the underworld. 
The much advertised h'.ke to Washing­
ton of these women, combined with 
the unfavorable emotions which their 
unfeminine contortions almost univer­
sally excite, was enough to agitate the 
passions of the uncouth portion of the 
onlookers. The suffragettes in long 
procession, astride of horses, garbed in 
fantastic costumes, luir flowing, arms 
and legs bare and the whole ." thing 
making a picture so completely at va­
riance with our long conceived no­
tions of womanly behavior, all com­
bined to provoke a situation of ribald 
disorder and uncouth behavior'on the 
part of the crowds. . It was only an in­
cident in the changing attitude of the 
sexes toward each other. In the 
words of the famous toast: "Here's 
to the ladies; once our superiors, now 
our equals." . 

Courage, self reliance, sincer­
ity, generosity and kindness— 
these are the virtues which con­
stitute a robust manhood; with-

' out them, a man is but clay, in the 
hands of circums'ar.cess a weak, 
wavering thir.3 Chat cannot rise 

' into the freedom and Joy of'a true 
life. Every .young 'man should 
cultivate and foster these virtues, 
and as he succeeds in living them, 
will he prepare himself to achieve 
the life triumphant.

They Can Help To Stop the Slaughter 
If They Will.

of definite and practical doctrines for 
the government-of a great nation it 
was wonderfully" lacking. 

President Wilson's administration 
starts off with a handicap which seems 
insurmountable. His worst enemies 
could never have wished for hi-m any-
worse fortune than that which he has 
deliberately chosen for himself. In 
making Wm. J. Bryan his Secretary of I 
State and thus placing him at the head 

*of his official family the President has j 
bitten off a chunk which will probably 
strangle him long before his' term is 
over. War, pestilence, famine and 
financial panics will be mild in their 
effect upon the Wilson administration 
compared with the inevitable results 
of the Bryan incubus. As the boll 
weevil is to the cotton' crop, as the 
chestnut blight is to the shade' trees 
or a frost to the orange groves, so will 
old Bill Bryan be to the helpless and 
impotent Woodrow. Years ago, be­
fore »Prof. Wilson started out to bag 
votes, he spoke from the deepest con­
victions of his heart as follows: 

"Would that we could do something 
at once dignified and effective, -to 
knock Mr. Bryan into a cocked hat." 

As President he has accomplished 
the feat, but he himself occupies the 
inglorious role of pompon on the hat. 

The national administration is now 
completely in the hands of the free 
trade party and strangely enough the 
farmers of the country, who have here­
tofore strongly adhered to the policy 
of protection, helped to put it there. 

( That the ultimate result will be.jnore 
or less disastrous is sure and certain. 
That the farmers who assisted in elect­
ing Mr. Wilson have much toTa'nswer 
for is eqiraTly true. And the sad part 
of the process is that those farmers 
who stood manfully by the Republican 
party in its hour of peril and defeat 
must suffer equally with,their erring 

. neighbors. President Wilson is a 
scholar and a theorist, but not a broad 
and far sighted statesman. One of his 
last acts as Governor of New Jersey-
was the-framing of a bill which is now-
pending in the legislature of that state 
which says that persons.who make any. 
agreement by which they directly or 
indirectly preclude a free and unre­

str ic ted competition among themselves 
in the sale or transportation of any' 
article or commodity, either by pool­
ing, withholding from the market or 
selling at a-fbeed price, or in any other 
manner by which the price might be 

• affected, shall be subject to three years 

E* prisonm'ent and 'a thousand dollar 
e. This is aimed at the farmers 
d would hit all co-operative associa­

tions among farmers for the marketing 
of fruit and vegetables. These co-op­
erative associations have in many in­
stances been of great benefit to the 
farming industry and have enabled the 
farmers to. market their produce at a 
profit. That this plan should be made 
a crime punishable by a heavy penalty 

^'does not seem just to the fartrfers but 
It meets with the approval of President 
Wilson. Mr. Wilson is also steeped 
in free trade ideas and believes in car­
rying out the free trade policies. 
Wherein do the farmers of this nation 
expect to receive their reward for 
helping to destroy the Republican par­
ty? Wherein do they hope to be jus­
tified for their part in electing Mr. 
Wilson and his free trade, anti-agri­
cultural party? 

