PROMINENT FARMER OF . McEWEN 

ST. KILLS HIMSELF. 

Worry and Despondency Drive Him To 

Fatal Act. 

Mr. Olin f. Denton, a farmer living 
some two miles north of this village on 
MfcEwen St., shot himself last Wednes­
day morning through the heart with a 
38 rifle. It had been quite evident 
to the family for several days that he 
was worrying and somewhat depressed, 
but no one realized the seriousness of 
his condition. He arose in the morn­
ing as usual and with the hired man, 
Mr. Warren Hoxie, attended to the 

".milking and some other chores before 
breakfast. He ate a good breakfast and 
started out as was supposed to feed 
and care for the stock, as was his wont 
whi le^he hired man attended to the 
woH(Bi the horse barn. When thro'-
thete Mr. Hoxie went to the cow barn 
arfa~on~opening the door noticed a 
smoky condition in the farther end of 
the floor. .Going thither and just be­
fore reaching the door he saw the body 
of Mr. Denton lying on the floor and 
that the clothing qn his breast was 
slowly burninig. This he put out and 
discovered that Mr. Denton was dead. 
The empty rifle by his side with a small 
stick nearby told the sad story. Dr. 
Mathews was called by phone and he 
found the conditions as noted above. 

' Mr. Denton evidently went directly 
from the house to the barn and plac­
ing the.muzzle of the gun over the re­
gion of the heart with, the short stick 
pushed the' tr igger which sent him in­
stant ly- to that land from which none 
•ever return. Coroner Smith, of Win­
throp was summoned and at once pro­
nounced it a case of suicide while tem­
porarily insane. Olin F., son of'Henry 
and Mary Sheldon Denton' was bbrn in 
this town 52 years ago. His vocation 
has* been farming and for several years 
he worked for the late Hiram M. Rose. 
January 31, 1889, he married Miss 
Hattie Mi -Rose and. a few years later 
purchased his father-in-law's farm and 
very kindly cared for him in his last 
days. He was an exceptionally good 
farmer and an expert in the handling 
and care of stock. As a neighbor, a 
friend and citizen he was valued by 
all and will be sadly missed in town 
for his many acts of generosity and 
neighborly kindness. Besides his wife 
he leaves three brothers and one sister 
namely, Mr. Nehemiah Denton of Fer­
gus Falls, Minn., Hiram and Uriah of 
this town, and Mrs. A. H. Squire of 
this village. The funeral was held at 
the home Saturday fully 100 people 
gathering to pay tribute of respect to 
their old time neighbor and friend.
