ALFRED E. PAGE. 

It was the privilege of the writer to 
know intimately the subject of this 
sketch, as a schoolmate, a pastor and a 
friend. Only a few days ago..tthe fai'th-
Xulipastor was speaking to me, as he so 
well knew how to speak them, the 
wurds of consolation for the loss of a 
friend. Now the pastor has, himself, 
passed to his reward; and 1, Relieving 
that his worth and work deserve more 
than a passing notice, wish to add the 
tribute of these few words to his mem­
ory. 

Alfred E. Page was barn in the town 
of Potsdam, N. Y., March 24th, 1S66 
He was educated in the common 
schools and at the Potsdam State Nor­
mal School. He was licensed by the 
Conference of the M". E. Church to 
exhort, on the 12th day of November, 
1SS9, received in time the regular pro-

(• motions and was finally ordained an 
Elder April 21st, 1895. He remained 
in the ministry continuously, except 
for a period when his health prevented 
active ministerial labors. He died .at 
Parishville, March 14th, leaving be­
hind him the record of a life well spent 

"Fred Page," as his intimates called 
him, was a singularly likable man.- I 
recall now that Vernon Kirk, seeing 
him for the first time when he came to 
the Parishville charge, characterized 
him as "a Christian gentleman." The 
discr'.ptfon was most appropriate. 
Courteous, dignified, kindly, unselfish, 
he aw^nce commanded, even among 
strangers, confidence and respect. 
During all the years I knew him. I 
never heard him voice an unkind or a 

quustion-aibie^ thou-ght.-- •- - -
He had to a. large degree the artistic 

•temperament, the appreciation of the 
'beautiful in art and nature. There 
was something 'almost feminine in his 
love of flowers. The last time 1 saw 
him alive 1 noticed in his study the 
plants and vines he had.tr-ained with 
tender care. He had a great passion 
for nature. The,woods, the 'birds, the 
streams and 'the fields .filled his heart 
with joy. Only last summer he con­
structed -a cottage at Jo Indian Lake, 
where he planned to spend many a 
happy summer in the- years to come. 
He was by nature a retiring man. He 
was never obtrusive, ostentatious or 
boastful. 1 dn not think he craved 
for fame or cared for the turmoil and 
excitement of the crowds. Rather he 
coveted the peace of'nis-irome. There, 
with his wife and daughter, his books, 
his music and his flowers, the cup of 
his happiness was full. 

lie was, ttiu; a 'Inwr of cliildreTT. 
Someone has said that "he w-h'cT loves 
flowers and children has a good heart." 
That he was a devoted husband and 
father no one who knew him could 
doubt. His hrme life was ideal. 

The best energies of his life were 
given to his chosen work, the minis­
try. As a preachir he was gifted far 
above the average, tirs presence was 
impressive, his voice deep and sweet 
:and sympathetic. He drew from his­
tory, literature and nature freely to 
illuminate h'is theme. • Moreover, he 
had the rare instinct of the orator for 
word pictures which toirch the heart. 
Never have I heard the gospel present­
ed more tenderly than by him. His 
preach'in'g-'was an index of the man 
himself. iHis message was literally a 
message of love. He did not much 
concern himself with dogmas over 
which men may conscientiously disa­
gree. Religion, to him did not mean 
merely a 'code of laws, 'but rather a 
great ins.pifation, filling the life . and' 
consecrating it to nobler endeavor and 
service. 

He took his work seriously, too se­
riously for his strength. ' A deeply 
sensitive man, it distressed him to see 
the church's work lag or stop. He 
felt a great responsibility for the souls 
in his charge and especially for the 
young. It was touching to see the 
boys whom he had organized as "Boy 
Scouts" attending his funeral in a 
body. There can be no doubt that his 
health, ever delicate, became further 
impaired iby his anxiety to measure up 
to the high standard he believed every 
Christian Minister should attain. 

'His death-was a great'loss, not only 
to his immediate family, but to the Par-
jshville Church, that had extended to 
him a unanimous call to return. In 
his two years babors there he had come 
to be loved and respected as few pas­
tors have been. Non-churchmen, as 
well as churchmen saw that here was 
a man who lived his religion. No mean 
or selfish deed or word shadows his 
career. The fragrance of such a life, 
sweeter ;than the fragrance of the flow­
ers-he loved, will still linger in- the 
memories, .ofjiis friends.
