CAMPAIGN AGAINST FLIES. 

Organization and- Preparation Ehould 

Be Commenced Early. 

1. Educational work should be be­
gun at once, in schools, women's clubs 
and other civic organizations, because 
.Jf you wait .until the flies appear in the 
spring, they will be multiplying by 
t h e million while you are doinig organ­
ization work that ought to have been 
done during the cold weather. This 
committee, as in former years, will co­
operate with local committees, furn­
ishing literature and answering ques­
tions as to methods of individual cam­
paigns, etc. 

2. I n ' your movements for passing 
general cletan-uip and anti-fly ordinanc­
es, first secure the interest of the 
State Health Department. If .you find 
difficulty in doing this by mere force 
of suggestion, emptoy other legiti­
mate means of stirring them to action 
—petitions from local or State organ­
izations, boards of trade, women's 
clubs, town improvement societies,, 
etc. -If the head of the State health 
service is not cordially co-operating 
with you, lie can be shamed into it. 
1 3. Employ similar tactics, if neces­
sary, with the health authorities, al-

• dermen and other officials of your city 
or town. 

4. -Get ordinances passed (State if 
possible, local at any rate) for the 
screening of foodstuffs, the chemical-
treatment and removal of manure, etc 
but do not think that because you have 
an ordinance it will enforce itself. Eter 
nal vigilance is the price of freedom 
from filth asd flies. Probably even 
the most energetic and sympathetic 
health officer will be unable with the 
force of inspectors at his command to 
discover all the violations of the ordi­
nance. You must help him by volun­
teer inspection and reports, if then he 
is lukewarm in the prosecution of of­
fenders, make his position uncomfort­
able-; if the magistrate refuses to im­
pose fines for proved violations, make 
it uncomfortable for' them, top. It's 
all very simple if jsou are in earnest. 

5r Colorado- and Texas have insti­
tuted the custom of State-wide "Clean 
op Days." Induce the Governor of 
your State, by proclamations to set 
aside a day for such a purpose, and if 
he cannot be induced to d o so—but 
he probably can, if proper representa­
tions are made to him—at least get 
your mayor to proclaim a local "Clean 
up Day." ' J 

6. If you must have "fly-swatting" 
contests to stimulate interest in your 
local campaign, let them be held as 
early ' in the spring as possible, whjle 
there are comparatively few flies. If 
you could find and kill all the spring 
flies—as of course you cannot—there 
would be none to trouble you in the 
summer. 
. 7. Be careful to brush up any flies 

that may be lying around with their 
. feet up in the air, looking as if they 
were dead; they may be "playing pos­
sum." The only safe/way is to burn 
them. Do not throw them out, or in­
to the garbage can, as they will be­
come active as soon as" the tempera­
ture rises.

Jim Thorpe May Take Up 
Professional Hockey.

Negotiations are being conducted by 
the Tei-uiust'li professional hockey team 
of Toronto with J im Thorpe, star 
athlete uf the. Carlisle Indian school, 
which may result in Thorpe's becom­
ing,a professional hockey player next 
season. 

The management, of the Teeumseh 
team learned upon good authority that 
Thorpe is a very efficient hockey player, 
and, since there is a scarcity of good 
material, a communication was for­
warded to the Indian. 

I t is reported tha t Thorpe" will not 
turn professional unless he receives au 
ironbound-contract calling for a hand­
some stipend. 

When questioned W. J. Bellingham, 
president of the Teeumseh Hockey 
club, practically admitted that he was 
negotiating with Thorpe, but declined 
to enter into particulars. 

BETTER BABIES. 

A« Well at Better Cattle, Fruit and 

Vegetables. 

•In the state of Iowa, where the fin-
• est, sleekest live stock pasture and the 

bumper corn crops are raised, they are 
after a new crop record—better ba­
bies. For' several decades Iowa, has 
been standardizing corn, cattle and 
hogs. .Now, by precisely - the same 
scientific methods'," they have begun to 
standardize their babies. So in order 
to get the p'ublic interested some very 
clever women decided to put babies 
on exhibition at the. Des Moines State 
Fair, and judge them as they would 
cattle or corn. The fair had held ba­
by shows before but they were all in 
the nature of heauty contests in which 
the prettiest cherub carried off the 
prize. This time however the baby 
show was judged according to entirely 
different standards. The judges were 
physicians' and looks...were taken into 
consideration, only so far as they in­
dicated good hei l th . Each child was 
scored by a system of points like but­
ter o r hogs or Jerseys, and there was 
n o balloting for the prett iest or the 
sweetest. It was all very well to have 
your baby disqualified because its hair 
was not- a good shade, or its eyes were 
too small, or it lacked the fascinating 
dimple; but when an authority an­
nounced (In private of course, through 
a score-card) that said' baby was like'a 
.defective horse or hog, lightweight, 
too short of leg o r too flabby of skin 
—well, no Iowa farmer was going to 
stand for that very long. Iowa 'babies 
somehow had to be brought up to the 
standard, of Iowa corn. / 

