It was so dis­
tant the thunder could not 'be heard at 
least *I did not hear it. The fore part 
of-the day was warm and the mercury 
reached 62 but about the middle of the 
afternoon a gale came up and the tem­
perature fell 22 degrees. Our pleas­
ant weather is probably over for the 
present. The wind blew one end of 
the Phenix Butter -Factory out.

Editors Courier and Freeman: 

Jacksonville, Florida, seems "to be 
the city of ail the South that-most of 
the tourists wish to visit and its beau­
ty and attractions have no doubt been 
magnified. _ The population, which is 
'less than 60,000, is mixed and over 
fifty per cent ate .colored. The streets 
and buildings are only what one would 
expect In such a"city and its -parks are 
far below what you would expect. 
This city is unlike Saratoga as Sara­
toga lives on summer boarders while 
Jacksonville lives on winter tourists, 
but to say the least Florida has no 
doubt the best climate in the United 
States. 'Florida has -less than 800,-

000 p6pulation or one-half as many 
as the city of/Philadelphia. 1 have not 
in all this trip picked an orange or 
even seen one growing T5n a tree. Yet 
1 have seen young trees recently set" 
out and-no doubt will produce orang­
es later. Oranges are grown farther 
south as well as other fruits .and in 
quantities that are satisfactory and also 
profitable. You can hear anything 
for, and against investing in Florida, 
for I have seen those who were buy­
ing real estate and improving it by 
setting o'ut groves and fruits and will 
make a success later. Those who 
speak against the state have purchased 
real estate from land sharks and no 
doubt have got the number of acres 
they bought, but find it under waser 
and can never be reclaimed or in sec­
tions where the -land cannot be worked 

There is plenty of .good land for 
sale and will-be for ai'long time, but 
investors should either*see the land 
before buying or buy from some re­
liable person, for I have seen people 
•who have paid part of the purchase 
price and after seeing what they had 
bought will pay no more and had rath­
er lose what they have paid than to 
pay the balance. I have no interest, 
or do not want to mislead anyone in 
investing in Florida, but' this state of­
fers just as good an inducement as any 
state in the'Union for progressive peo­
ple and with a small capital to start 
with. I am thinking I may possibly 
return later and see what I can do. 

Vegetables, fruits and provisions, 
are sold as low if noT~tower than any 
place in the south and one can ob­
tain rooms and board in Jacksonville 
as reasonable as in the north. The 
city has fine hotels for those who go 
there just to throw away money, but 
almost every residence .has either a 
sign out, rooms to rent, or rooms with 
board and there are good respectable 
hotels where you can get a fine room 
with board for one dollar a day. I 
have seen well-to-do people that in­
tended to rent rooms and cook their 
own board but found that they could 
get good-rooms and board'as reasona­
ble if not lower than they could'board 
themselves. 

Our train passed through a woods 
just north of Jacksonville where the 
palms were growing wild, so thick and 
tall that the ground was shady and it 
was a sight, for I believe _ that the 
trees were at least fifty fljet tall. Our 
route passed through Savannah with 
more pine and turpentine forests and 
this sand and pine extended clear to 
Richmond. 

I visited Columbia, the capital of 
South Carolina and as both houses are 
in session I made them a'short visit. 
Columbia claims to the starting point 
of secession and in the first Baptist 
Church, the'first meeting, where seces­
sion was' advocated was held and then 
they adjourned to Charleston where 
the secessionists made their plan* for 
the great rebellion 

Our trip from Columbia to "Rich­
mond lay through towns that were 
made historic by battles.and incidents 
that are recorded during the rebellion. 
The city of Richmond is very clean and 
attractive and is really a northern city. 
The State Capitol is very interesting 
and n o doubt novel' especially as the 
state can make all the laws that they 
can enforce, 'as. the -House of Repre­
sentatives meet' only once in two years 
•and then only a six-days session. We 
spent several hours at the Confederate 
Museum which was the home of Jef­
ferson Davis during the ' war, and in 
the capital*of Confederacy, Fichmond, 
Va. The city purchased this private 
residence Jrom Mr. Lewis Crenshay 
in 1862 for the-use of the Confeder­
ate Government. The city furnished 
the house and offered it as a gift f* 
Jefferson .Davis, but he refused to ac­
cept the 'gift. The Confederate Gov­
ernment then rented it for the Execu-. 
tlve Mansion of the Confederate 
States. President. Davis lived here 
with his 'family, using the house 'both 
in a private and official capacity, and 
it remained 'his home until the evacu­
ation of the city of Richmond April 2, 
IS65, when it was occupied April 3, 
by Gen. Weitzel iir command of the 
Federal troops. President Lincoln 
made this house a visit two days after 
the city was evacuated. The building 
is three stories high, • built of brick, 
with brick partitions, and. has been 
made fireproof with concrete floors 
and iron stairs and every precaution 
made for the safety of its relics which 
are held so dear to the South. Each 
Southern State has -taken rand furnish­
ed a -̂roo-m and gathered historic relics 
of everv name and nature, that belong 
ed to their people and state that was 
used du r ing ' o r previous to the war 
and each room and exhibit is held in 
sacred memory to" what is termed our 
lost cause, and no other bujlding holds 
such a prized and valuable collection 
as this one which is so sacred -to *all 
connected or interested in carrying on 
that great conflict. 

