. embodied in a bill, which the progres­
s ives have introduced at Albany and 
which has been introduced in the leg­
islatures of other states; This is the 
essence and heart of the progressive 
movement. 

have no more rights and privileges 
than are accorded t W o r e i g n nations. 
The American vessels plying along our 
coasts do not . enter into competition 
with trans-Atlantic shipping and there, 
is no reason on earth why they should 
pay ft,r the privilege of passing thro', 
the canal section any more than they 
should, pay-toll for passing through 
a'iy other American water.

nies sh >uld have the privilege of the 
canal, an act which put out of bus ncss 
many of the finest American vessels 
that float. In this matter of the tre ;-
ty the .nation's good name is not baif 
as 'much at stake as its common sense 
;nd it.; fairness towaids its own com­
merce. . 

TOPICS OF THE DAY. 

One of the amusing features of the 
progressive movement is • the cam­
paign these eminent reformers are 
making for the short ballot. Now the 
short 'ballot, means nothing more nor 
less than cutting ddwn the number of 
elective offices and thus, shortening 
the ballot by removing from the people 
the right to vote for public officials. 
The whole cry of these alleged re­
formers has heretofore been to get 
our officials closer to the "people," to 
give the "people" an opportunity to 
express themselves on -all candidates, 
and to allow_.the "people" every possi­
ble opportunity to participate in the 
affairs of government. Yet these 
pseudo reformers come out now with 
the proposition that the people should 
be allowed to vote for only a few of 
their public officers, and that all oth­
ers should be appointedl The argu­
ment of the Progressives is that the 
people are too ignorant and unintelli­
gent to be allowed to vote for more 
than three or foiW_c:lhd»rt<s,.»nd'ih*tl 

if the-names of all the candidates are 
on the ballot the voters will not know 
enough to exercise a proper discrimi­
nation in voting. This is of c o u r s e ^ , 
complete reversal»of the direct p r i m a l 
ries principle about which these wise 
men have made so much fuss, but hav­
ing been so successful thus far in 
fooling the ' people they expecj; to be., 
able to keep the process going indefi­
nitely. These reformers, aaid progres­
sives are certainly amusing critters. 

The various states 'having adopted 
the amendment to the federal constir 
tution providing for an income tax, 
the democrats in Congre"ss are prepar­
ing to carry it into'effect. Of course 
the original intent of the amendment 
wa_s simply to produce a condition 
whereby in time of war or _urg.ent 

-need'the necessary reVenues could be 
raised by taxing individual, incomes. 
But the size of fhe Congressional pork 
barrel has .become so swollen, the ex­
penditures are increasing 'to such vast 
dimensions and the appropriations'are 
running up to such tremendous figures 
that the democratic administration at 
'Washington "is already beginning* to 
figure out ways and means to increase 

' the revenues. As they intend t o put 
their' free- trade docfriries in to effect 
by reducing the protective tariff they 
must needs, get 'busy at once to> raise 
from other sources the -necessary 
money for their expenditures.. So 
they propose to take advantage of the 
folly of the states in ratifying this in­
come proposition and without waiting 
for war or emergency to st'art it into 
operation at once. Some misguided 
people Jiave acquired the idea that this 
will apply only to the rich portion of 
our population and that people of a 
moderate means will escape the tax. 
The fallacy of this idea will soon be­
come evident, however, for once it is 
set in operation everybody who has an 
income will find himself compelled to 
pay tlie tax. And the penalty for 
evading it -will be s o stringent that 
short of moving one's home and family 
to a foreign country" no one can suc­
cessfully dodge it. Inquisitors will be 
appointed to pry into all private bus­
iness and affairs, every cent of income 
which anybody receives 'must be ac­
counted for and reported to the tax 
authorities, and if you fall to disclose 
all your private matters to the public 
and pay your tax, away you go to the 
dungeon.- Possibly some people will 
submit to this inquisitorial tax dieer-

• fully and willia-gly but even now there 
are rumblings of discontent over ifhe 
prospect. 

It is a little difficult for the average 
citizen to work himself up to any great 
pitch of indignation over the propos­
al . to allow our coastwise' vessels .fhe 
right to pass through the Panama ca­
nal without -paying tolls. It is true 
of course that this nation signed a 
treaty, with Great Britain which pro­
vided 'that in- the operation of the ca­
nal no discrimination should be 
Shown. This was intended t o apply 
to the trans-Atlantic ships of all na­
tions which desire to pass through the 
canal," and of course also M is consid­
ered honorable t o adhere to the terms 
of a treaty with a friendly .nation.

' Fo r these and other reasons it be­
came 'ev ident that Col. Scott should 
no longer be retained in the public 
service, and for"-'fear that the Col. 
might successfully refute the charges 
against him it was thought best by the 
Governor to remove him without as­
senting to the unanimous request of 
theNsenate for an impartial hearing.

He made a rather detestable 
figure there by admitting under a mer­
ciless examination that he is one of 
those creatures who has been in the 
pay of "the insane murderer, Harry If. 
-Th-MV-4f the Hon. Jas. W. Bailey is a 
moral leper, what, is Alfred Henry 
Lew-is? The matter is only worth 
attention in so far as it shows up the 
class of men- who by their illegitimate 
magazine activities for a " price, are 
moulding public opinion and creating 
anarchy in public 'affairs. 

Ralph Pulitzer, owner of the New 
York World, is trying t o sue Hon. 
William J. Gaynor, Mayor of New York 
for Ifbel, but the judge. t o whom he 
applied couldn't see it that way. The 
-attempted action is said to be based 
-upon a speech made 'by the Mayor de ­
voted largely to Hearst -and the. Pulit­
zers, who, he said, "are prone to not 
tell the truth, to say the least. They 
have massed a great fortune by lying. 
They have addressed themselves to 
(underworld and criminal classes so 
long that they are unable td turn over 
a new leaf and address themselves , t o 
respectable people and tell the t ru th . " 

Bird S. Coler. in his recently pub 
iished book. "Two and Two M'a'ke 
•Four," asserts that educators cf note 
will not deny that the public schools 
"are, not making' for righteousness." 
He pointed cut by way of example the 
grewth in New York of "a new type 
of crim'inal—a conscienceless, fearless 
young brute,, who murders for hire 
and recognizees no mora].accountability 
and no social obligation." In line 
with this reasoning is the recent decla­
ration of Assistant District Attorney 
Moss that the most dangerous locali­
ties in the metropolis are the- habitats 
of young criminals of "the high.school 
boy type." Further illustration may-
appear in the revelations which have 
disclosed high officers of a great rail­
road graft in* the company's repair-
work and "mercati'ts and other - busi­
ness men" buyjng postage stamps from 
brokers dealing regularly with post-
office burglars and office thieves. Mur­
derers and burglars testify less to the 
weakening morality than business men 
engaged in such practices. It becom­
es a question whether-'ireligious free­
dom" is not developing freedom-from 
the moral principles for which religion 

•stands. The pews are empty. The 
schools are "Godless." Coincidently 
or consequently, these criminal phe­
nomena appear. Enough o f ' it will 
raise the question whether it" is not 
the duty of the state to provide some 
form of moral instruction.
