Time Doing It. 

E. X. Beinois of Gouverneur, who 
was "Plain Bill" Sulzer's campaign 
manager in St. Lawrence county last 
fall, has been trying to collect his 
expenses ever since from Bill, but has 
thus for succeeded 'in securing but 
$13 on his claim. ' He 'says "he d^es 
not ask anything for hjs time, merely 
his actual expenses, and feels that he 
has bought a former governor ot the 
state for $13.00. He.has put h's 
claim in the hands of an attorney for 
collection after making two visits to 
Mr. Sulzer's office in New Yo'k. On 
the first- visit Mr. Sulzer said the com­
mittee was short of funds but reach­
ed into his pocket and gave him all 
he had—$3.00. On the second visit 
Mr. Sulzer was not in, but Beinois 
took; th'e matter up with his secretary 
who sent him t o Mr. Bell Thomas. The 
latter said that the. committee was 
financially embaTrassed; but he finally 
gave him an order for $10, which Mr. 
Beinois succeeded "in having cashed. 
Beinois circulated Sulzer's petitions 
and much free literature on Sulzjr" in 
St. Lawrence county.
