Several pastors of the 
local churches -who -have been- infer-
viiewed om the subject express the o p ­
inion! that -the ipresent 'winter has al­
ready proven, one of-the hardest on 
the poor in their experience. 

Superintendent Fox has already 
taken four Bndi-vlduals t o 'the county 
house imthe .past few weeks. These 
men will be assured of a comfortable 
home and -food and clothfmg for the 
winter. , But there are many families 
•—sontajpijdows with small children— 
thrown.,TTpon their resources which 
are all too scanty, to whom local char 
ity could be most profitably extended. 

Trinity Episcopal Church of this 
village .is made the beneficiary, of a 
fund of- $20,000, according to advices 
received by the Rector, Rev; W. J. 
Hamilton.', Sunday. The fund, which 
will he held in trust -for the church, 
ii 'given.-by_the--Misjes_EIizabeth and 
Lavinta Clarkson of "New York, form­
erly of. this village.
