Moreover,-if-the sheep owner 
shot a stray dog on his premises, the 
Owner of the dag cou'ld sue >!he farm­
er for darifages. Th -farmers oif Vir­
ginia grew tvred of havinig their waste 
land idie and finally induced 'the leg­
islature to pass the accompanyinig 
dog 'law. This Jaw, when adopted 'by 
a county, .makes it a misdemeanor for 
the owner of a dog to ^ailow That dog 
off his own- property unless he-is with 
the dog. Jn the case of incorporated' 
villages and towns the law -permits 
the liicensinig of dogs, but makes it a 
.misdemeanor for them to 'be' alone 
outside of .the incorporated 'limits, 

The indirect effect of this lay is t o 
allow amy farmer to shoot a lone dog 
on 'Ms property. The. owner of the 
dog, before he can. bring suit for dam­
ages for the killing of the dog, nec-
essanily must establish, proof that the 
dog. was at large,and thus subject him 
self to a fine .up to $50. •

•for several years past has succeeded 
to making material for stories, true 
and otherwise^ among the residents 
where he lived, has been takeji Into 
custody by Sheriff Edwards of Frankr. 
tin County, who was moved to the 
action by the frequent complaint,of 
the residents of Lake Kushaqua, who 
state that the so-called wild man was 
existlwg 'under eondWons-that -hinted 
stron'gly off his 'belmig mentally incom­
petent. 

Mr. Edwards went to Lake Kusha­
qua, .andhMnig a man who knew the 
country well, they walked bjack into. 
flie woods for about a miTe and a Tialf 
wjvere they easily found Kuntz sjeep-
iwg under a biig rock, around which 
burlap siacks.and leaves had been put 
to keep the wind from him. Around 
Us head and 'body the man had wound 
a large burlap sack 'and when discov­
ered by the officer, was emgaged in 
the ip!easarot_occupa*!on" of' sleeping. 
He was awakened and at first declined 
to come with the officer, but a little 
gentle persuasion o.n the pant of Mr. 
Edwards soon (brought the man ar­
ound and he was safely 'taken- to Ma-
lone and housed" in •the county jail, 
where he has been- since that time. 

It is expected that Kuntz will be 
examined by a corn'mission. of physi­
cians who are to be appointed bv 
Judge Paddock t o whom' 'application 
has been1 made'Tiy the district attorney 

The body of James White, a Cana­
dian Indian was found a short distance
