Tne Commis­
sion, 'estiim'ates that ripe timber „wou!d 
sell for .about a million dollars annual­
ly. The State now expends $365,000 
yearly on the forists, $150,000 for 
taxes, and $200,000 for Interest. The 
net income would .amount to a million 

,mimus the two foregoing' Items and 
whatever additional cost there might 
be under a new regime. 

The Commission repeats its belief, 
stated by C. R. Pettis, Superiwte dent 
of Forests, that Jhe lease of camp.sites.

For each 
man, would have a personUl Interest 
in- keeping fires down* '' 

Tlhe direct revenues of the calendar 
year twrriedlnto the,- State treasury by 
the Comimission will total #381,116.-
86 as "comipared with $316,407,87 in 
191-3, and much lesser sums In each 
of the two years previous. The fish 
hatcheries and game farm yielded 
$215,454.62, making a total''of $596-
•ooo in cash or its equivalent, "as ag­
ainst expenditure of $640,000.' This 
$381,000 consisted of ,#208,250 in 
hrahitfiig licenses, $67,740 in fines and 
penalties, and $33,231 from, rental of 
shellfish lands. 

The total area- burned over by for­
est fires during the year was' 13,837 
seres; total damage, $il4,"905; cost to 
extinguish, $13,98.7.18; total number 
of forest• •Btts—413. The Stiate pro­
tects 7,200,000 acres against fire, of 
which It owns only l.SoOjOoo. 
. The State has planted the past year 

from its nurseries 1,094,150 frees; 
given to State institution to plant, 
908,025; sold to private o.wnerst 2,-
609,863. It has planted on the State 
lands duranig the past' four years, 2,-
636,650 trees. During the same pe­
riod it has given. 10,4?0,843 trees for 
reforestation of - private 'iands, and it 
has now 32,900,000 trees\in its nur­
series, of which 10,000,000 will he 
available for plantinig in 19t5.
