. The State Conservation Commis­
sion is out with a story that shouM 
interest all sportsmen and lovers of 
airilimal (lie. It has to do with that 
wonderfully iniKelliigenit and industri­
ous, little creature, the beaver, "and 
its restoration to its favorite haujiits 
in .the Adirondacks. •„ It is mot- ;long 
since it ' was feared that the' beaver 
was on the verge of *»lincition, but, 
aceolrainig to the reports of "game pro 
teeters and others, it is .shown, that 
by means of'res'tcJckfa.g and effective 
protection, ithe danger point has been 
passed. 

It is reiponted. to the .commlss'ion 
that today there'are between. 1,500 
and 2,000 .beaver in the Adirondack 
courottry. The favorite fur bearing an 
toil is no longer persecuted Iby ithe 
trapper and hunter, and the Adiron-
dackSi it is .claimed, are again entitled 
to their old Iroquois IndOan name of 
"Kofearaga," or "The Beaver "Hunting 
Oouroiiry." 

The commission states tWat the 
Legi'slature of 1.903 appropri'atied ?500 
with 'which ito* '.bagihi the restocking 
of the Adirondacks. with, beaver and 
in* 1905 three pairs of the anliinals 
were Kberated. One pair was iput in 
a small sjtream .entermig the- .Moose 
river where^. beaver that -escaped 

erve of the late Timothy 
•built a dam. The oth-

About the same tirire there was .re­
ported *o 'the State Fish and " Game 
Commisston the, existence of a small 
native colony of .beaver, the last of 
the remnants of the origlnal-sfock "iin-
habi'Hnig the - waiters nonthwest of Arp-
per Saranac lLake, and the commission 
then -made a consemvaitive estimate of 
the beaver in' the Adirondacks at '̂ ab­
out tifty." Iri 1905 the Legislature 
appropriated Jjiiooo .for the, conttai-
atSon of- the restockimg and the follow 
tag year 17 of the animals were ob^ 
tained from Yellowstone Park arid dis 
ti^buted. • The commission gave 'the 
beaver census that year at 100. 

It is worthy1 of note that aboutthe 
rime the State of New York beganTthe 
work of restoration' an authority re­
corded to his ibook the fact that ''the 
beaver is now nearly extinct in the 
United States." 

The reponts received by the com-, 
-missilon show that beaver are 'now 
nvulftplyimg rapidly and are taking .pos 
"session of their ancient heritage m 
many sections of the Adirondacks. 
Among the districts from which re­
ports^ come are the following: 

"Cranberry Lake, Protectoy Hand re­
cords a colony on Grasse River below 
the reservoir, one on Cranberry Lake 
inlet, one on Big River and "si.gns in' 
the town of Webb,", 
• _ Pulton Ohain-crProtector Ball of 
Old Forge enumerates 79 colonies 
with 76 dams, inhabited by 223 bea­
ver.*' r 

J. Gilbert Hoffman, also of the Ful­
ton Chain district, finds that -beaver 
are inoreasinig rapidly in the sections 
he has visited. 

jHe says the. animals have lost much 
of their fear of man. A beaver dam 
on Eagle Greek that flooded a high­
way was torn down, but .reconstruc­
ted overnight by the' beaver^ They in : 
vaded iproperty at First "Lake and a 
lighted 'lantern was iplaced in. one of 
their lodges. Thereupon the beWre' 
foistrikpisry extended .their lodge 
over and around the lantern. Then 
a wire fence wa* erected so "waver 
could not get Snto a yard, where they 
were cutting poplars for wood. The 
wily animals vindicated their raputa-
<5on for in*eOigence Iby ipilinig wood 
against the fence and climbinig into 
the yard. ^

HowJand of Speculator Miports beaver 
very numerous to hte territory, On 
Miami river two dams with -at least 
twenty beaver alt each and * third dam 
bultaing '« September on thait riverj 
one colony on MSI Brook, two Jang* 
dams on Whitney Creek. To support 
the first dam the beaver have ibultt a 
dam half •» mile-below, backing u.p the 
water to lit that distance. The. first 
dam floods the stream one miie. One 
small colony on Mosey Fly- stream. 
One tege dam on outlet of Spenceif 
Lake, with back water of two miles, 
inhabited by at Jews* 200 beaver. A 
fange colony and dam on north branch 
of Saeawdaga River, with 3onto 40 1n-
hateta-iits.
