Who wants to be postmaster at 
Crary Mills or Louisville? Get your 
appllcationsvin'soon or the''office .will 
be- albol'shedNsAppointments of four­
teen .postmasters are to be nfade, in 
the. North Country very soon t all un­
der the competitive classified service, 
from written examinations and Loufe-" 
ville, Crary Mifls and South Edwards 
are t h e only ^offices for -which appli^_ 
cations have not yet been received. " 

Applicants for any of the positions 
must reside within- the delivery of the 
office; be of legal,age; citizens of the 
United States;, able and willing to pro­
vide a convenient location for the of-
ftce-and-proper means fo r transacting 
the postal business, and to give their 
personal attention to the .management. 
of the office. A married woman • of 
full aige may become .postmaster or a 
woman over 18 year? of age may be 
appointed postmaster in- a state where 
women are declared by .statute of full 
age at 18. Two copies of t h e appH-
cationHn the applicant's own handwi t 
in.g, addressed-jto the first assistant 
postmastej .general, should be mailed 
to t h e undersigned in. order that they 
may toe included with his report to 
the "postoffice department. 

Applications .should include state­
ments of the candidate's qualification 
such as education, experience in the 
postal service o r fm. general business, 
.proposed location, of t h e postoffice, 
and. any oiiher._3«form.atkm__as_ to_ the., 
applicant's ability ito supiply postoffice 
quarters and p-roper-ly.transact postal 
business. ' 

Paragraph 1, section,-l, of the civil 
service .rules, .prohibits postmasters 
from holding certain elective or -ap­
