. fore, Ibe tacliuded in any Just estimate 
<rf iflie farmer's Income. In -other 
^words, the oity, worker is .paid entfew-
1y to cash, *he farmer partly in cash, 
partly directly in the necessities of 
life.

F. W«'ls<m of ttiulsvHV was- In 
Ho'tsdam Saturday. ' According 'to a 
statement 'by Mr. Wilson the Winth-
op-Potsda'iii road will not be built ' 'the 
eom'jnig year, In, fact the .plans of the 
highway department at the ..present 
time d o not tall for a n y ' m a d con­
struction In Jyjs. immediate vicinity. 
About forty'"of fifty'tniiles of 'improv­
ed1 road will be constructed In the 
county. Amomg the contracts which 
will undoubtedly toe Jet is the- Masse-
na-Waddiitgion. highway, and .a road 
east from Masse-n* village to Racket 
River Bridge. • .Where the balance of 
the roads will be ibul'll. will depend 
largely on the action of the loard of 
Supervisor*.

the east will be treated to a dressing

This road connects Somervillei Gouv-
eriveu-r, RichyIHe,'. Dekalb,. Canton, 
Potsdarn, NichoTviHe, and Lawrenice-
vilie, arid is ihe main motor car tour-
tog'route across the .northern part of 
the state. ' The news that i t is to be 
treated with oil and -ironite wiH b e 
welcome news to motorists, as it is 
pretty generally believed in this sec­
tion- that roads which have been so 
treated wear -a good deal .better than 
any other kind.

NO HOPE OF EARLY PEACE 

END OF CONFLICT HINGES ON TWO 

CONDITIONS 

New Year FSp.de Germany Firmly En­

trenched in -Enemiea Cbuntriei . 

. 'The New York Sum of January 5th 
gave a remarkably clear view of the 
war sihraition in Europe, and what 
peace at the present tllime- would mean 
The editorial treats also'of the dura­
tion of the lwar and .is so full"of-good' 
matter thail it. .is herewith, reprinted 
in. full, as follows: 

"In this the first week of the sixth 
month of t h e great war i t is natural 
and necessary t o call attention to t h e 
general revision of opinion through­
out -the world as to the probable dura 
tton. of the 'conflict. So' far as there 
is evidence t o •warrant any estimate 
now, 4t ipoints. toward a 'lomg|po«ifiklt, 
suggests tha t the three years"r iginal-
ly fixed as a maximum n o w seems- to 
be rather the imSmimunt -period ' 

there is nut the 'slightest sign to be 
found, anywlwre of immediate peace. 
On the other hand we are no nearer 
decisive victory for either side than 
in August-, fartner away, in fact, foi* 
.then, there was a chance that Germ­
any might crush France iro the open-
hug days. In three months the prog? 
mess made by the French in expelling 
the Germans from their country is 
hardly "to be indicated .in the. most ex­
tended maps. At the present rate of 
progress t h e . freeing, .of French terri­
tory -would require another Hundred 
Year's war. ,,. 

If the enemies of Germany still se? 
•greater profit In/ war than peace," Ger™ 
many-is still in Poland, Belgium and 
Champagne. To drive he r out meanv 
not weeks, tout- months, conceivably 
years. The unmistakable belief in neu 
M nations that Germany musf' ul t i ; 
mateily-iose is based on. the conviction 
that she cannot forever match .men 
and money with -three .great .power*.

Under the Civil Service Rules a 
competitive examination 'will be held 
on January 23, 1915 for Probation 
Officer of -St. Lawrence County. The 
sallary .is $1200 per annum and neces­
sary disbursements not to exceed $ 1 , -
obo are aDjoWed. The subjects of ex­
amination and relative weights are: 
Written' examination covering laws' r e 
lalStog t o the work of probation offi­
cers, t h e nature and punposes.vof pro­
bation, duti«5"of the position , and 
methods 'of work, l ; education";, ex­
perience and 'personal qualifications,! l 
An oral examination may also be held. 

