Borst's Decision.

He said: "It 
was a record of daily events, the wea­
ther, etc." I took his advice. At first 
I had nothing but -foolscap paper and 
a page served for a month, one line 
for .each day. In 1851 I attended 
scteei at the St. Lawrence Academy 
and I~found a-snTa11"<tfa"fy in book form 
three days on a page. This I filled 
to its utmost capacity. My diary for 
1853 I lost in.'LakeJirie. With this 
exception 1 have, a record of the sixty 
seven years complete. It forms a val­
uable htstory and contains a record 
of many events that probably can be 
found nowhere else. When I com­
menced my diary I had no idea that it 
would ever be of any commercial val­
ue, but now it is valuable and should 
be published in book form, but It 
takes money to publish books and 
that is just the thing that I do not 
possess. It would make a book of 
many hundred ..pages and to• .'many it 
would not be of any interest, but k> 
me it is very jnterestin-g. I sperd 
many hours looking over the pages 
of my old difries.

The "trouble started Friday morn­
ing when a- set of rules and regula­
tions governing the conduct of «Fresh-' 
men was posted by the UppeJ Class 
Council, a body of six members-'from 
the Senior and Junior classes,! whose 
rulings have generally governed the 
various .inter-class activities and the 
forms of. hazing practiced at the in­
stitution* The adoption of the rules 
at this time, the upper ciassmen stat­
ed, was due to a laxnesson the part' 
cf the Freshmen to obey the regula­
tions already in force. The Freshmen 
i* may be added, do not admit this 
laxness. The rules covered varipus 
phases of the Freshmen existence pro 
hibitirog him from smoking a pipe on 
the campus, or from wearing- any 
high school insignia, about his * per­
son 1 ordered that he_ wear^a yellow 
and green toque as a distinctive mark 
of. Freshfnen headgear during the win­
ter season; and finally ordained that 
he enter and leave, the main college 
building by the rear door only.' -The 
Freshmen balked on the last command 
ment.-

The rule was posted Friday and tlie 
objectionable clause stricken-out by 
a member of the faculty. The upper 
classeSfcthereupon determined to en­
force it anyway. They massed at the 
front entrance Friday noon and when 
the Freshmen appeared their way. was 
blocked. The Freshmen upon being, 
told that their only means.of access 
was at the -.rear of the building took a 
cut -and marched down town in a 
body. Five of thenr number however, 
had gained entrance to the building 
early before the upper classmen were 
on guard and these five -were taken 
out and made to run the gauntlet 
about 4:30. 

..The running of the gauntlet" furn­
ished amusement for-, numerous spec­
tators. The upper classmen lined up, 
in-two lines along the western wing, 
each man armed with- a barrel stave, 
while the luckless Frosh dashed down 
the aisle between, the barrel, staves 
cracking against Kim till the reports 
sounded like a rapid fire gun running 
"at top speed. Thev Freshmen took 
their punishment good * naturedly-.-— 

Saturday morning the " Freshmen 
were advised, by the faculty to report 
for chemistry at 10 o'clock on the 
assurance that they would be admit­
ted throu.gh .the front entrance. The 
class arrived at the college in<»a body 
but found their way blocked by the 
upper classes. '^President Brooks, .and 
Professors Michel and Powers endeav­
ored to open a way for the Freshmen 
and finally succeeded, th'e Seniors, 
Juniors and Sophomores giving way 
before the personal appearance of 
the instructors. The Freshmen had 
a recitation, period of an hour. _. As 
they left .the building there was an­
other disturbance and several of their 
number w'ere paddhid by the upper 
classmen. Faculty members interfer­
ed again and the campus was cleared. 

Saturday afternoon ..the "faculty held 
a lengthy session and examined mem­
bers of the Upper Class Council and 
several other students. -The whole 
affair was sifted thoroughly. Follow­
ing the faculty meeting Saturday, 
.President Brooks addressed-the as­
sembly Monday and went into all the 
phases of the case. The back door 
rule, he "stated, was one which the 
students could not enforce and one 
which the faculty could not allow. 
There must be no more disorder or 
forcible attempt on the part of the 
upper classmen to enforce it. The 
faculty could not in future overlook 
any hazing which might result from 
an infraction' of the rule, and there 
must not be any. To.the Freshmen 
the President suggested that they 
beat in mind their position as firs! 
year men1, and see to it that they do 
'not assume to themselves any of the 
prerogatives of the upper classmen. 
In short the position of the faculty 
was that the front entrance Would be 
open to the Freshmen, if they cared 
to use it. If they did not care to, 
there would be no objection upon the 
faculty's part. " The matter rested 
with' them to decide' for themselves., 
President Brooks was heartily ap­
plauded. - - r ' 

The Freshmen met Monday morn-
'iig and Innl; a vote on the matter. 
Nine members of the class voted, to 
use the rear donr, and two refused 
to commit themselves. The majority 
signified their intention nf using the 
front entrance. The Freshmen state 
that those of their-number Who voled 
for the rear'door will use It: the oth­
ers will co in the front way. ,
