BRASHER FALLS. 

Mac-A-Mac Company Loses Its Office 
And Store. 

A large building" containing the of­
fice and general store of the McAlpin 
8; McDonald Lumber Co., commonly 
known as the Mac-A-Mac corporation 
arid in which was located also the post 
office at "Brandreth Lajte station, ab­
out 25 .miles north of Fulton C.iain. 
was completely destroyed by a fire 
that started at midnight Tuesday night 
of last week. Three men who were 
sleeping in the building experienced 
narrow escapes. 

The company is engaged 'in lumber 
ing on a large scale and its work on 
the tract it controls -will continue, it 
is estimated, for about 20 years. 

Mr. McDonald and two employees 
of the company have had their sleep-

' ing apartments upstairs in the con­
cern's1 big building and everything ap. 
p.eared to be all r ight -when they retir 
ed Tuesday night. , They were .awak­
ened by the fire, which started some-
wheredownsfairs, and spread with the 
greatest .rapidity, and they had to hur 
ry from the place as soon as they 
awoke. 
. ' M r . McDonald' and Mr. .Webb man­
aged to leave iby . the stairway* how­
ever, -but Mr. Blade, who is a heavy 
man weighing aibout 200 pounds, was 
not. so fortunate. He succeeded in 
making his way l b the. roof,- "from 
which he jumped off into a sno-w bank 
and was uninjured. , 

The total loss will be between $20-
000' and $25,000. The fire will no! 
seriously affect lumbering'operations. 
The company has opened an office In 
temporary quarters and will rebuild.
