HARDWOOD MAY BE CUT. 

Conservation Commission Favors 
In Wood* Park. 

It 

The question "whether the clear 
'cutling of privately owned, lumbered, 
hardwood lands in the Ad'.rondac1, 
park, followed by substantial plantTisr 
is an objectionable meth'rd to pursue 
in order to establish a softwood for-
estj" propounded by the .Moose Riv­
er Lumber Q C f i a s been ans\vere*d in 
the negative*by the Conservation Com 
mission. The Commission's 'opim'on, 
however, is conditioned upon the :n> 
mediate replantinig of the clear cut 
tract "with sufficient and suitable 
trees," adequate fire protection and 
effective provisions., to prevent 1'lie 
pollution of streams by timber harves 
ting, operations. • 

The Moose River Lumber'Co. owns 
about 17,000 acres of land east of 
McKeever in -the southwest corner of 
the ^Adirondack, park. It manufactur­
es pulp, -paper, hardwood lumber and 
tires. For some time it has beerr-ie-
foresting its denuded lands, but w'ih 
a view of makinig more rapid progress 
in the work of providm.g future sup­
plies, it was decided to clear the land 
of the mixed'forest growth and re­
plant with soft woods. In order to 
utilize t h e Jow grade hardwoods it 
would 'be necessary t o install a chem­
ical plant where operations are carried 
on. 

The Commission further advised 
the compamy that while it has pjwer 
to appropriate the property "for pub­
lic park. purpqS'es'"or for the pfot'ec-
iiion ~&ridr_<xxa&$rTx8cm ^ i f t S . i a d ^ * 
forest and waters within the state, :lje 
law does not 'give the Commission 
any control over methods of lumber­
ing on private lands. 

FIND MYSTERIOUS ROOM. 

Unearthed Near Fouquet House Prop­
er ty in Plattsburg. 

• Workmen en*,jiJoyed by H. C. Rick-
etsoii in making alterations to the 
iFouquet House propeiity in Plaitts-burg 
which he has purchased and i-s conver 
t3mg into,a modern bakery, a day or 
two ago made the startling discovery 
that within less than two feet of the 
west side of the buildvn>g ithere was a 
secret underground chamber which 
swas without an entrance, and the 
walls and floor of which were 'built of 
cement: The mosf thorough investi­
gation!, on the .pant' of 'Mr. Ri£ketsoh 
has failed to disclose the purpose of 
the .underground room or that' it Was 
even. in. any way commecited with he 
hotel. ,

That there was a 
hollow sraa-ce under the surface of 
the street was apparent, 'and Mr. Rick 
etson direafed that the matter be in-
vestiigaoited, with the result t h a t there 
was found .tess .than three feet below 
the surface a chamber about' 25 feet 
in Henlgfh extending north and south 
and f'uMy ten. feat In width, with a 
height of a'bou* "six feet. The walls 
and floor of the chamber were of ce­
ment and Iheiavy beams and piankinig 
were used as a covering. T h e r e was 
absolutely ntothJinig in the myiS'tea-tous 
chamber other than, a little ear th on 
the floor. It contained no door or 
other means of entrance, and its pur­
pose is a mystery which has not yet 
been solved. Mr. Ricketson called 
the "attention of a 'number of persons 
io the discovery, 'but none were able 
to throw any -light o n ' t h e purpose of 
the room. ' -

It is possible that the chamber was 
one of the old cisterns with which the 
•vjM,i»*je of Platts'buirg was equipped 
prior t o tfie huildinig of the present 
water system which cisterns were us­
ed for .the storage of water to Tie used 
in -Hie tlgilytiinlg of- fires, and which were 
aBandoned' albout 1870.
