FORMER RESIDENT IS SHOT 

CHARLES SMITH OF TROPICO, CAL 

KILLED BY BANDIT, 

Wai In Puriuance of HIi Duitei Ai 

City Manhal. Relative* Here. 

The Los Ajugeles, California, Sun­
day Tribune of .January .10, contains 
a news s-tcwy' telling of the killin.g of 
City Marshal Cnarles Smith of Tropi-
coi_ a suburb of Los Amgeles, 'by a 
hold-up bandit, who was one of a 
gang whiclh ihas ibe'en terrorizing tliat 
city and_ vl'ciinity for some time past. 
Just previons to the shooting of Mar­
shal Smith ihe had rounded up two 
members of the gang, one of whom 
escaped^ while the officer was taking 
the pair t o jail. R was the bandit 
who escaped who latej snot Smith. 

City Marshal Charles Smith was a 
son of the fate Robert Smith of Ma-
lone, who for years .prior to his,death 
w-as-.#mp1oyed as a clerk in the Peo­
ples Bank there. He is well known in 
(Ihis village and in Northern Ne.w York 
His mollher and ibrother now reside 
in Potsdam. Mr. Smith ihad served as 
City Marshal of Tropico for a year 
pwt and was regarded as a brave and 
efficient officer. The facts surround­
ing the murder of Marshal Smith are 
reported as follows in' the Tribune: 

"Another death, charged to bandits 
occurred' last niight when City Marsihal 
Charles Smith of Tropico died at the 
receiving hospital at 11:16 as a re­
sult of wounds received in a gun fight 
with a revolver on a Glendale car. 
Smith was shot three times. ' 

"After .tracking two bandits, who 
held up Steve Haviland at Central and 
Lurel avermesrTropico, last night, thy 
Marshal captured bo.th robbers. On 
the way to tthe iail one of the men es-
'eaped, wh:!e The smaller of the two 
men, was lodged in jail. 

"Following, the fugitive, Mr. Smith 
boarded a Glendale car, which hap­
pened to be the rne the escaped.ban­
dit was o"n. --Not being sure of his 
man the officer en.gaged the.,suspect 
in conversation. 

"Indecision caused Smith to walk 
to the rear platform and as he did so 
the bandit fired four shots. .On? bul­
let J iTthe Marshal Jn- tihe"neck, anoth­
er cut off the tin of his right ear, and 
a third grazed his ribs. The robber 
leaped from the car and took to the 
hills. . " ' * 

"In the hold-up the- robbers secur­
ed a gold watcn.riTfg and 52.10 They 
were pursued by the police of. Tropi­
co, Glendale and.Los Amgeles." 

A'later bulletin in the Tribune tells 
of the killing of the murderer of Mar­
shal Smith by "a posse of detectives,, 
as follows: 
...."George Heringa, who shot- and 
killed Marshal, Charles Smith of Trop 
ico. was shot and killed at 1 o'-clock 
this morning at 330 Crocker street. 
Los Angeles. Detectives Fitzgerald, 
Greely, Ziegied and Lieutenant E. C. 
Johnson, after questioning Heringa'; 
compan'on lea-iied Where Heringa liv­
ed. As .they aj/proacTied the, hou.se, 
he opened fire, T(nd Heringa fell with 
seven bullets in his. brdv. Before; he 
died he 'confessed to slaving Marsha! 
Smith."

The two Strader boys, Ross and 
Everett, aged 14 and 12. got a desire 
to visit their old haunts in Watertmvn 
last week and started out from Pots­
dam in the morirng w'th pockets till­
ed wiih c.vik'es \v\ l b, dies tilled with 
determination. Both stood the boys 
!n Bord need beaV.e the-Jav was fin­
ished. The ,N vs arrived In Water-
town all right but unfortunately land­
ed in the hands of the police for the 
time be'ng, later being turned ,.ver 
to.William Colton. a relative, who re­
turned them to this village. 

In order to get a start towards Wa-
tertown the boys walked from /Pots­
dam to Dekalb Junction.. .1 .niatter„.i.]f.. 
15- miles or so. They arrived there a 
pretty tired pair, but firm in fhe'r de­
termination that they would reach the 
city by some hook or crook. They" 
were not quite sure of how thev 
would work tire trick, but they were 
willing to try. 

At the depot they fell to talking, 
with a travei'ng man, telling him that 
their mother was to Jiaye,.come. on 
fiom Water-town to tneef them and 
they a'd not know what they were go­
ing to do as she had not come. The 
traveling man 'became interested, dove 
down into h.is pocket and fished out 
twit only t[ie price of a good; Supper 
for the lads -but the'r carfare to Wat-, 
ertown. " ' " |-, . 

The boys, -ail' smiles, bearded the 
train and began to converse ' with a 
woman ac-fss the way. just like real 
travellers. The wilman was on her 
way lo Watertown.- ' T h e boys told 
her of a relative named "Johnson" in 
Holcomb street. When the-train had 
reached Mere the woman called Lieut 
en ant GilF'gan and; asked that the 
boys be shown the "way' to Holcomb 
street. . 

The'officer recognized the boys, 
jyho were not unfamiliar t o the police 
when tihey i'.ved- there, and much 
against the woman's w'shes,_the pair 
were'taken to he ad quarters" ard there' 
told the truth of having run a.way from 
home.
