What the Organization Has Tried To 

Do For St. Lawrence Farmers. 

The following is Hie report of the 
Farm Bureau Manager Phelps, as was 

. made to the' Staite' Leaden', for the year 
1914:

- 'However, from • the 
bagli)ii'n.iinig'l could noli help feeling that 
this intense—specialization hi one 
brauiclh' of farmiing* i-s not generally 
wise. For this reason. I have tried to. 
deveilop am interest hi other branches 
of farmtoig that Might :be.,carrie4Mon 
wliltih dairy tag. -The wor.k alonig dairy 
limes has ibeen first to develop .a" gwa-t 
er interest in .pure bred cattle, second 
to advocate the 'greater use of pure 
bred sires from hugh producing fami­
lies, in .hreediwg. igrades; and third, the 
eKminallfani from 'the 'hards of tow 
prcducimg animate. . The last1 of these 
has been, accoimpliislhed through cow-
testinig lasscffiia'tioinis .and 'by arousing 
a 'greater interest in weighing and. of. 
testimg ffle mill: of individual .animals 
by farmers. <» -

Working with and through agricul-
toirail cmganizaitfonis in the county, 'has 
been one of 'the important-efforts of 
the manager from the first'. This 
work ihas meant, co-operaltag with 
Gramges, Agricultural.. Fair Associa-. 
Horn, Cow Testing Associations and 
small aignicu'lhiiral clulbs. This work 
is important, because, in dealing with 
groups it is possible to reach much 
larger numbers of.fa.rniers than is pos 
sible in dealing with individuals. 

A second limpcrtaril line of work is 
that of farm demonstrations. This 
does not mean* experimental work in 
the 'true sense of the te:im.\ The Farm 
Bureau .Manager 'has not the.time nor 
*he conditions at j i is conimand,, for do 
inig accurate experimental work" What 
he is supposed to do is to familiarize 
the farmers with the results already 
worked out at the experiment stations, 
and colleges and to demonstrate the-
adaptation of such work to local con­
ditions. -_-— ' r -

The demonstration work- in this 
oouTpty .-'has- - been • rmrinfly alorag four 
fines;, to show the value of drainage, 

.-to show the value of special chemical 
fertilizers. in 'hay growing to -test the 
relative value of certain new as well 
as certain Well known varieties of fod 
der crops, t o increase the yield and 
seed quality of potatoes. 

Early in my work I came to the con 
elusion that drainage was one of the 
big iprobfems to 'be worked out in this 
coum'ty. 1 begin by searching out 
successful instances of the use of 
drainage to improve land. Several 

.farms were "visited where tile drainage 
was in use. A study of cropping con­
ditions aind particularly of the history 
of the farm, always showed, a striking-
Jncrease from/previous Conditions. 
Basing my plaits on a general drainage 

"survey In" the ^county and '.in success­
ful •arainage experience, I a-rangedfor' 
a ditching and a drainage demonstra­
tion covering two days. These field 
meetinsrs were $ tended bv-abrmt 200 
farmers who were deeply interested 
in the results, A car load of tile was 

• --ordered by a group of farmers lust 
,. before the detwin.slratWn was held 

A twenty acre field was survived and 
maipped for tiling and quite a portion 
of the work of ditching r-ij laving 

.was done during the days, covered by 
Hie demonstration. * 

The tests-with chemical fertil'zers 
o,n hay growings-while in several cas­
es interfered with by the severe sum­
mer" drouth, did in most cases show a 
profitable increase in the yield of hay. 
With the demand for market hay. at a 
good price we bel'eve that the grow­
ing and selling of more hay through 
Hie us.£ of chemical fertilizers, an be 
made an important adjunct 'to dairy­
ing. 

A- 'considerable number of farmers 
have been interested in testing out 
the value of wither vectch as a supple­
mentary forage cjpp in 'growing oats 
ttn'd in'it'he succeeding,. clover c o p . 
The results are very encouraging and 
many more farmers will be ready to 
take up the work this year. The ques 
Bon of what kind or kinds of corn are 
best adapted to "our seasonal and to 
ooiir farming conditions is one -that lias 
often, been asked of the' Manager. To 
test this problem with the ihope of 
sorting, out a few desirable kinds, 4 
comparative teste' of ten varieties of 
corn have been made in four distinct 
sections of the county. ;j.As we are 
malkfoiig 'moisture tests on the different 
varieties, Ithis work has not reached 
completion. 

FSndtag^that there are many sec­
tions iri. the icounty, with soils well 
suited to the .production of potatoes 
and believing that this ' crojr'fn'ig.h't be 
made am important adjunct to dairy­
ing oji' many farms, I Jiave endeavor­
ed to interests as many fanmei s\as pos 
siible in growing the crop. While,, the 
prices for ipotatoes for consumption 
is low 'this year, the yield have been. 
so gord that most of 'the growers now 
tirinik it is a, profitable crap. 

The production of choice seed po­
tatoes is likely to he an impoitamt in-

"dws'try for our farmers in the near 
future. There is sure to be a demand 

• for seed potatoes that are free from 
damigerous diseases. Thus far no pow-

' dery scab has been found within, 'the 
limits of the county. However there 
are other diseases that are common to 
potatoes that it is important to pre­
vent if 'the best prices-for seed pota­
toes are to 'be obtained. 

When the Farm Bureau movement 
was first started, many persons got 
the impression that the chief function 
of tlie Farm Bureau Manager would be 
to go a'bout from farm to farm, giving 
«dvicc on various .farming operations. 
This impression may still prevail- in 

. the minds of persons who do mot com 
prehend the full scope of the work. 
it ds not only difficult, but practically 

| impossible for the Manager to make 
this his chief work; although a. con­
siderable amount of it- may 'be done, 
With over S000 farms in the county 
it would be impossible 'to visit.Intt a 
small fraction of them in any one year 
even if this was the sole work of the 
Manager. In making this wrifR~ the 
main object of the Bureau,. the time 
and energy of the Manager would .be 
frittered away Without accomplishing-' 
any lasting :go'rd to the agriculture of 
ill county. _ 

However, t l e re a e many tiiiies 
when-the main lines of work are not 
pressing and at such times 1 have been 
glad to visit- farms for the purpose of 
giving advice or suggestions. It ,may 
be of interest to add that more- t.ian 
iwiltf of the specific calls for assislaji"ce-| 
hare Ibeen on drainage [problems. A 
great variety of questions is naturally 
presented in connection with these 
calls and they e.xtend all the way from 
plans with regard to. •the' construction 

| of 'bairns, through the various farm 
cropping operations, down t o ques­
tions of how to raise more turkeys 
and 'how to get more egg's in winter 
when the fowls don' t want to lay.

The covers, 
were torn ' from some of the books 
and it.will therefore -be a difficult mat 
ter to locate the owners. . AJI that 
pa.i.1 of the mail that could not be de­
livered has. been sent to the dead let­
ter office at Washington. 

As a, result of this mishap the Post-
office department has issued an order 
forb'ddiing the railway postal clerks 
from throwing off mail at Montcalm 
when the train,is running more than 
20 miles an hour. '

Kob'n-
son was hurriedly summoned and ev­
erything done to relieve the suffering, 
of the patient. She will recover but 
will be confined to her bed. for some 
time.
