A puree miiy be either an iieeompani-

ment to meat or form the foundation 
of a substantial soup. Whatever vege­
table is turned into a puree must first 
be well boiled, then passed through, a 
sieve, a work demanding patience, i t is 
true. The puree will then have a little 
butter aiid seasoning added to it, cream 
or the yolks of eggs or some gravy-
sauce, according to what* meat ft ac­
companies. 

A puree of chestnuts accompanies 
veal or poultry and requires the addi­
tion of a little thick eream. A puree 
of white haricot beans accompanies 
roast mutton. » 

A puree of sorrel or spinach or both 
combined is really nicest when served 
without meat and placed in individual. 
cocottes or in shells of fried bread. 
After passing the spinach, etc., through 
the sieve it is beaten up with a little 
butter and eream and liberally sea­
soned. It should not be boileof more 
than just enough to ebok it tender, and 
then it will keep its color aud flavor.
