" T h e man wSio. receives* the honors 
of 1 country is the mttn who is most

out a single source.of the American 
ideal. It comes from several sources 
-and i t recognizes self reliance, fair 
play and the giving*of equal opportu-
nBty ;to al l It is visualized in the self" 
reliant- man, asking n o favor but only 
ofrjfarta-rrity. The ATntarican pec-pfe 
wili c'-ways oontln-ue to crown with 
hotn-r-rs the men who saitisfy this ideal 
and erect to nhim indestructible me­
morials -within their hearts. This 
simple memorial this evening is of a 
really great man. It ?s the sincere 
and spontaneous expression -of es­
teem from perscnaj and political as­
sociates to the father, wife and daiigh--
ter of this great man. We speak but 
weakly 'when we say that he is dead, 
but st'll living in memory remember­
ed by his wonderfully powerful bedy, 
and brain, and heart He was an in­
tensely human, big hejrted man and 
represented the ideal .of American 
man'hord. He was the exemplar of 
J-he American ideal. He will not rank 
as high as Wjsh ;ng(on in the-history 
of ihe nation although, I believe, he 
solved greater financial problems than 
confronted the first President of the 
United" States. In his unselfish' paU-i-
ctis-ni he was as great a" man as the 
Father of His Country. Hatred of 
sham, courage, faith in the ultimate 

; success of light, humor, were charac-
I teristfes of him, whi'ch we remember 
' a n d which permits us to liken h'm to 

A-braham Lincoln, althouigh posterity 
I w i t rno t accord htm so marked atten­

tion- as it has Lincoln. His.sense of 
humor was very much like Lincoln's.

He never 
tore down, another's reiputaltion to 
enfeamice this own polrfflcall fortunes. 
CiT^nw-tances daily, -1 IbcKeve, -pne-
verated greater recognition of • Ms 
gre*t powers. His life stands as v 
stimu'lamt *o others to prepare t o give, 
service t o the stale." . 

The quartet saciig "Orossinlg The 
Bar," and Mr. Smith delivered the 
secomd eutogy. He s»id: 

"I feel very deeply ihonored to be 
pertmlfted to 'speak •» word at this me­
morial service- t o / o u r late lamewlied 
friend and comrade, EdwSn A. Merrit-t 
Jr. I met ihim im t<)04 when 1 ehit-ar-
ed this Clumber for the first time 
He" was -Mien a prominent anenubar on 
th* raaJorSty .side of >the 'House. I 
served with- 'him through the years 
until 1112, when he was elected 
Speaker, and in. tha t . Home ,1. develop­
ed for 'iii'im as strong an affection as it-
is possible for one man to have for 
another, not of his own relationship. 
His many wtfbie qualities of heart and 
nr'ud, endeared Wm to every, mam that 
sat j n .this Chamber, and it h .gratify-

Inig" to see so mtaroy of them here to-
m'pht from all parts of the St.alt-e to 
join in 'this g.athe.rlnig and to do honor 
to his m-emory* 

"In t h e memo'lr of his dlstliragniis'lied 
father, I read Mrs passage from the 
retrospect: "Witlni-uf twast'TOg I can 
truly say that in a long life whi'ch has 
not 'been free from any contests I lave 
never ' knowin.Rly taken unfair advan­
tage of my opponents and If I Have 

fought hard, I have' fouight fairly." I 
thouighV'as I read, how forcefully tas 
trait was I'lmpressed on the life and 
chanacfar of Edwin A. Merriitt, it. He 
was a s t rong partisan'. He ibelieved 
very ftnmily to'the prihicipl'e-s -itnid .T"re-
cepts of the RepubU'can Pstnty, but ihe 
put tihe_ good of the State fir*t .anil 
supponted any maasujies^he believed^ 
to be. to t h e interest of ithe eoitlmon-' 
weail.' He wals a forceful orator and 
he drew-the sword of debarte .witn •« 
much s'tiren-gth amd wi^or as *ny man 
that ever stood on ithis -floor, tend bet­
ter tham all lie left behind n o *i*n.g— 
no WtterniesSi 

, "He was la igood fri'enid. -Hi* friend-
.?feiB....^.s....r^lx...SP^^'''11,»viin.g. 'He 
helped me to success when niy f»U-
u w may hive meamt something of aU-
vamtage t o his party. Public We 
makes. ,.imah'.y'''fair'''' weather" friends. 
Many theme are t h a t s take your hand 
and pat your <b»ck when you a r e 5i> 
tlifl-Jfey D»y of your .power, bu t Mer-
ritt 's friends'hi-p was-of the kind that 
was more .powerful when the clouds 
of' political adversity frowroed upon 
you. 

