MONICA CASE SETTLED.. 

Norwood Man Paid $700* For Death 
of Hopkmton Boy. 

The case of M. Monica of Hopkin-
ton 'against Ethan E. Stoweli of Nor­
wood, which was scheduled t o come 
off *at„i!he-re,eenit te'.'iti of Caniton court 
has 'been settled. 

Monica sued Stoweli -for $10,000 
for the death cf his six year'old son, 
who iwas struck'lby S-towell's automo­
bile and instantly killed. -The acci­
dent occurred in June, 1914. It was 
settled, for $700. 

The case has aroused an unusual 
amount of interest im Northern New 
York, as if was expected the case 
would establish a precedent .for fu­
ture accidents of this kind, as Stow­
eli was exonerated from responsibili­
ty by Coroner Smith of Wlnlhrop. Al 
the Bine of̂  the accident it appears 
the child, with other iboys, was play­
ing by tihe roadside, when he sudden­
ly turned and ran in front of Stowell's 
machine, was knocked down and seiri-
ously. imjiured. Another car was 
just ahead .and the noise- proibalbly .at­
tracted his attention firom the second 
lapproaichltag machine. StoweU paid 
all the fuweral expenses.

Milk is one of t h e most nu t r i t ious and mos t universal of all food­

stuffs. A t t h e same t ime it is V E R Y L I K E L Y T O C A U S E D I S ­
E A S E if improper ly handled. These new ru les , t he re fo re , mean much 
fo r Public Hea l th . 

t In o rder to insure proper hand l ing of a milk supply the publ ic 
m u s t know where i t comes from. So t h e foundat ion of the milk code 
is t h e requirement of a Y E A R L Y P E R M I T , which m u s t be ob ta ined 
f T o m ^ o c a H i e a W h -officers -by -every-farm^or-indiv-idt ial -selling -miHc^or-
"cream. - . 

The local health officer mus t I N S P E C T each da i ry farm a t least 
once a yea r and score its sani tary condi t ion on a s t a n d a r d score card. 
U n d e r the code he sha l l not g r a n t a p e r m i t unless he finds the p remises 
C L E A N a n d S A N I T A R Y and unless t h e farm or da i ry scores a t least 
4 0 out of a ' P O S S I B L E 100 points on t h e score card. 

The miTk.ifrom fa rms which pass t h i s t e s t is fu r the rmore t o be 
G R A D E D in one of eeven classes and labeled with i t s proper g r ade . 
T h e highest grade of milk is Certified Milk. This means t h a t i t is 
"cert if ied" a s coming u p to the regujat ions of a recognized medical milk' 
commission. Then follow th ree grades , A, B and C. ' - I n each of these 
g rades the re , i s a raw milk class and a pas teur ized milk class. 

One of t l ie most impor t an t regula t ions i n . t h e code is t h e one t h a t de­
fines just w h a t P A S T E U R I Z A T I O N is. Often so called pasteur ized 
mi lk has been heated only for a few seconds,- and t h e r e is no ce r t a in ty 
fn such a case that disease ge rms will be destroyed. T h e code defines 
pasteurized milk as m i l k heated to 145 D E G R E E S F a h r e n h e i t f o r not 
less than T H I R T Y M I N U T E S . Any milk so t r ea t ed C A N N O T 
C A R R Y C O M M U N I C A B L E disease un less infected af terward. 

Grade A milk, r a w , -must come f rom herds' tes ted by the tuber-, 
cul in test wi thin one year. All o ther mi lk , except G r a d e C, m u s t come 
f rom cows shown to be heal thy by an annual-physical examina t ion . 

The dai ry srore a n d the max imum bac te r ia count ' a r e also fixed for 
each of t h e s e grades of milk and of c ream. Exactly what e a c h one 
s t ands for is stated in the code, which may be obtained by any o n e in­
teres ted u p o n application to t h e S t a t e D e p a r t m e n t of Heal th a t Al­
b a n y (enclosing 2 c e n t s for postage) . I t need hardly pe rhaps be po in t ed 
o u t ' t h a t G r a d e A I S T H E H I G H E S T and Grade 0 t h e lowest g r ade . 

Grade A milk m u s t be labeled- in l a rge black type on the c a p s or 
t ags , Grade B in l a rge green t y p e and Grade C fn large red type. 

I t will t a k e t ime t o put t h i s chap te r of t h e code into full effect. 
W h e n it is in full opera t ion , however, t h e buver of milk can know from 
t h e label on the b o t t l e or can J U S T W H A T H E IS B U Y I N G . 
Through t h i s code t h e clean and s an i t a ry dai ryman will R E C E I V E 
T H E R E C O G N I T I O N he d e s e r v e . .
