BRAVERY IN BATTLE. 
After the Fighting Hat Begun the Offi-

cer» Give Few Orders. 
An ottloer'in mil1 regular army whe 

saw fishting in the Spanish war? point­
ed out the other day that most pvrsons 
liart a very wrong conception of how 
soldiers Hirudin modern battles. . 
• "After a reRlmeut has wheeled into 
P ' 4 'IIIJI to attack the foe and the ac-
_lu.il' tishting has begun," he said, "the 
Idcei's really have little to do with the 
proceedings. There is so much noise, 
for one thing, that commands cannot 
be heard, and for this reason whistles. 
In many armies, have been substituted 
Cor bugles, because their shrill blast 
carries better than the heavier notes 
of-the Brass. Beyond giving the signal 
for the charge the .officers can do little. 
Tlie men. once they see the line of the 
EUPni,+ in front of them, know what is 
expected of them and carry out their 
work With surprisingly few orders. 

"Skirmish drills in times of peace 
hflT.e taught the troops how to act-to­
gether, and it is amazing to see how 
quickly the men adapt themselves to 
the tonditions of actual—battle. It i* 
the corporals and sergeants who are In 
the line with the men who are the real 
'steadying influence in a fight. They 
know the characteristics of the indi­
vidual private in a way that the coin-
missioned officers can never know them 
and are prepared to give 'a calming 
word to this or that "one when the 
emergency arises. 

"In my own experience I have 
known a piiyate.wlio had served three 
enlistments to take charge of a com­
pany in a charge, and the officers ami 
no.iicoms were very glad to leave it to 
him. After the scrap was over he be­
came a private Qirce more, but while 
thai row f a s o_u, aa far a_s_ actual in-

uueiiee With the" men was concerned, 
he was of a. great (leal more importance 
than his captain. The way tha t man 

•licould wriggle into cover was a revelu--
Mon, and he went through three cam­
paigns wlthoufa scratch. His example 
in the regiment wns'a big asset. 

"Bravely In battle, according to my 
experience, is very much a matter of 
temperament. Some men are cnrrled 
along by a sort of ecstasy, others hold 
themselves to the work by sheer force 
of will, while others—and these are the. 
best—go through a dght with, a sort of 
grim interest as if It was a highly 
nmusliiff though somewhat dangerous 
sport they were eagaged in, like polo 
or football."—New i'ork Times.
