A PENSION FQR_MOTHERS. 

By Provision of Bill Introduced The 
State Senate. 

-The "r'-cht of a mo'her to keep her 
familv togeiher and prevent her chil­
dren from be'ng sent to the po<-r 
house ( r charitable o>rgar.'za<!.!o»ns, is 
champY.ned in two Klls presented in 
the senate of- the lecfsla'tn'e. A d's'-, 
agreement.exists between the authors 
r.f 'the measure, Senator O^den M'-Us, 
and Senator George A. Slater, as to 
the manner in which, mo'ihers shall be 
a'ded, but h.. h h.-v'e :iiie srme ubiect. 

Serat, r Slater's bill extends the au­
thority of the oversee- of poor 'n the 
toiwns aind to the board of -charity in 
ci-t'es, to grant finan.cia! relief to mo­
thers whose husbands are dead, total­
ly disabled or ' confined to hospitals 
or pen'ten'tiiar'es. He-would prov'dc 
such mothers with not more th'an Sto 
per month for each- of her children 
until they reach the -a.ge of fourteen. 

A more involved bill is that favored 
by Senator Mills ' i t provides for the 
organization of each county, except 
in cities, of a board of child welfare, 
w'th a paid, secretary and investiga -
tors. Widowed mothers who have re­
sided in the county for two years or 
mere are entitled to not more than 
$20 per month for one. child, $3 5 per 
monith for two children, and SlO-addi-
t'icnal per month for each over two. 
Plie welfare boards are to be compos­
ed of six memibers, five of whom shall 
be wonren, one member-of the -pubTic 
health dep'ai timent. Nome of these 
members aire to receive compensation.

Captain Visger Was a., well known 
figure to frequenters of the Thonsand 
Islands. He was the d'Scoverer of 'the 
Lost Channel and was for ye;rs iden­
tified with the history of lra.vilga'.Vi 
of excursion boats. He was born 'n 
the town of. Orleans. Jeffei son co.ur.ry 
and when a boy took an active inter­
est in the charme!-s of the St. Lawrence 
acquaintinig himself with every tw'st 
and tu rn of the stream. For years he 
commanded some of the best knowi 
steamboats and ccnipeVd with otlrei 
navigation, companie-s for the patron­
age of Cxcursjoniists. 

Capfr Visger was 83 years old. For 
some time past he suffered from a 
complication of .afflictions which puz­
zled his physician's.

BURIED IN SAND PIT. 

P b t t s b u r t Man Meets With A Fatal 
Accident. 

Practically every 'borne in his 'body 
broken, Joiiui Powers of Plattsbuaig 
was tostlantily killed i n a sandfai! Srt the 
pit in which he was working im-the 
sand ipla&nis near the Ohateauigay mail-
raad tracks. 

Felix Benway, who was with the wn-
fortunoite man when h e met his death, 
and who escaped injury, says that 
Powers was wheeling his barrow un-
dar^an. ovenharogrng ledge of solidly 
frozen.-sand,- when t h e whole mass, 
weighimg many tons, slid down with­
out warninig, entgulfimg Powers. His 
head and shoulders were free of the 
close pressing mass, bu t life was in­
stantly extinguished, for. he made no 
move or sound. 

Benway frantically du.g at the sand-
fall in a wild attempt to rescue his 
comrade, but soon' realized' that thJ 
task was impossible, and ran for help 
when he heard an approaching freight 
train. He flagged-.the trari and -flu-
crew, though thev were almost certa'n 
(hat ihey were d 'gg'ng out a dead bo­
dy, lent w'-IIing a'd. but were forced 
to continue their trip when they real­
ized the immensity of the task , ofc| 
clear'ne awav the san-d. 

' T . R. CoKer. Coroner Fisk and I. 
P. Foss, of the Northern Iron Co., the 
Ijsf named being the manager of the 
company in whose pit the ace'dent oc­
curred,, reached the pit almost at the 
same time and all helped to remove 
the sand. When the-body was finally 
released it was seen that death must 
haye been very quick And probably 
painless.
