• benches. The .flickering flight of oil 
lanrps casts "staniMnig igleams of bright­
ness over 'tihe faces of a few,- while 
ttie 'greater mumi'tar sCit tense and sil-
•en't in 'the shadows. It is quiet but' 
suddenly a .clear voice- speaks ouit and 
the men 'liis-ten to a story, old yet ever 
•new.. M Ss » camp 'religious meeting 
and' Rev. Aaron W. Maddox, "sky pi­
lot ' of line Adirondacks," has 'begun 
the service. Quietlly, yet forcefu'J'ly"," 
he reads a-passage of Scmiip'tore. May­
be it is the oft told story of the Prod­
igal Son, or perhaps .it is itlhe -staple, 
•effective sitory of *he Jowly" Nazarene. 
A prayer follows and a. short -talk, iin-
•foirmal, tou't well illustrated arrd calcu­
lated to point out t o the '"hearers 

• the truer -and tnetitea- way to Hive. The 
missionary, for tlhiat is what he is, 
jdeals plaiimiy wWh the 'glarinig sins of 
the tarnfoarrnen. biitemp.eiram.ee, 'pro­
fanity, giarn-bltaig and adultery, air© 
called iby their .righit mames, but -al­
ways the hope -amd t h e .power of the 

• rgosip"e1 a re sbroBgily "presented. The 
Vreachw insists on- t h e common, need 
of religion, and assures the mem that 
the religious and moral life is possible 
im the -camps as well as out of them! 
That prof-amity is n o more useful in 
roiliniig togs or driving dveirs than in 
practiclnig medicine of pre'achfmg ser­
mons. , ' '"• , • 

The- recent death of Rev. Frank E. 
. H'.lffgins, "The Lumberjack Sky Pilot" 

brought to the attention of "the puiblic 
the work that is being caWied on am­
ong Adirondack Iuimbeirmen , by the 
Presbyterian- Synod of New-"York; the 
•woxk of presenting to the rough toil 

• ers .of the forest'tlhe hope of the gos­
pel. ' Rev. FoncSs E. Hlgigiros- is 'dead,., 
but the influence of Ms life M l re­
in a-in̂  -and ithe work so faithfully con­
ducted by him is now in t h ; hands of 
oth'ers who will prove equally faithful 
to the tais'k imposed upon. t e rn . The 
reward of these -men is sdiigh-t, but 
their efforts -are mighty in upbuilding 
character and ibrinig!inig into the, not 
too bright, lives of 'the lumbermen,.a 
•gleam of hope. 

- Since itlhe death of . Rev. Framcis E. 
Htg.gi.ns, . t h e work of the camps has 
•been carrt'ed on 'by Mr. JVtoddox, Rev. 
•Charles At-wocd, Edwin K. Comghran. 
and ReiVf C. W. Mason. The men 
preach jiti the -amps of a lumber field 
that covers too square miles and'con­
tains 10,000 sotils. The lumbermen 
•come' and go^ and -there is constan-t-
clranige from -camp to camp. Beirag in 
the heart of 'the moumf'aiws and with 
nwrnerous lakes, Et is not an easy, task 
to reach all the camps. Indeed, some 
"of them a re readied "witih great Vifff-
culty. Emglish, Firemen, Italian; Rus-

t sian, German and Indian are trie lang­
uages spoken. An instance of the Ian 
guages arnonig the men is given in a 
pamphlet on the camp work, 'where it 
stages that in a caboose of the Grasse 
F'ver Ra!-'road last winter a mission* 
n-rv-found 1"2 men, atid he would have 
lia.l to Speak five .'hne-uages to have 
been understood by all. In the make-
un i f a him'bef camp there-is a bunk 
house, crok shanty, office, bwn,. black 
sm'lli shop and the ."ose peril cellj'r.

"versatcon witlh'the men i.at the camp 
he generally' talked M O P ; asked about 
the *ize of ilhe cut; •'Jie k'md of lumber 
the number of Wips 5n- the haul.

