ACID EXPLOSION BURNS TWO 

ACCIDENT AT CLARKSON COLLEGE 

LABORATORY MONDAY. 

Prof. Clolce and M. J. Harr ie t Sustain 

Painful Injuries When. Container 

Bursts. 

Prof. Paul J ^ O l o k e . of the faculty 
of Clarkson Colilge, and M. J. Herrick 
of Mooers, N. Y., a Sophomore at the 
Institution, were 'badly 'burned about 
the face toy sulphuric acid in the phy­
sics laboratory of .'the college -Monday 
afternoon. The bums, it is thought, 
while serious will not affect the men's 
eyesight nor leave permanent scars; 
Both were resting comfortably yester­
day. „ . 

Prof. Cloke had charge of a class 
of about eighteen membexs who were 
making experiments in drying, air on 
Monday afternoon. The air was pass­
ed through sulphuric acid in' -the 
course of the experiment, ihe^ acid 
being 'contained in a glass flask set on 
one of the work tables in the labora­
tory. A suction pump, hand operat­
ed,- was drawing off the air from the" 
flask which was partially full of acid. 
For some unknown cause-the glass of 
the flask, failed to stand the strain of 
the vacuum created as the air left it 
and collapsed without warning. " Tf 
took almost the nature- of an explo­
sion and acid flew in every direction. 
Near ly every member of the class re­
ceived some of it but luckily the li­
quid' landed chiefly on their clothing, 
burning the -cloth wherever it struck, 
Prof. Cloke was standing directly over 
the flask and Herrick was 'bending 
down beside it reading a thermometer 
when the break oiccured and these 
two received the -brunt of the acid 
stream. 

•The burns they received were most 
painful and the faces of both men were 
funned white as a result of the action 
of the chemical. Br. C. A. Barnett 
was called and before his" arrival they 
were temporarily treated 'by Prof. L. 
K. lRusse-11. - Dr. Barnett applied per­
manent dressings. Prof. Cloke was 
taken t o his home and Mr. Herrick t o 
the Sigma Delta fraternity house in 

[.Bay street of which organization, he is 
a member. Both men -will toe confin­
ed indoors some little i .time, it was 
stated.

URGES PASTEURIZATION. 

Government Bulletin Advocates 
Treatment of Milk.-

This 

The fact that the foot and mouth 
disease may be communicated to cat­
tle, sheep, other ruminants, and t o 
swilne, through the jntilk of infected 
cows, 'says a government, bulletin, 
makes it especially important -a l this 
time far C2tit-le raisers t o miakr cer­
tain- that the skimmed milk they ob­
tain friom cnea.meri.es has been pasteur 
ized. ' Even if there is nov foot and 
mouth disease in the^ farmer's neigh­
borhood, it nevertheless ' ts ' a "..great 
safeguard for him t o see that the 
creamery skfimmed milk which he 
feeds t o his .animals has been pasted r 
ized as tuberculosis can be communi­
cated through raw skimmed milk. So 
seribus is the communication of tuber 
cuiosis through milk to swine that the 
meat packers discrimi'iniat'e against tlje 
hogs in •certain dairying districts. 

The department has long advocat­
ed -thii's • course, and the specialists 
hope that the dan-gar of foot and 
mouth disease may lead those who 
have- not -been careful, in this matter 
in t h e past,, to adopt this practice-, and 
continue -it after the present epidemic 
has -been stamped out. 

Where a creamery .does not pasteur 
ize the milk, or where the farmer ob­
tains skimmed milk from other farms 
for feeding his hogs, he can. make cer 
tain that- he does not carry the foot 
and mouth germs or -spread tubercu­
losis by 'brtog'img the skimmed milk to 
the boiling. po-'nt before •bringing it to 
Jllie farm. Uollirag does not inteirfare 
with its feeding value, .although real 
pasteurizing at 145 degrees for 30 
minutes is the bet ter practice
