Howg-distance' or city farmers who is 
mak'wg a profit, as well as deriving a 
lot o-f pleasure, from a farm of 120 
acres, valued at mote than S5O0 . «an 
.ncrei - Eighty acres Of *he farm is in 
blue ..grass and forty acres in alfalfa. 
The problem of makinig a profit cm 
.high priced 'land has me-ver bothered 
Mr. Bulrnop. He isn't in the business 

, for profit, but if profit incidentally 
forces Itself upon hiim-he doesn't close 
the door in its face. 
, The fact that h o s e s - c a n he 'bred' 
profitably on- such high priced land 
solves one phase of the Jackson coun 
ty farm proibiem. When "Mr." Buirn-i-p 
bought t h e -farm in 196 'he didn'-t ex­
pect to be the owner in a few yerars 
of champion Percherom horses. He 
employed ia man to look after -the farm 
The next thing was -to 'buy a team of 
houses. He wanted good ones and 
was invited' by a Percheron breeder 
fo look ait some mares.

But if -a -man lives on the farm %nd 
applies himself it is easily seen the 
profits -t'lrat will be returned. I d'o 
not know .of any ,o'.her Kind of live 
slock in which $ 1000 Is Invested 'that 
will show such large returns." 

'I want to lay enrphasis on the fact 
thfs region' and all oAe-rs in the Un­
ited States needs better -stock—pure 
bred stock. Pure 'bred stcck always 
com-miamds a good price. Others may 
rise -anid -fall in price," but 1 have never 
seen tlhe day when a pure b red horse 
would mot command a -good price. On 
the 120 octres 1 can keep thorty to thir, 
ty-fiite - head of Percheron fao-rses. I 
would hiave to buy some grain, 'be­
cause'.eighty acres-of-rny-land is in 
blue 'grass's. ' 

. 'The feed ration, •'recommended In 
all tlhe farm joumails is one pound of 
grain- for each 100 pounds of w-eilght 
for work horses. That would be -ab­
out 20 quarts of oats 'a day fof my 
mares. If. we feed • that m u c h they 
wouM be so ' fa t they couldn't wok. 
Some -animals are- las smooth--as velvet' 
"anicf/'require less feed. Others are 
rou'gh and require mere. If I was 
selecting a foundation for a 'breeding 
h'erd I would be cairefu! on t h a t point' 

The conistruction- of his banns' are 
alorog most pnactiical lines. He built 
one -barm with a ' basement. If cost 
too much -money, he decided. Then 
he built another barn with a driveway, 
hayloft, .granary and put box stalls 
with canvas fremts cin the sou'th s'de.