The almost hysterical vehemence 
with which many newspapers have con­
demned the Washington police for 
their inadequate handling of the suf­
fragette parade is most amusing. There 
seems to have" been a .dearth of 
"blood boiling" incidents lately on 
•which these hack writers of the press 
could rid their systems of old accum­
ulations of bile, ferocity, adjectives 
and profanity, and this messing up of 
the ladies came as a most providential 
opportunity. Accordingly the unfor­
tunate police force of our national cap-

. ifol is being pelted from all quarters 
with a verbal assortment of addled 
eggs and bad vegetables. As a matter 
of fact the whole business has been 
grossly exaggerated by the press and 

- the actual disorder is easily accounted 
for. In America at least women have 
always occupied a position of chlvalric 
regard and genuine reverence which 
has* heretofore precluded the possibili­
ty of any demonstration against the 
sex. And their behavior, their char­
acter, their position •• has been so far 
above reproach that they have abund­
antly earned and'merited the regard in 
which they have been held. This con­
dition has not been changed even tho' 
a few empty headed women may have 
performed more or less ridiculous an­
tics. These silly performances coup-
• ie4 with the criminal crusades of the 

Whatever may have heretofore been 
the popular estiinate of Gov. Sulzer 
there is no question but that he has 
risen in the public esteem by reason 
of'Hfs complete break'with the Hearst 
gang: • Because he tolerated the alleg­
ed friendship of Hearst that marplot 
had conceived the idea that he could 
influence the Governor in his public 
acts. The courage of the Governor 
in throwing overboard his Jonah ap-

-peals—stiongly to "every decent citizen 
in the state. The. appointment of 
Judge McCall as .a public service com-' 
missioner,. and the promptness of Mr. 
McCall in' thwarting the vicious sub­
way plots of the Hearst outSt have 
met with almost unanimous approval 
in New York City. No man in public 
rife can honestly perform his du,ty an.d 
be friendly with Hearst at the" same 
time. 

"The old-time virility and independ­
ence of the 'Country weekly,' when 
it never hesitated"to express opinions 
on public affairs, appear to have be­
come only a pleasant memory. It is 
not because its readers are less inde­
pendent or intelligent than in the past, 
but because its proprietors are more 
dependent on political graft."—Albany-
Knickerbocker Press. 

Whether, the above criticism is true 
or whether it isn't, the country news­
papers can certainly return the com­
pliment with spite, venom, rapidity 
and dispatch. For it has become a 
well established fact that the big news­
papers of the cities are corrupt from 
the editorial rooms to the carrier boys, 
and there is no species of graft • too 
petty to escape' their envious atten­
tion. From burglarizing letter files of 
corporations to faked scandals that 
will be either suppressed or published 
for a consideration, the yellows lend 
themselves willingly and constantly to 
every form of corruption known to 
the depravity of m i n r Wh*tever ci 
decency is left to the journalistic pro­
fession is to be found among the coun­
try weeklies, the Albany paper to the 
contrary notwithstanding. The dis­
trust and contempt manifested by the 
public toward modern journalism is 
almost universal. 

Sometimes it seems as though the 
courts themselves were possessed of a 
willingness to keep alive the spirit of 
antagonism which the demagogues are 
so strenuously endeavoring to foment. 
The crusade against courts and judi­
cial procedure is carried on of course 
by those who desire to override, or_ 
break down.all lawful or constitution­
al .methods.'of adjudicating dtfferences_ 
between men. - But to be successful" 
these, demagogues must obtain sup­
port from the people. If the people 
have confidence in the integrity of-the 
courts the machinations of the dema­
gogues avail b u t little. It is-therefore-
vital that the judiciary shall so main­
tain itself that the law loving portion 
of the populace shall be ready at all 
times to stand unflinchingly in_the sup­
por t of our judicial system and of our 
judges. Anything that weakens the 
confidence of the law abiding in the 
probity of courts and judges is not 
only to be deplored but instant s teps 
should be taken to overcome or eradi­
cate any false or dangerous impres­
sions that may grow up in the public 
mind. The case of the insane mur­
derer, Harry Thaw, furnishes an in­
stance of the manner in which a sus­
picion may arise and strengthen that 
something- is wrong somewhere or 
somehow. Thaw is a murderous lun­
atic who happens to be possessed of 
great wealth. He murdered a promi­
nent man in a most deliberate manner 
and after a sensational trial was ad­
judged insane and placed in confine­
ment. There is no question concern­
ing his insanity; no question but that 
his release would be a menace to the 
public safety and no question but that 
he should be kept in confinement. Yet 
by reason of his wealth, which he and 
his friends have expended Iavisihly, he 
has been able to keep himself in court 
a considerable portion of the time since 
the murder. To fight--, these court 
-proceedings and keep him in the con­
finement in which he belongs the 
State has baeh compelled to use most 
extraordinary ..endeavors- and has been 
compelled to expend many thousands 
of dollars of public funds. In his case 
judicial procedure has been a matter 
of Jest while everyone connected with 
him has become a tainted object of 
suspicion. There seems yet to be no 
end in sight of. Thaw's power to get 
himself into court, and consequently 
the state must continue to appropriate 
the public moneys t o fight the at­
tempts to release him. Why do the 
.courts permit this procedure to con­
tinue? A satisfactory... a.nswer to this 
question, if- it be possible to answer it 
satisfactorily, would at least help to 
clear away the impressions concerning 
,'Judicial procedure which today are 
puzzling and befo'gging public opinion. 