Arid so the first step' in the cam­
paign for better babies had been taken 
The women behind the movement 
were already Beginning a between fair 
campaign, for they had found, strange­
ly enough, that the" city babies had 
made better records than the country 
babies. The babies at the state fair 
had come out a bad second to the 
crops of grain and liv"e stock. In a 
few generations, according t o those 
fateful score-cards, Iowa would" have 
the most fruitful fields and the high­
est standard of live stock in t h e coun­
try, but fields would be tilled and the 
stock driven by a defective race of 
men and womeh. Iowa's pride was 
touched. 

Club women in the cities and towns 
turned from literary topics ' to health 
and hygiene for babies.' At t h e grange 
meetings the wives of farmers' stopped 
talking the best feed for chickens and 
discussed sleeping quarters and bal­
anced .diet for children under three 
years of age. Every baby who had 
failed in that astonishing contest at 
Des Moines was examined through pa­
rental eyes which somehow saw a child 
as a new creature, just as worthy of. 
correct physical upbringing as calves 
and. pigs. \

Molntosh Quits Fight Game. 
Hugh Mcintosh, the Australian pro­

moter, announced recently tha t ' he had 
disposed of his interests in the pugilis­
tic game to "Snowy" Baker, a promi­
nent boxing promoter. Mcintosh will 
devote his whole .time, to a theatrical 
circuit. "•• 

Baker has purchased the stadium 
where all big fights arranged by Mcin­
tosh were staged and hopes to arrange 
a world's "lightweight championship 
match and. will offer champipns In all 
divisions special inducements to come 
here, he said.

miles) amateur championship on six 
different decasions and by virtue of 
t h e event being abandoned in America 
this year on account of Insufficient en­
tries still retains his title, plans to re­
tire. He hopes to establish an unpaced-
speed record from 'London to Brighton 
and return before finally quitting the 
sport.

Pacific conjst John McMurray, aged 
twenty, won the annual Christmas 
day 100 yard swim in the Willamette 
river, Portland, Ore., recently to 351-5' 
seconds, a new world's amateur mark.

To drive away mice scatter camphor

Vinegar should never be kept in 
stone jars , a s this spoils it arid renders 
It unfit for use. j 

Corks may__be made both air a n l wa­
ter f-*ht if^immersed for five minutes 
in boiling oil. 
.When boiling clear soup add a small 

lump of sugar to the saucepan. This 
will give it an added brilliancy. 

Cold tea is excellent for cleaning all 
sorts of painted wood except white. 
This should be cleaned with milk. 

Fried ^Partridges, 
Allow one partridge for each two 

persons to be served. Cut as for broil­
ing and fry -in a mixture of equal 
par ts of sal t 'pork fa t and clarified but­
ter, dipping first in flour and dusting 
with- salt and pepper. When tender 
remove to a hot plat ter and garnish 
with sippets of toast and the livers 
and slices of crisp sal t pork or bacon. 
Into th__fa t remaining in t h e pan 
braid two tablespoonfuls of flour and 
when well blended tu rn in one cup of 
hot cream,-stir until smooth and slight­
ly thick and pour over the partridges. 

Cleaning Silver. 
Tarnished rilver should be immersed 

in sour milk and let remain there for 
some time. Use a soft toothbrush to 
clean out any embossed work. Blnse 
afterward in clean warm water and 
when the article is quite dry polish 
with a nice, soft piece 6f old silk. A 
good WHy to clean silver cutlery i s t o 
wash it in soapy water directly aft­
er use, Kinse in d e a r warm water, to 
be followed with a brisk polish with 
r soft clean rag. Silver goods should 
'/ever be placed away in a damp con­
dition. 

Baked Peas. 
Take a q u a r t of dried peas and soak 

overnight, pour off water, add more 
and parboil until- skins begin to slip 
off. Pu t In heah pot, add two tabie-
spoonfuls sugar; one-half pound pork, 
suit and pepper. Bake as you would 
b w n s .