North Carolina had 115,000 voters 
bu't sent 125,,000 enlisted men or one-
fifth of the entire Confederate army 
and at the 'battle of Gettysburg lost 
eighty per cent of its men that ever 
en-gaged in that 'battle. There are 
glass cases which contain Uniforms, 
coats, capes, hats, swords, saddlers, 
s-purs, revolvers and every--conrceivable" 
thing that -belonged the the leading 
Generals that were used during the 
war that are 'held as relics and are 
guarded-and watched for fear some 
relic hunter will get -them. Jefferson 
Davis' suit which he wore when cap­
tured, Robert Lee, J. E. -B. Stuart, 

»Stbne-wall Jackson, Sterling Price, Jno. 

H. Morgan, and many other exhibits 
are in cases that are valued very high. 

'The solid gold spurs of Stonewall-Jack 
son, a gift, from his friends which he 
never wore and Gen. Sterling Price's 
sword, and a gold scabbard which cost 
Siooo, a.gift from 1000 ladies of New 
Orleans, and in contributions of one 
dollar each, are there. The scabbard 
represents a sugar c-ane of Louisiana 
the handle an ear of corn, the fender 
the hempstock and tobacco of Missou­
ri and .the cotton boll of Louisiana. 
John H. Morgan's saddle, spurs, revol­
vers and suit, also a piece of rope thai 
he made from sheets that were used 
when he escaped", are among the valu­
ed relics. Mrs. Jefferson Da.vis' calico J 
dress that cost $1000 and not a very 
pretty print, is well preserved for cal­
ico was Sioo ,a yard at that time. For 
reason of limited space I will drop ,the 
mantle -of' charity that covers these 
relics forborne hats and coats have 
bullet holes that were made by the. 
bullet that' caused the-death of those 
who wore theni^ and made these arti­
cles so 'historic.'"' I can only say-that 
in case any reader ever has the oppor­
tunity, be sure and confirm what I 
have written, but can safely say -that 
you would write more than I have. 

When conversing with old Confed­
erate soldiers who tell how ieduced 
;he South was before the close of trie 
war and to what extent they had to 
economize in food, cloches, ammuni­
tion and in what a wretched condition 
they were in at the close of the war, 
and as one illustration, two picture; 
hanging on the wall in the museum 
seems to tell it all. It is a soldier of 
the South leaving a good home with 
the pride, and strength of youth and 
another picture of his home and him­
self after,jthe close of the war. His 
home all destroyed and himself in 
rags. This is their side, but what of 
the "other side. Who 1s there that 
can ever' forget and all caused by 
a few hot heads who caused the south 
and north to go to war and one thai 
history has never recorded its equal. 

After stopping in Washington five 
days, visiting, the capitol attending 
two days session- of Congress and the 
Senate, besides visiting most of the 
museums, art galleries, and olher pub­
lic buildings, we-left for Philadelphia, 
stopping four days, and in New York 
we made a stay of seven days, we left, 
for home, passing through twenty-five 
states and w'as away from home eight 
weeks, making irs a profitable and 
interesting trip and was as glad and 
thankful to get home again as we were 
for the opportunity of making the trip 

In conclusion will say^ that old St. 
.JK'awrence County is so far ahead and 
above the average of any section that 
we have seen that we have decided that 

-it. is no object to look any further for 
a better-place to live and die, and tint 
while all sections offer some special 
inducements, there are as few objec­
tions to living here as any place that I 
have ever seen.

All through the South negroes and 
poor whites, and Italians wherever 
they live, ,are killing every sort of wild 
bird they can shoot, legally where they 
can, with secrecy where it is illegal. 
The slaughter is atrocious, whether it 
is considered on'sentimental or eco­
nomic grounds. For these are insect-
iverous birds and of the greatest value 
to society in preventing the losses 
caused by insect pests. In those 
states where it is permitted by hfw, 
public sentiment needs to be educated 
and aroused to the point of demanding 
legislation against it. Where it is not 
permitted, there are often ways of 
bringing pressure to bear that will 
stop the practice. For instance, along 
the line of the new CatskHl Aqueduct 
'•cmii'lmg-to- New York City, the con­
tractors "KSve stfipiped the shooting of 
birds by the laborers. They have 
made the rule tlraFany"man who goes 
hunting will be discharged.