This 'examMation will be held at 
Canton and will be open t o men and 
women, .at least twenty-one' years - of 
age, citizens of the United States, and

preferable to prolongation of the sac­
rifices of war. 

Now it is cjear that neither side has 
won a friuinipth which is in any sense 
complete. Germany has conquered 
Belgium and occupied « ,poi*ion of 
Northern France and Poland.-Russia-
has «coniquered*most of Gaftcia, 8uko-
viha, a portion of East Prussia. France 
has taken a corner of Alsace and t h e 
enemies of -Germany collectiveiy have 
pretty completely demolished Germ­
any's, colonial empire. But neither 
Germany nor her enemies have des-

-tioyed the military power of their 'op 
ponents. So far it is a plain draw. 

There remains the question-of the 
value of peace t o the contestants. For 
the enemies o_f Germany does a return 
to the conditions of July, 1914, assum 
img Germany would agree t o it, hold 
out any attraction comparable with 
the "profit of prolonginig t h e war to 
the successful end, which it now seems 
inevitable they cm reach, if they will 
pay the price in blood and treasure? 

Once more the answer is unmistak­
able. Take Russia; for her, vicfory 
means. supremacy on t h e continent, 
the-possession-iof Constantinople, and 
advance in Ajsfat Minor, t h e leadership 
over millions of-Slavs in Austria-and 
Germany, permanent possession of 
Galicht, with the "natural frontiers" 
of. the Carpathians and perhaps the 
lower Vistula. Peace on t h e " former 
basis means t h e surr«nder"6f conquer 
ed Galicia, t h e possible restoration « ^ 
Aijstria, German supremacy at Con­
stantinople, the old problem of an in­
defensible frentier. -'All that Russian 
statesmen and rulers since Peter have 
dreamed of seems now t o be had. for 
the fighting. CertaMy peace on the 
c(d footing can hive n o appeal to 

Petrograd. ' 

As to England, peace now means- a 
new rivalry swith Germany, .who day-
after'day proclaims "Britain her only 
foe. I t means that German suprema­
cy in Islam- will be perpetuated, un­
rest in Egypt, sedition in India furth­
er promoted from Stamboul. It means 
'.'hit new intrigues in South Africa 
must follow the' return of Germany to 
her Southwest African colony.-

War. on the other hand, means, the, 
fur'ther extension of ' the t ime when-
German shipping is excluded-irom t h ; 
seas. Every casualty list of the Kal-' 

. jSer's army is a victory for British in­
dustry, for the dead and , wounded-in

4ls fur France, the case is only dif­
ferent in 'detai l . France- has suffered 
more than Russia r r England.

But for 43 years the German 
shadow has-been over France. Peace 
now would, not lift it. • But if Germ­
any Is—crushed, Alsace-Lorraine re­
gained. French colorizes assured to 
France, the continuance of France as 
a great ipuwer is certain, ' More than 
any nation France Is fightirig for her 
existence. Germwi arm'es have now 
been checked, definitely., French troops 
are in Alsace, all she has hoped for

Nowhere save 
in this country is there any considera­
ble desire for peace on any terms that 
are possible in the premises. 

Germany's enemies bellieve -that 
they can cenfluer her. They are-sat­
isfied that the -rewards of victory will 
pay any .price they can envisage. For 
each of them the-future holds out al­
most unlimited advantage conditioned 
en the exhaustion of Germany. Ac­
cordingly they are in no mooerto of­
fer terms" which any self respecting 
nation, still fighting on enemy's coun­
try , could even consider— Such beins 
the case Germany has n o choice a id 
will have none'. 

Americans will do well in consider­
ing the European situation to bear in 
"mind that in no country now' fighting 
is there- sufficient desire for peace to 
make tdlerable the only conditions 
under which peace is possible. This 
and the fact that from the militiry 
standpoint' there is n o longer the pos­
sibility of an immediatelx decisive ci»m 
paign combine^ to.; abolish ' any real 
hope of peace m any future that i t is 
now possible to measure. The en­
trance of -other nations may change 
the situation, but barring,-thisv three 
years seems n<> .longer an excessive 
estimate of the probable duration of) 
the great war."