"He had a smile and a food word 
jfor everybody from the highest to-the. 
lowest 'that were connected -with fhe 
busy life of the Capitol. -* 

"He I^ 'ed the State that he served 
so faithfully—it.loved t o talk of its 
future .greatness: He knew it better 
th'am any man-1 ever met and was 
more ait home in the Assembly than 
in the larger field of activity t o which 
he'was -called 'by an admirm-g constat-" 
uency. .He knew„the Legislature thor 
ouighly—its methods—Ws toSEits of 
thought and no.^jnan—merie—Jealously 
guarded its prerogatives. He had the 
most profound respect for its aai-tho-*-
ity as a branch of the Gover-nimen't 
and an inflexible belief in the ultimate 
rectitude of its .punposes. 

"Time there is indeed and I could 
spend it in the memory of "Fd." Time 
and time again /he Isked me t o go tip 
and stay at Potsdam where he might 
show t o me what he called 'OUT Great 
North Country. ' U shall always 'be 
to me a. mtttter .of -regret- H r a H ; d i d 
not see ithe little.village uh-til ! found 
it plunged in mournimg the day of ihis 
.funeittJ—its pusiness places d w i e n e d 
and the countryside gothered-in It t(o 
pay tribute to his memory. I brought 
wMi me my oldest son and I gave him. 
a copy of the Red-Book of 1 9 l i and 
I asked him to always -remember what 

j l was' that brought him on his first 
long .journey from'Tiome;- -. 

. "I could talk throaHat titt mm 
ahowt Ed. 'Merriitt and airth.i t 1 coukf 
say would ,be inadequate, t o express 
w*at I really thought al)out hirii. I 
will conclude, therefore,/ leaving with 
you this thought: 'Aim'ghty God 
asks nothing for nothing' and when 
we say to 'h im 'Thy will be done on 
earth as it is in heaven,'—if we mean 
that-T-'f i t comes from the heart, hi 
responds with a'balm for every wound 
ar?d "a loy to balance every sorrow a r t 
he g:ves to us tonight in an hour of 
afflW'on abundant Cc'nsolation in that 
almost universal belief ' that Divine 
P-ov'dence makes all things equai 
and solves for the just man the mys­
tery of death, as life everlasting.' " 

Bef.lre Senator-elect Wadsworth 
arose, to deliver the final tribute, the 
quartet sang, "Peace, Perfect Peace." 

"It seems but yesterday," said 
Senator Wadsworth, "since we saw 
Edwin A. Mehritt, Jr . , as he stood 
towering in the "central aisle there, 
his great voice vt'bmt'iug, and welding 
the laws of New York 5tate. Heredi­
ty and environment, we know, con* o! 
t o a great extent the destiny of a man 
The forebears of Edwin A. Merrill, Jr. 
were of early Amdican stock. H's 
father for years was a prominent fig­
ure in Northern New York and en­
dowed his son wrth that remarkable' 
physique and directness of method in 
'mental. operation wht'Cti is chanaoter­
istic of t h e American pioneer. ' It is 
not surprising thait t h e son .in his ear­
ly manhood drew inspiration from his 
sire. He was bora in. 1860 and ab­
sorbed the prinssiiples for which Wood 
was 'bein.g shed .m those days. He re­
ceived ims-piwrKbn -from ithe genera­
tion, that went .before Jiim land always 
appreciated the services of 'the men 
wdio saved the JniaHom. He graduated 
from YaleHn 1&84 md-shor t ly after­
wards entered upon, -'business .amd pub 
Be service well performed. He was 
first-eleriedHto^h«:::%ard-T>f-Supervr--
sors, and oame t o tine AssemMy in 
1902. It was dupiwg his years to the 
Assembly that the great work of his 
fife was accompllsWed. 