. Rev. Aaron W. M-addox was K»11 
In Brooklyn, November Hi, 187.1. He 

wa,s •the som of William Maddox and 
Swan Frm-ces Lockwood.. His father 
was an topeiclor of the United States 
Custom Department and* a man mmch 
interested In, state and WtJonaJ' poli­
ties. He died-when Mr. Maddox was 
16 years old. , He was of Welsh and 
Irish ex-inaction but was 'born in -New 
York City. Mr. Maddox's mother 
was born. in. Albany and was of New 
Bnigland stock. Slue died in the Adi-
rondacks in July, 1912, ai'though her 
home was In Brooklyn. iMr. Maddox 
was the seventh of a family of eilght 
children. His eairly education • was 
ohtafaned in the puiWioc schools, l a t e r 
lie attended the Polytechnic" Institute 
of 'Brooklyn and Columbia. U mi versify 
giradu-aiifag from the ii.at.tei in .1896. 
He till en attended Union TFi'eoloigiiical 
Seminary-, New York City, and gradu 
ated froiil that irasHtatton in 1899. 
Hi'is early, life was 'blessed .with simple 
devout aipd wise teaelfrog. He was 
dauight that religion -musit eyer enter 
6hi!o one's livlmg. , , 

While ai stiudent at tlhe seniinaryjhe 
diid some prea'iihinig and in his senior 
yeair, had charge of a 'mission 'in the 
-Marteaise section -of Brooklyn.'Short­
ly .aifitar 'gradualtlinig he became .aissist-
jinf t o Dr. Robert J . Kent, his pastor 
at 'the lewis avenue ConigFegatiom.ai 
tehuiWh, Brooklyn, contiinuinig bo serve 
MarteuSe church. Eairly in. 1900 his 
healtlh failed, and in May of ith'at yea1.-
he was ordered to 'the Adirondacks, 
the physncSta- staitimg that he -was .af­
flicted with puimoniairy tuberculosis; 
h'o.ihais lived 3n the Adiromdiaicks .simce. 

In iNoyenYbei-, 1901, .the m«;wly es­
tablished Presbyterian chur-oh ait Faust 
(Tupper l ake Junictlon) called him to 
supply until a pastor could be obtain­
ed. In February, 1902, he was invit­
ed to be stated supply, and stayed 
with that church urot'ul January, 1914. 
The .aliurch was organized in 1905, 
and placed on the roll of Champ lain 
Presbytery.- Mir. Maddox took change-
of 'the church at Piercefield, when the 
pastor left in 1903, and with the ex­
ception of a .short interval had charge 
of it until 1914. Some, time later he 
was a'skjcl to preacfh in the Moody Me 
mortal, church at Moody on Big Tup­
per lake , and he also had charge' of 
this work u.ntill he left the pastorate 
to enter the missionary field, among 
the lumbermen of the North Woods. 

, In 1912-1913 Rev. Francis E. Hig-
gins. went to. the Adirondacks ait the 
invitation of "the Synodical Home Mis­
sion comimitie_e of the- Presbyterian 
Synod of _Ne,w..,Xcirk,,.—He„.m.aLrj4ged_| 
camps in Hamilton, Herkimei,,- Frank­
lin and St.' Lawrence counties, . and 
at once re com mended that preaching 
should be done 'in -these camps. He 
suggested .Mr. Maddox as one of the 
missToniafies, and the latter was elect­
ed secretary of lumber camp work, 
under the committee, and began his 
•work An 'that capacity Janiuary l,. 1914 

-Mrr Maddox is a member of Tupper 
Lake Hose Company No. _3, 'and help­
ed "•onganize it. He has al'so 'served as 
tn'spector of elections. He wis form­
erly a Republican, but affiliated with 
the Progressive cause, when that came 
into beinig. He is unutterably opposed 
to the Te'gaTiziea liquor .traffic, feelzng 
th'at drink is the Chief enemy of the 
lumbermen, amomg whom 'he labors. 
In 1909 he was united in marriage 
with Emma R. Hope of Biooklyin, and 
they have one son, John Lawrence 
Maddox."

MR. QUINN MAKES STA' -ATEMENT 

The week of Jiamiuiary „,^6,_ jaJbau't 
three or four days before the 'Repulb-
Kcani Town Caucus, held in Coliton> 
liver* appeared to this, ipa-per any amti-
d e irelatimg to' itlhe presenit Suipervlsor 
and Town Superintendent of High­
ways of this town. I think that this 
article, together with a lot of hand­
bills circulated throughout the town 
had an effect of iinfluienicin.g voters on 
Ihe day of the caucus. 

This article was issued only a few 
days before 'tihe caucus and gave no 
ffinie to -the -candidaites to answer it. 
This unfair advantage 'taken -nad th ; 
desijlred effect, and I was defeated at 
the caucus by a slight imajoriity. I feel 
that if the article Ih ad'', be en falir and 
ntoit -written wi'tlhi malicious initenf, the 
(fesult of tihe 'caucus 'would have been 
different. For this reason. I wish to 
dispute a part of the .article writ'ten 
and itlhen give the votiers* of itlhe town 
a ohanice t o decide for themselves as 
to who 'they want for the office. 