We lead but one life on earth, and 
we must, make that beautiful.- And 
to d o this, health and elasticity of, 
mind are needfuli and whatever en­
dangers o r impedes these must be av­
oided.—Lon gf ellow. 

Mr. George L. Flanders, formerly of 
Hopkinton, and now assistant commis­
sioner of the state department of ag­
riculture, recently spoke on the pure 
tood laws, showing their evolution and 
the difficulties both the state depart­
ments and the national government had 
to contend with in enforcing them. 
.Mr. Flanders also spoke briefly on the 
milk question: 

"The tirst step towards getting pure 
milk is for the local authorities to see 
to it that the places from which the 
milk .is distributed are kept clean, it 
is not so much the farmers who are to 
blame for impure milk as it is the mid­
dlemen. They aften try to econo­
mize: they try to make more money 
than they ought and the result is milk 
bottled under the most unfavorable 
sanitary conditions. Every cow in the 
state shoujd be constantly be kept un­
der surveillance. A cow may have tu­
berculosis and yet i h e disease_.rjii.y be 
localized with the result that the mill-
will not be infected. However, if the' 
disease is general the milk from that 
particular cow should not be allowed 
to be sold to the public. The state is 
doing all it can along these and similar 
lines, but millions of dollars are need­
ed to do the work." 

Frank M. Ryan -of Chicago, one of 
the labor leaders convicted iri the dy­
namite conspiracy trials, was re-elect­
ed president of the International Asso-
ctatton of Bridge and Structural Iron 
Workers at its session at Indianapolis 
last week. There 'is no further evi­
dence needed to prove the assertion 
so often made that organized labor is 
cordially in sympathy with murder 
and the destruction of. property as a 
part of the policy "to enforce its exor­
bitant demands. „;

The shameful stigma of -responsibil­
ity for the slaughter of birds rest only, 
thank heaveni upon -a part of the sex. 
There are many, many women who 
know what these evil works are and 
what they por-ie.nd,*and who refuse to 
wear these bloody tine feathers. Upon 
every woman rests the duty, both for 
the sake of the bird life and for the 
credit of her sex, of converting some 
other woman. If the women who al­
ready have the right feeling were to 
take this matter up in earnest they 
oould produce a revolution in the mil­
linery trade and so lessen the demand 
for wild bird plumage that the feather 
interest would have to seek some other 
form of investment. 

The whole matter is up to the wom­
en. On t'heir heads is the blood of 
the slaughtered innocents. Let those 
who are made indignant by the shame-

,ful facts of-the. case pledge themselves 
and one another to give no encourage­
ment to this cruel-and wicked industry 
and let each one do her best to win 
others to her own convictions. The 
Woman's Club and" other organiza­
tions might well make of themselves 
foci of sentiment. It is in their pow­
er, if they choose to do it. to exercise 
a wide and growing influence for good. 
-' Just now the thing of greatest and 
most importance is to induce Congress 
to put into the forthcoming tariff bill 
a section prohibiting the importation' 
of the skins or plumage of wild birds. 
The best way to do" this is to write a 
strong and definite letter to the Hon; 
Oscar W. Underwood, Chairnian of 

-tic—Ways—and Means Committee, afe. 
silting him that such a section is de­
sired by the best class of American 
women, and that they will support by 
every means in their power a decision 
in its favor. 

The plumage birds of our own coun­
try are, for the most part, already,fair 
ly well protected by law. It is some-
tiroes very, difficult, even impossible, 
to make that protection practically ef­
fective, because the plumage of Am­
erican birds, especial! of the egret, is 
declared by the dealer to have been 
•imported. The.passage of this desir­
ed new law would put a stop at once 
to all such practices. In that way it 
would be of great benefit to our own 
bird life, and would make less expen­
sive the cost of protecting it. 

But the law would be of the great­
est importance and value in the strug­
gle bird lovers are making to save wild 
birds elsewhere. Deprive the feather 
trade of the American market and it