"It was iw this Chamlber t h e great 
work of hSs We was performed. It 
was in fiKis arena tihat'Tie made his, 
name known over the. length and 
breadth Of 'this great State; and while 
he was later promoted to a wider field 
ofattivSHy at the National Capitol at 
Washington, 'his .place iti history rests 
upon the services he rendered in the 
AssemMy. 

"It is a -maitlter of 'history that the 
dawn-of. the new century was signal­
ized by a remarkaMe and almost phe-
•wominai] development of the economic 
and industrial life ojf Ame/nica. Thar 
period will go down in .Uijstory as the' 
one which witnessed tlhe fdrmat'on nf. 
great coimibinffltions of capital and gi-*j 
gantic organizallions for the cairryW 
on- of itadustry in all its ^branches. The 
Imitri'cacies of modern c,vi>b'za'!.lon 
seem t o 'have made this development 
logtetl and t t e e f o r e inevitla'b'e. Th.'1! 
growth however created, cv'ls new 
tt.ud uwiooked. for in our civic Life. So 
powerful did these- organlzat'wvs be­
come that they, appeared in the minds 
of -many to constlltute a grave .damper. 
t o our form of government. As they 
gjrew, so did' the .public impression 

T-. ' " — 
grow that umiless a remedy was appli­
ed self government would -be poison­
ed alt its source. i When Mej-ritt took' 
his seat in the Assembly>ih 1902 the 
first mutiteriimgs as if were of the 
storm whicih was t o break over Am­
erican politics, could be hezpd 'by the 
di'scrtminiating ear. In. later years 
Menritt's friends learned that he, al­
most from itWe day of hcs taking his 
seat in. this Chamber, sow the cloud 
upon lihe horizon and commenced to 
prepare himself to take part im the 
solution of the mighty problem which 
he felt would confront the people la­
ter on-. The student of government 
wffl admit that MT. .MerrSHt im jnouig-
uiratin'g this great .movement in- 1905, 
assisttaig .powerfully in. i ts progress 
through 1906, 1907, 1908, iperfonm-
ed a service for the state of- New York 
of immealsura'He -iimportamice amid vast 
significamce, " Througihou* aill of thiat 
struggle, through .ail t h e varySing 
phases of the conflict in which he 
rook part, two of his traits of charac­
ter stood out ' conspicuously: Tfrst, 
his clear courage. He never .faltered, 
he never wavered, no mat ter what 
the obstacle. Second, tots absolute 
iack sof vanity. He ' h'ad'"convictions 
deep rooted and sound, but he had 
no false pride or conceit. He never 
cla'med or demanded. special recog­
nition for/ his achP.evement. In fact 
cf all eminently successful men, men. 
endowed with power and subject to 
tempations which go with it, 'Merrill 
-was the least vain. His simplicity, di-
•re-efffi*ss and" n-'s se'nse~of humor sav­
ed him from that wh.'wh has destroyed' 
r r ;mpaired the usefulness of many a 
dis't'niguished man. 

"He had scarcely embarked upon 
a .caieer of usefulness and- distinction 
in the National Congress when, with 
a suddenness that is incomprehensible 
he was attacked by -3 combination of 
mabd'.es which called forth every 
a."om of his .gigantic-strength and wil'l 
and physique to combat. Accompa­
nied by his faithful, loving wife, he 
was taken to the sanifcrium at Dawns-
v'lle, near my own .home in Livingston 
which can never be forgotten- by 
those of us who from t ime to time 
were permitted t o see him. 'His 
great frame'stricken amd shattered to 
an inconceivable -deg-ee.; his mighty 
'mteltecr'iri'ever' "lost its clarity, his: 
scul never lost .its courage,. For. 13 
months he endured physical and men­
tal suffering seldom demanded of a 
human being. Crisis after crisis was 
surmounted .through the m'i«h*.of his 
will* power. NaturaHy fa "somewhat 
inv*t*nt mar t 'm the ordinary walks 
of life, he yielded ' t o the necessities 
of his fight with a confiding trust and 
patience , which (w&s suiblime. He 