The.airtilcl'e (Said I exceeded my high 
•way fund in 1913. 1 deny that. But 
r.aitlh e>r :th«re was on. hand in money 
and materials about $280 t o be "'tuirin'-
ed over into .next year's funds, after 
all M l ware paid. 

The article stated that I exceeded 
my bridge estimate. That is -not true, 
for in 1913 there was no brtldge es'ti-_| 
mate, only a general Ibnidge fund that 
is raised every year for repair of the 
bridges. The bridge I .built on Cold 
Bnook that year was bVilit with what­
ever funds the Town .Board could -pro­
vide for me from other funds after the 
purpose for which they had been cre­
ated had ibeen served. 

Lt is 'true that I Worked 261 days 
for tlhe to-wji i n l 9 1 3 . But remeniber 
about 50 days of that time was spen: 
in buying stone that .we did not. use 
until the following year. Hence these 
days in justice can only be charged to. 
the year 1914. I deny that 1 have 
been wasteful or extravagant in laying 
out highway funds. . The town has al­
ways received a dollar's,value for ev 
ery d.<£tar spent. That has been my 
aim, and I have fallowed, that so close-

[ Iv that I have made no doubt enemies 
Of-people-who otherwise would be ray 
friends. In all work I have tried to 
deal s'qu:rely with both' those -wtar^do 
TiJe~Jycri; a^d-aLsci-.»iih-.the town. If 
I received my sa'-i'-y 'and had noth'-nn!. 
to,show for it thing's would appear dif 
feirem'Jly. But I consider I have spent 
my whole time in the interests of the 
town and have roads throuighout the 
town that prove this statement. 

One'instance w'tl show-that I have 
not been extravagant. In the winter 
of 1912-13 only $193 was spent in 
removinig snow from the roads. Does 
this show that I was out for the sole 
reason of beat'nig the town of Colton. 
The article that was published seems 
to me in reflect nn the actions-of the 
Town Board rather than on me. 1 do 
not :lh'nk these men would sit idlv by 
and watch me draw money, I d'dn't 
earn. <-r spend town funds wastefulhv 
Thev have -alwavs been fair and square 
and s to ' J for. the. best interests of the 
town. 

There is one thing that mv assailants 
do 'not deem advisable to|d'scuss, arid 
that is the men I have Employed. I 
Cons-'der I have aiways had a crew of 
men who were honest and interested 
:rt the work. No Town Superinten­
dent has ever had a better crowd of 
men to deal wi-.h than 1 have.' ard I 
t'h'tik the wo-k shows it. They knew 
1 was w.-rk'rg for the 'nterests of ;he 
town and did all :n the'r power to a'd 
me. • « 

Last year there- was a very SieBJiv. 
winter and 1 used the monev_ appro­
priated a-.d then s t o p p e d ^ Later in 
tlje winter w.-k was done to :'ie am­
ount of S72 in reni-v'-ng snoM-. Th's 
work was necessarv and the me-i 
shou'd have the'r pav. It i s ' (he bus :-
ness of every fa'r m'nded man to vtte 
for th's protV'Sit'on when !t is sub­
mitted at town meeting. -

I wish to say'that 1 stand ready to 
back up this article with the neces­
sary proofs and 1 leave it to town 
meetimg to dee'de whe'lier the voters 
cons'der I have justified myself in 
writiii'g this -article or not.

MAIL BOXES FOR MAIL ONLY. 

$1,000 Fine If Other Matter Is Placed 
In Private Boxes. 

•Many Potsdam .householders-will be 
glad t o Jeiarn that under a recent am­
endment of the postal laws arid regu­
lations their mail receptacles at dwell­
ings and apartment houses will be 
freed from advertising matter. Und'ei 
the new regulation these" private mail 
boxes -are held t o .be a part of tlhe 
postal system and are to 'be used only 
for matter bearing postage. 

The act provides a maximum fine' 
of $1,000 or three years impirison-
menlt or bo;h foi. persons depositing 
anythimg in1 private mail 'boxes other 
th'an .matter propeafly addressed and 
sent thirouigh' the mail's. If also cov-, 
ers rdbbery of private mail. recepta­
cles or llampeirinig' with the locks or 
defacing the boxes. 

The rule applies even to electric 
light or gas bills. The .reignlation will 
relieve hoiuseholders from tlhe trouble. 
of opemkiig the boxes and fishing out 
fisitfulls of advertislimg matter. Ins'tan* 
es aire known where mail boxes were 
stuffed so fill of hand bills that .there 
Wasn't room for the postman, to p u t 
letters' 'therein,