f n e * his loving family and faithful at-
enoiatit were struggling bravely all 

through those weary montlhs t o save 
h'm and'-he set himself t o help them 
help him. The time came in the au-
tjumn of 1914 when it seemed, that his 
efforts and' those of his loved ernes 
ht3d been crowned with victory. Wittr 
TdomitoMe courage_arjd implicit" con­
fidence he. started on his journey 
homeward. I sh-all never forget the 
day of h's- departure and the words 
he uttered on that occasion: "1 have 
wen my fight; I am going back to mv 
people; I have work to do . " He was 
renom'nated anJ' re-elected to Con-
cress by a constituency who ' had 
knewn him all his life and loved him 
best. The future looked bright, and 
them, suddenly'when "we were all fill­
ed with confidence that he would live 
to attain' an even higher degree of 
Usefulness and distinction, his mala­
dy returned in a new" and unexpected 
form, and after a brief but heroic 
struggle he succumbed to the will of 
an All Wise.. Providence. 

"His fatherv, is left - stricken and, 
without the sustaining hand- of his 
great son in his old-age; IKS wife and 
daughter crushed with grief. Hun­
dreds of us, his former associates, 
have'lost a dear friend, and t h e reali­
zation of our loss quickens and deep­
ens the sympathy which we extend 
to his devoted family m this trying 
hour. Our- consolation must be that 
we men who 'knew Jiim are better 
men and tJiis State a better State 'be­
cause he Kved." ""' 

The "Beautiful Isle of Somewhere" 
was surog, and the service -brought to 
a close by the benedlctioinv

eight inches long and. six broad, and 
with all the mirrors j n use wood 
could be ignited at a distance of 22o 
feet .The. last , machine of this nature 

.constructed by Button contained 400 
mirrors, eScn six Inches wjusre; and 
with the rays from tills he could melt 
lead and tin at a distance of 130 fee t 

The most powerful burning minor of 
modern times was constructed by ono 
Penn, an English artisan. He succeeded 
in producing a burning • lens no less 
than three feet in diameter, and -this, 
cost the man who was financing tho 
experiment upward of $3,300. Its pow-
c F w a s astonishing, and the hardest 
and -most solid substances, such a-i 
iron.,,flint and steel, melted like wax-
when exposed to its Immense focus, 
only ii few seconds being required. A 
diamond weighing tent grains was ex­
posed to the rays for thirty minute:! 
and wus rcdu.ed to six grains by the 
process. During t h e operation the 
s tone- opened and foliated like the 
leaves of a flower and emitted whitish 
fumes; but wti'en if had closed-again 
it still bong a polish anil was Identical 
in shape, though four grains lighter 
and proiiol'tiiin-itely smaller. Ten cut 
-jramuts melted and ran together in, 
a few seconds.. In fact, nothing was 
found that could resist the terrible 
beat generated.

La Brocquiere, a traveler of the fif­
teenth century, says that a t Damascus 
they made mirrors of. steel that mag-
"riified objects "like J u r n i u g glasses." 
The telescope was .Bot Invented till 
early in the, seveuteenxh century. 

This would seem corroborative, evi­
dence concerning Ptolemy Euergetes' 
mirror, which La Brocquiere does not 
mention and of which he perhaps nev­
er heard. Abwlfeda, in his description 
of Egypt, says that the wonderful mir­
ror was made of Chinese iron and that 
soon after Mohammedanism prevailed 
the Christians destroyed it by strata­
gem. 

In-a*worlt-published at=-Marseilles..in; 
1703 Father Abbat argues ingeniously 
in favor of the probable existence of 
the mirror, but contends that its pow­
er was far less than recorded in the 
legend. 

" I f this mirror existed," he says, " | t 
is probable that it was the only one of 
its kind nnd tha t no other means had 
then been found of viewing distant 
objects distinctly'. I t must therefore 
have been considered as a great won 
der in those t imes and must have filled 
with astonishment all who saw its ef­
fects. Even thougli Its effects had not 
been greater than those of a small tel­
escope * * * it is natural to think 
that those effects were exaggerated be­
yond all probability and even possibili­
ty, as commonly happens to rare and 
admirable machines nnd inventions."—
